And now | have seen
with joy how willingly your people who are here have given to you. 20O LORD, God of our fathers
Abraham, Isaac and Israel, keep this desire in the hearts of your people forever, and keep their hearts loyal
to you. And give my son Solomon the wholehearted devotion to keep your commands, requirements and
decrees and do everything to build the palatial structure for which | have provided.”

20Then David said to the whole assembly, “Praise the LORD your God.” So they all praised the LORD, the
God of their fathers; they bowed low and fell prostrate before the LORD and the king.
