Where did death come from?

A. Man was designed and created to
live forever.

1. Tree of Life.

The 2 Kinds of Death:
1. Physical Death.

2. Spiritual or Eternal Death.

Spiritual Death:

“And the Lord God commanded the man,
saying, You may freely eat of every iree of the
garden;

But of the tree of the knowledge of good and
evil and blessing and calamity you shall not
eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall
surely die.”

Fact: Adam didn’t die the day they ate from the free
of life.

a. God didn’t know what he was talking
about.

b. God lied.
c. Or, he wasn’t referring to physical death.

> UNLESS: his being removed from the Garden,
and separated from God - is a form of death.



“Also for Adam and his wife the LORD God made tunics
of skin, and clothed them.

-We can be dead spiritually, but alive
physically

[10] For we must
all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that
each one may receive the things done in the body,
according to what he has done, whether good or
bad.

#1) Ephesians 2:1-8 - the first spiritual death

> dead in frespasses & sins

#2) Revelation 20:11-15 - the second
spiritual death.
