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Our snow guards must be inspected annually. Any defects or damage in materials and/or workmanship 
must be reported to Alpine SnowGuards immediately. Seller will not be responsible for snow guard 
systems that have not been properly maintained. 

 
• Ensure snow guard brackets, accessories & components are intact, have not been displaced,  

and show no signs of damage or wear. 

• Snow guards that have become displaced from their original attachment must not be reinstalled. To 

maintain system integrity and performance, contact Alpine SnowGuards for consultation and a 

recommended layout. 

• Inspect fasteners into roof deck. 

• Inspect snow guard-related waterproofing and replace or repair where necessary  

to ensure roof integrity. 

• Snow accumulation on roofs and rooftop solar panels must be removed to avoid damage to the roof  

or panels, the building structure, and anything below. Heavy snowfalls, drifting, and the gradual 

accumulation of snow and ice can lead to less-than-ideal snow guard performance. 

• Check each clamp set screw with a torque wrench to ensure proper fastening has been maintained 

(clamp-to-seam models). 

• Inspect sealant, tape, and adhesive. Remove and replace as needed. 
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
