INSTRUCTIONS:

1. To prevent electrical shock, disconnect transformer from
electrical supply and make sure power supply is completely
off before installation. Fixtures should always be installed

by a licensed electrician.

2. Place the fixture with CAM-LOC stand in the desired wet

or dry location.

3. Run the 2x 20AWG cable to a dry location nearby.
Separate the 2 internal conductors by stripping the large
outer insulation first, then strip about %4” off the end of

each individual conductor (see figure).

4. Connect the 20AWG wires to the main supply cable using
UL listed connectors suitable for underground and wet
location as well as the appropriate UL listed underground

feeder (UF) cable (see figure).

5. For light aiming, loosen the wing nut and rotate the fixture
in the desired direction. Tighten the wing nut down when

finished (see figure).
