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THE HOLY EACE OF JESUS

A CHAPLET OF REPARATION
This chaplet was given by Our Lord to Sister Mary of St. Peter, a

Carmelite Nun of Tours, France, to battle against the enemies of
God. This devotion was granted Papal Brief in 1885 by Pope Leo
XIII, establishing it as an archconfraternity for the whole world. It
was universally practiced until a few years before World War I.
The neglect of this devotion and Our Lady's requests at Fatima in
1917, especially the daily Rosary was followed by two world wars,
the murder and enslavement of of billions of people by
communism, and an unprecedented increase in sin and loss of the
faith. The Chaplet of the Holy Face is to honor the 5 wounds of
Our Lord Jesus Christ, and to ask of God for his Triumph of His

Holy Church and the downfall of Her enemies. This devotion was a favorite devotion of St. Theresa
of the Child Jesus and of the Holy Face.

ON THE CRUCIFIX SAY Eternal Father, I olfer Thee the cross of Our Lord Jesus Christ and the
other instruments of His Holy Passion, that Thou may put division in the camp of Thine enemiesl

for as Thy Beloved Son has said, uA kingdom divided against itself shall fallu.

ON THE NEXT FIVE BEADS SAY
1) May God arise and let his enemies be scattered I and let those who hate Him Jlee before His Face!
2)May the thrice Holy Name of God I overthrow all their plans!
3) May the Holy Name of the Living God / split them up by disagreements!
4) May the terrible Name of the Living God / stamp out all of their godlessness!
5) Lord, I do not desire the death of sinners / but that they be converted and live!
Father forgive them I for they know not what they do.

ON THE MEDAL SAY THE "Golden Arrow" Prayer:
May the most holy, most scared, most adorable, most incomprehensible and unutterable Name of
God be always praised, blessed, loved, adored and glorifted in Heaven, on earth, and under the
earth by all the creatures of God, and by the Sucred Heart of Our Lord Jesus Christ in the Most
Holy Sacrament of the Altan Amen.

ON THE LAST THREE DECADES SAY
Arise, O Lord, and let Thine enemies be scattered I and let those that hate TheeJlee before Thy Faca

ON EACH OF THE "OUR FATHER BEADS" SAY
My Jesus, mercy. Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, as it was in the
beginning, is now and ever shall be, world without end. Amen.

ON THE MEDALAT THE END SAY
Eternal Father, I offir Thee the Holy Face of Jesus, covered with blood, sweat, dust and spittle, in
reparation for the crimes of communists, blasphemers, and for the profoners of the Holy Name
and of the Holy Day of Sunday.

O Mary conceived without stn, Patroness of the United States of America, pray for us who have
recourse to thee. Amen.
