Staft members of The Californian, the Blue
and Gold, Pelican and secondary campus
publieations will escort the delegates about
IEshleman hall, while members of the Depu-
tations committee will act as guides for cam-
pus tours.

The first convention of its sort held on the
campus since 1932, this assemblage gives
every indication of being unusually success-
ful.

U.C., the University, California Art & Lin-
graving Co., Fox-West Coast theaters, City
of Berkeley, The Gazette and publications
students guarantees three busy days for the
delegates, culminating in free admission &
the California - Southern California track
meet and baseball game, secured by consent
of the student bodies of both institutions.
