The result was a hot meeting, with the heat generating
light in the form of a preview of the new ASUC secretary's
voting on Executive committee, The candidates committed
themselves on questions of low-cost housing, racial discrimi-
nation, relations with the Student Workers federation, re-
organization of ASUC representation, and their attitude
toward outside speakers. ;

Some students came away from the meeting discouraged
because only a small proportion of the voters came to
quiz the candidates. They want +o heap ashes on the head
of democratic procedures. Yet the meeting yesterday at-
tracted more students than similar meetings in the’ past
before more important elections. Issues were discussed.

Ballot on Health

On your ballot today will be two questions which will pro-
vide information for Cowell hospital. They ask for detailed
suggestions about an old idea, Wassermann tests for en-

tering students, and present a new idea, a compulsory phys-

ical examination for all graduating seniors.

Dr. Donald. University physician, would like to know if
students want Wassermann tests to be given only on re-
quest, or fo all students, or to all students who do not object.
The campaign several years ago was for compulsory Was-
sermanns. Practically, the present system of giving Was-
sermann tests to all new students unless they object amounts
to a compulsory test, since only a very few students are

ignorant enough to protest.

The compulsory re-examination for seniors would re-
semble a comprehensive exam in health, Cowell learns all
about us when we enter. We then betome just so many
dead cards in the hospital files until we have such a fearful
ache that we go up to Cowell again. Our health is subject
to many downward changes during the four-year college
period and we have the privilege of remedying these with-
out charge at the hospital. A re-examination would show
students when treatment would prevent minor ailments from
becoming serious. In all fairness to the hospital staff, an
examination will now be given to any student who asks for it.

If the examination is made compulsory, the hidden defects
will be discovered, just as in the re-examinations that are now
given to athletes. If it is made compulsory for seniors, it

‘must be given at the beginning of the year so that treat-

ment could be begun before graduation. And it will cost
$3.600. That is the choice. ‘ '
