That dull thud you heard from off in the direction of Sacramento Sun-
day was only the University of Nevada falling out of the ranks of the un-
defeated. It was a surprising defeat, !mch more of a surprise than the
unrestrained joy with which the news was received in Berkeley.

Not that local football fans have any particular grudge against Coach
Joe Sheeketskl and his Nevadans, It's just that Californiaps everywhere
were getting a bit fed up with the self-styled grid expetrd who summed
up the Pacific Coast football situation by sounding off with the following
analysis: ’ _

“Sure, Cal's pretty good, but Nevada could whip the Bears every day
of the week and twice on Sundays.” _ !

The Reno redhots have been mighty silent this week, and for good
reason. Santa Clara, a team which went down to a 41-19 defeat at the hands

 of the Blue and Gold, hung a large goose-egg on the Wolfpack, Stan Heath |

and all. The Broncos let Heath get the ball away, all right, but their 4-5-2
defense had Stan's recehrgru 50 well covered that the Nevada slingshot was
unable to do any damage.

BRONCOS ARE NOT BUSH LEAGUERS

If the Wolves were as good as the anti-Cal element would have us
believe, then they could have discarded their passing game and let the
yards come via the ground. They tried that, too, but the Bronco line would
have none of it. Santa Clara played big league football, the type of ball
which has been noticeably absent on the Nevada schedule, and the Wolf-
pack couldn't handle it.

Sunday’s upset should teach the Reno falthful an important lesson:

Never go overboard on a team until it's met and defeated stiffer com-
petition than that offered by North Texas State and Oklahoma City uni-
versitly.

That's one reason we're playing it cautious on this 1948 California
Varsity. The Bears have beaten some good teams, but they haven't as yet
come to grips with a top notch organization. Even so, Cal's opponents thus
far this season have been made of much sterner stuff than the teams listed
on the Wolfpack schedule. Maybe Navy hasn’t won a game, but we think
the Middies could handle North Texas State without too much trouble.
THE ROOTERS, NOT THE TEAM

At any rate, Coach Sheeketski and the Nevada team took the defeat
gracefully with a minimum of alibis. We have a hunch they didn't share

~ the "We can beat Cal” attitude which was so prevalent in their vociferous

rooters. Californians are delighted at Sunday’s outcome, not because they
dislike Stan Heath or any one of his cohorts, but because the drums have

‘stopped beating on the other side of Lake Tahoe. Silence is golden.

Tommy Fitzpatrick, czar of the PCC football officials, had this to say
concerning the pass interference penalty which all but gave the Bruins
their second touchdown:

“California’s Pete Schabarum tripped the UCLA receiver, Roy Vujo-
vieh, I don't know {f it was accidental or not, but it was interference. There-
fore, Lthe penalty was justified.”

We don't intend to take issue with Fitzpatrick's statement that Scha-
barum tripped Vujovich. It looked that way to us and to most people who

have an opinion either way on the subject. . |

But the thing that doesn’t make too much sense is Fitzpatrick's con-
firmation of the penalty when he a tted that he didn't know “if it was
aceidental or not.” That'’s the point ere Tommy goes against the grain

of the rule book.
