The Russian hislory professor
was doing research at Moscow
University during much of 1962
He also visited Russia in 1955 as
a representalive of the Library of
Congress to help set-up an ex
change of books between the two

For three years during World
War II, the University operated
under the threc-term system. The
first suinmer term in the Univer-
sity's history began in July, 1943

Therealter and until June 22,

1946, studies were completed in
three 16-week terms.

However, the wartime program
was nol satisfactory to students
or administrators. A poll taken at
the time, indicated almost 60 per
cent of the students felt “pressed"
under this system,

Robert Gordon Sproul, then
president, approved the return to
the two semestef plan. He said
this was an indication, that the
Universily is again bécoming “an
academic main tent with a mili-
lary side-show” and was return-
Ing to post-war normality.

If such a condition occurs. he
said, the higher interest rate poli-
cy would weaken efforts to stimu-
late the domestic economy and
could worsen the recession

The projected federal tax cul
has already had its major effect
on private investment plans,
Minsky said, and no further sub-:
