No solution has been found vet
in the ten-dayv-old battle between
San Francisco and Oakland con-
cerning the new boundary lines
between the two cities.

San Francisco claims that be-
cause the Bay used to bear its
name, it should have jurisdiction
over the entire area. Oakland is
sure the development of their for-
mer waterfront, and the existence
of the now-rechristened, Oakland-
Bay Distriet ,Causeway entitles
that city to the land.

Spokesmen for Oakland say
they will definitely hold firmly to
all land as far as the banks of
San Francisco Creek.

Most observers concerned with’
Bay Area development say this is
the least of the problems which
have arisen since the Bay emptied
New Year’s Day. Some problems
have been  solved, however, and
several -organizations hne ceased
to function. .

After a facl-finding walking
tour from San Bruno to Oakland,
which included wading in San
Francisco Creek. the Save-the-Bay .
Association sadly decided there
was no more they could do, and
have disbanded.

The work of the Bay Area Wa-
ter Pollution Control Board has
been reduced to a mere trickle,
and they alsoare considering dis-
solution.

Plans sponsored by the Berke-
ley Save-the-Waterfront Conmmmit-
tee have been revised. Landscape
architect Hershfield Amfel has
submitted drawings for a minia-
ture Japanese garden which will,
iIf adopted, be sufficient to develop
the new Berkeley waterfront
Committee officials have pur-
chased commuter tickets for the
convenience of members engaged
in on-site survey work.

Members of the Brotherhood of
Toll-Gate Keepers and Collectors
have issued a statement, pledging
10 "continue their tradition of loy-
alty and service to the public.”
