The demonstrators, who are not sponsored
by any organization, did not reveal the form
of their protest, but did promise “picketing.
and maybe more.”

Negro Student

The charges against Griffin were later
dropped at Dean of Men Arleigh Williams'
request. Instead, the. case will be brought
betore the University's Faculty Committee on
Student Conduct.

Griffin’'s and the police's account of the
arrest vary widely.

Griffin said he was standing in a group of
15 or 20 people near the ASUC information
desk when, for no apparent reason, he was
approached by Sergeant George: T. Martin
of the campus police and told, “I want to

talk to you.”

He said Martin demanded to see his regis-
tration card, which he refused to produce.
He said he did tell the police his name"ahd
address.

Section 647e of the California State Penal
Code provides for arrest for refusing to give
one's name and address to an officer and
refusing to produce identification.

Captain Frank E. Woodward, head of the
campus police department, said Sergeant
Martin was called in only after Griffin had
entered into an argument with another police
ofticer, .

Woodward said the police officer was ques-
tioning two Negroes about an incident in the
games room when Grifin approached and
asked why he was ‘“questioning the two

The Senate also approved a con-
stitutional amendment to be voted
on &t the ASUC general election
in April. The amendment would
change the manner in which the
Asseciated Women Students chair-
man is chosen.

The AWS chairman is now the
ASUC second vice-president. The
amendment would have the stu-
dents elect the AWS chairman.

Miss Taylor, who presented the
motion, said the second vice-presi-
dent doesn't have time to chair
AWS. The AWS vicechairman
ends up doing most of the work.
but the ASUC second vice-presi-
dent has the responsibility.

The amendment passed the
Senate by a vote of 18-1. First
Virce-President Bob Draper voted
against it. “I don’'t think women
students in general completely
know what AWS is ali about.”
Draper said.

Despite Governor Brown’s ten-
tative plans to put the initiative
measure repealing the Rumford
Fair Housing Act on the Novem-

ber ballot, University Students for
Fair Housing will still work to reg-
ister voters for the June election.

A spokesman for the recently-
formed group said he doubted
Brown “would dare move the initi-
ative measure from June to No-
vember for his own political rea-
sons.”

The Students for Fair Housing,
intend to give University students
“a chance to help achieve racial
equality in housing through the
law and not in the streets,” said
Executive Secretary, Joe Harris.
The group’s main drive is to
seek out &nd 'register voters for
the"June ballot-on which the initi-
placed. “Last Sat-
urday interested students
turned out to'work on voter regis-
tration at the Ashby Street head-
quarters,”. Harris said,

The pur-
poses of Greek Week have bheen
clearly established as being the
promotion and unification of the
fraternity system on this campus.
The IFC feels that all events in
Greek Week should adhere to
both purposes previouslv men-
tioned, and in line with this think-
ing has established the policy that
participation in Greek Week shall
be confined to members of the
Interfraternity Council and Pan-
hellenic Association.

In view of the fact that the In-
terfraternity Council is sponsoring .

As Gnifiin was being taken to -

Sproul Hall, the crowd which had
gathered urged to “‘go %9imp.”

ward approached Grifin and
asked him to ‘““get off the stretch-
er and talk things over.”
_ Griffin said he told Captain
Woodward Sergeant Martin as-
saulted him.

Woodward called the Berkeley
police to bring a paddy wagon to
take Griffin to the City Jail for
detention.

Last September Griffin was ar-
rested and convicted of “simple
larceny,” and put on six months
probation. In November he was
arrested for assault with a deadly
weapon, found guilty of battery
and put on two months probatfen.

Ed Rosenfeld, spokesmail sior
Griffin's backers, charged “if Grif-
fin weren't a Negro he wouldn't
ever have been arrested.”

“1 was there the whole time,
talked to the officer, and was
never asked for a reg ecard.” Cau-
casian Rosenfeld said, who is not
a student.

He further charged that police
protection for the Union was as-
signed during the Tournament of
Champions in Harmon Gyvmna-
sium because many Negroes are

known to participate in the tour-
nament. :

Woodward denied Griffin was
arrested because he was a Negro.
He said his department has never
before received complaints of ra-

He said spetial protection was
assigned to -the Student Ulion
during the three-day Tournament
of Champions Because “damage
and vandalism” have occurred-in
previous Vears.

Rosenfeld also charged the ad-
