| Underground
Nuclear Blast
To Mine Heat

By WILLIAM C. HARRISON

DAVIS—(AP)—The earth's in-
ternal heat can be profitably
mined by an underground nuclear
blast, a Los Angeles geochemist
said Thursday

George (. Kennedy, professor
of geochemistry at Los Angeles.
outlined a method he said would
make five times as much energy
available as released by the nu-
clear device on its detonation

The heat would be used to pro-
duce superheated steam for gen.
eration of electric power

Zones of higher than normal
heat flow from the interior of the
earth to its surface are marked
by hot springs and steam vents

One such zone 50 to 100 miles
wide and several thousand miles
long extends from Easter Island
in the Pacific into the Gulf of
California and on into the south-

ern United States where heat
flow i1s five to eight times nor.
mal. In many cases deeply cir-

culating ground water carries the
earth heat to shallow depths and
heats large volumes of rock

Kennedy proposed at the third
Plowshare symposium on engi
neering wtih nuclear explosives
that a device be detonated in
heated rock 10000 feet down
This would create a rubble cone
extending upward to approximate
Iv 2,000 feet from the surface, he
<aid

“Water introduced into the top
of the rubble cone should flash
immediately over to steam and
this steam can be produced at a
rate controlled by the introdu«
tion of water into the cone.,” Ken
nedy explained.

He said the Pacific Gas & Elec
tric Co. 1s buving steam wells at
The Geysers in Sonoma County,
Calif., and generating electricity
at a net cost of 52 mills per kil
owatt-hour, making the steam gen-
erating plant one of the cheapest
in the state

Estimating drilling and nuclear
shooting costs for a 10,000 foot
well at roughly $5 million. Ken-
nedy said electricity could be gen.
erated for a net cost of 4 mills per
kilowatt-hour.

“Such a power plant would be
substantially the cheapest steam
plant in California,” he told some
500 engineers on the final dav of
the meeting at Davis.

“Approximate calculations show
that a rubble cavity of the type
described will supply energy to
a 50,000-kilowatt steam plant on
a steady basis for approximately
10 years,” Kennedy said. When
the cone’s energy is exhausted, a
second shot would be made
slightly more than one cavity ra-
dius away from the first to con-
tinue the heat mining.

But decreasing the student fee to virtual non-exist-
ence will only weaken student government rather than

Thus, the amount paid
by the student will remain the same. What will change is

jthat the students will lose any control they now have over
| the activities fee.

#valid means of challenging the administration, because of
the impossibility of interpreting the results.

“in favor of a decrease, does it mean they are protesting
against the administration or does it mean they believe they
are not getting their money's worth in services? If students
vote to retain the seatus quo does it mean [l'lt.."_i' support the
admunistrtaron’s authority over the ASUC or does it mean
they are satisfied with the services thes are receiving?
Obviously, different people will have different motives for
their vote.

First, 85 per cent of the ASUC's activity pro
gram is financed through student fees. Any of you
who have attended a foreign student coffee hour.
any of the many ASUC sponsored speakers, an are
display in the student union, Cal Prep, the big C
Circus, or a class dance; or if vou have watched the

thrill of Bay Area youngsters attending the ASUC's
Cal Camp, read the Daily Californian, watched an
ASUC film, or been a member of any of the 120
ASUC organizations, you would be directly and
adversely affected by this fee reduction.

Secondly, the ASUC acts as an effective voice
for student concern and opinion. In the recent past.
yvour student Association has been instrumental in
changing the ROTC requirement from compulsory
to voluntary. in changing the History and Institu-
tions requirement from a test requirement to a
test-course option; in removing the ban on Com-
munist speakers; in extending library, cafeteria.

and parking facilities; and in securing privileges

for Cal students at all campuses of the University
of Califernia to name just a few issues that your
ASUC has advanced to vour benefit. Without finan.
cial stability. the ASUC could no longer function
effectively in these important areas of student
concern

Thirdly, the ASUC is presently providing for
students a more efficiemt and productive student-
run program than any other studemt Association
in the United States of America. This is done with
a fee less than one-third the amount of most stu.
dent Associations

If this referendum has been introduced as a pro.
test measure, perhaps a more reasonable alterna.
tive would be to vote down the candidate who
are running against Slate rather than cripple the
Association that Slate professes to be defending.
The Associated Students of the University of Cali-
forma is a rich and powerful student.run associa-
tion one that every student on this campus can
be proud of The student Senate seats 18 students
and 3 non-students. the Finance Committee, which
has only advisory power to the Senate seats 7 stu
dents and 4 nonstudents You as a voter have the
opportunity every election to indicate what type
of a student Association vou desire.

