ity.(CORE) leaders, speaking from
Sproul Hall steps, told a sparse
audience of their rezctions to life
in Bogalusa, Louisiana‘after re-
turning from Negro voting regls-
tration drives in that city.

The voting registration drives
are now termed voter education
because Negroes cannot pass vole
ing requirements “no matter how
much instruction” they are given,
according to CORE field secretary
Isaac Reynolds.

CORE, working through the
Bogalusa Voters' League, sends
its workers to private homes %o
canvas eligible voters.

Freedom schools will also be
set up to instruct Negroes in po-
litical science, remedial reading,
Negro history, and medicine.

Mrs. Anita Levine, Campus
CORE, described Bogalusa as “to-
tally a different world where you
don’t stop being scared.”

Hugh Robbins of Campus CORE
said he found citizens “in a tum
moil of fear.”

“Negroes fear participating in
any program for their advance
ment,” because white citizens
threaten Negroes with losses of
jobs, property and life, Robbins
said.

“I've just returned from Boga~
lusa, one of the all-American, un-
American cities in the United
States, where the Klan's the man
and runs the whole city,” said EN-
jah Turner of Oakland CORE.

He asked how President Lyndon
Johnson and the Defense Depart-
ment justified spending $2 millien
a day in Viét Nam and telling the
Vietnamese how to run their gow-
ernment, while U.S. citizens in the
South “are not even protected.”

Turner proceeded to attack the
“Southern non-intervention poli-
cies” of the federal government,
which he called, “my pet enem¥.”

A relatively little known (i.e.
non-voting) member of the ASUC
Senate will now be elected and
not appointed because of a con-
stitutional amendment over-
whelmingly passed this week.
And because of the likewise
lopsided passage of a related
amendment six other offices will
be voted on by undergraduates in
a special election May 20-21.
The first amendment, making
the campus coordinator of the
National Student Association
(NSA) elective rather than ap-
pointive, passed 3371-974.

Along with this, voters picked
Dan Mclntosh, junior in history,
as the NSA coordinator (pending
passage of the amendment).

So he’s 1n.

But his six aides are still to be
picked.

This is because the second
amendment, passed 2802-822 puts
the power of appointing six dele-
gates to the NSA out of the Sen-
ate’s hands and into those of the
student electorate.

Filing for the six positions will
continue until at least May 12.
Forms may be picked up in 405
Student Union.

The NSA coordinator sits on the
ASUC as a non-voting member in
an advisory capacity.

Campus NSA gets almost all of
its money from the ASUC.

The six.delegates, the campus
(NSA) coordinator, and the
ASUC president late in August
will attend the ten-day NSA Con-
gress in Wisconsin (the college
campus hasn’t been named yet.)

Each of the eight will get a
$150 stipend for the trip.

McIntosh, as leader of the NSA
here says he has some new ideas
for expanding NSA activity here
after the Congress.

So he said he doesn’t want peo-
ple running as delegates who
think the trip to Wisconsin is a
vacation and the end of their job.

[t isn’t, anyway.

The sessions are eight hours a
day for ten days and attendance
i mandatory, McIntosh said.

Tuition Plan
Killed Again

SACRAMENTO (AP)—A plan

to initiate a post-graduation tui-

tion system for the University
killed
again by the Assembly Education
Committee yesterday.

The heated lengthy battle over
the measure, proposed by Assem-
blyman John L. E. Collier (R-Los
Angeles) resulted in a stalemate
and the bill was referred to in-
terim study.

The measure—also rejected in
1963—would have set up a tui-
tion payment plan in effect after
the student leaves school. The
total payment, which would be
made over an extended period,
was to be the amount of state ex-

pense involved in the student’s

schooling.

Each California resident enter-

ing the Univezrsity or a state col-
lege would have been required to
sign an agreement: to repay the
legal regardless of the student’s
age, and payment was to be en-
forced through the registrant’s
Social Security number.

Following the recruiting tradi-
tions which produced great signal-
caliers like Craig Morton and
Randy Gold, Cal has once again
scooped up two of the top three
high school quarterbacks in Cali-
fornia, according to the ‘‘state-
ment of intent” announcement
released vesterday by the AAWU.

But although the football team
also gained a handful of promis-
ing linemen, the basketball team
gained two top centers, and the
track team recruited some fine
distance men, it still appears that
the AAWU'’s letter of intent pro-
gram has not completely worked.

“The only thing the letter of
intent does is get the colleges off
a kid’'s back,” one Cal coach said
vesterday. “But he's not forced
to sign it and he can keep play-
ing around with the colleges as
long as he wants."

Thus the AAWU announcement
hardly ends Cal’s recruiting pro-
gram. Cal may gain several other
top prospects (or lose them to
AAWU schools) before classes be-
gin next year,

The two top quarterbacks are
Barry Bronk from Helix High
School in San Diego and Mark
Wood from Servite High in Ana-
heim.

His acts of careful plotting to prevent his bills and proposals from
meeting with serious deliberation or opposition in the House are
evident from the ease with which serious proposals for social legisla-
tion have slipped from hopper to hopper, from committees to ‘the
floor, and back to the President’s desk for final signing. Here are
few examples. _

The most important piece of social legislation in 30 years, the so-
called “medicare” bill, was rushed through the House and the Senate
in a “three-layer cake” form without any public hearings at all.

The $1.3 billion a year Federal Aid to Education bill was forced
through Congress with one small amendment, and through the House
without a change.

The Appalachia Aid bill was approved by the Senate Public Works
Committee- after only two days of public hearings, shutting off. wit-
nesses who had wanted to testify on the merits of the bill, and
denying consideration of applying similar measures 10 other parts of
the country. '

Even when hearings are held, they are increasingly held behind
closed doors from which the public and the press are barred. 35 per
cent of the hearings during the first three months of this session were
held behind closed doors as compared with 31 per cent last year.

The Senate Public Works Committee held only one day’s hearing -

on S.4, their water pollution control bill, before it was passed and
sent to the House.

The deliberate lack of deliberation and testimony regarding these
bills already show adverse effects. The Education Bill contains such»
serious flaws as to require new hearings. The “Poverty” program is-
carried out in such a way as to meet with increasing criticism by all
except the bureaucrats who are making between $10,000-$26,000 ad-
ministering this program ‘“for the benefit of the poor.” The cost of
$4.650 to train a Job Corpsman for a nine-month period is a sum
which is frightfully out of proportion to the value of the skills it