Early this semester the Student J-Com ruled the
ASUC Contsitution did not allow referenda on
financial matters. J-€om said the remedy open to
students-was to'change the Constitution. A petition
was circulated to ammend the Constitution. Meldon
Levine has refused to place the amendment on the
ballot, saying he cannot do so without approval
by the Chancellor.

In this sit n. how can students gain control
of their own Minds?

We might pass another referendum asking the
Regents to prohibit the Chancellor from il'l'ttlif!l'r
ing in student el«:ﬂ‘. or throw.a picket line
around Sproul Hall f ;

OR, we might do something effeclive.

The administration could not ignore student
protest in the form of a fee reduction. The reduc
tion would force the ASUC “leadership” and the
administration to recognize and come to terms
with students’ unwillingness to pay an ASUC fee
if they cannot control its use. The reduction has
been proposed as eaxctly that—a protest.

We do not contemplate the fee will remain fixed
al ome cent. As soon as the students’ right to con-
trol their own funds was recognized we would peti
tion to raise the fee again.

Even if no satisfactory changes were made in
the ASUC Constitution. students could restore the
fee at any time.

Despite the statements of certain alarmists. such
a lemporary reduction would not destrov the ASUC
activities program. Financially. the ASUC is prob-
ably the strongest student government in the
nation

[t 1s the only student government to be listed
in the Dun and Bradstreet Million Dollar Directory
A very high-level activities program can be main-
tained in the fall semester without the monies
from the activity fee.

The ASUC would have to sweep out the Student
Union less often, cut the fringe benefits of s
officers. and lavish a little less on spirit groups.
But for example. the Union Program Board ( most
of the officers of which are Slate members), fi
nances most of the activities in the Union (Sun
day movies. music. cabarets. lectures) with a budg
€t npt much more than the salary of one Janitor

berg's claim that less than half of

the ASUC’s funds comes from the
activity fee. “The ASUC's pro
gram would be crippled as 85 per
cent of our activities are financed
by the fee.” he said.

Sheriffs agrees that qtudent ac-
tivities would not come to an end
if the proposal to lower the fee
passes

“The Regents have commitied
themselves to collecting a fee,”
Sherriffs said, because “the stale
of Califernia gives us no money
for student aflairs.’

At present, the ASUC fee is col-
lected by the students through
the authority of the Regents, be-
cause “only the Regents can col
lect a fee from people attending
the University, Sherriffs said.

He added., since the Regents

are committed to a program of
student activities, the money
would probably still be collected
if the fee were reduced—either
by “calling it something else” or
by raising the incidental fee.

The fee is “kept separate only
by tradition and history now."”
Sherriffs said

Slate-Levine
Debate Over
Referendums

Student Judicial Committee will
decide at 2 p.m. today if ASUC
President Mel Levine must place
on Mondav's ballot a constitution-
al amendment to allow students
to vote on budgetary matters.

J-Com also issued a temporary
injunction vesterday to halt the
appearance on the ballot of Le
vine's “clarification” of the refer-
endum to lower the ASUC Activi
ties fee

Chancellor Edward Strong ruled
to put the unlimited referendum,
submitted by Slate March 10, off
the ballot.

Jerry Miller, representing Slate,
argued at a two-hour session of
J-Com yesterday that Levine as
ASUC President was required to
put the referendum on the ballot
despite the Chancellor's ruling.

Miller said the University regu-
lations or Kerr Directives under
which the Chancellor is acting are
just “general guide lines and
basic policies”’ for the ASUC,

“The regulations do not over-
ride the constitution,” Miller said.
“The constitution has been
around 75 vears, but the regula-
tions came oul five years ago.”

Levine disagreed. “We have
delegated authority,” he said.
“We are living under this consti-
tution which is living under the
Kerr Directives.”

“We can’'t violate the Univer-
sity regulations.” Levine said.

Miller also argued against Le-
vine's “clarification” of the refer-
endum to lower the ASUC Activi-
ties fee from $5.50 to one cent to
appear on the ballot.

Levine wants to explain on the
ballot that nobody can change the
amount of the ASUC Activities
fee except the Regents. The pas
sage of this referendum will
merely represent a request, ac-

cording to Levine
