® “The time, place, and man-
ner of exercising speech and po-
litical activity shall be subject to
regulations adopted by the chan-
cellors of the respective cam-
puﬁﬁ." .

® Student government consti

- tutional amendments must be ap-

proved by the chancellor before
being submitted to a vote by the
students.

® Both compulsory and volun-
tary student governments are for-
bidden to take stafids on issues not
directly related to the University
or its operations. (The chancellor
is to interpret which issues fall
within this category.)

which NSA delegates are being
elected instead of appointed.
After long and arduous debate,
the Senate finally approved the
new rules, the Senators ran
through their closing remarks,
and ASUC President Charlie
Powell's gavel brought the Sen-
ate’s year to an end.

@ No non-University personnel
may distribute, post, or exhibit
posters, circulars, handbills, and
other documents on University
property.

The regulations would apply to
all campuses of the University.

Conversely, the Byrne report
suggests “The principle of auton-
omy, so vital to the University in
securing its place in society,
should also apply to each campus
in the University system.”

The report goes on to urge con-
stitutional charters be granted
each campus.

The Byrne report further pro-
poses student governments “will

- be permitted to take arnd announce

positions on issues of improtance
to the membership, within or out-
side the University, provided that

the membership wishes to commit,

that power to the goyerning board,
the vote on the issue is announced,
and the announcement identifies
the group, disclaiming authority
to speak for the University.”

Regent William Fobes, chair-
man of the committee which com-
missioned the Byrne report, said
he was unable to speculate on the
action the Regents would take on

Unbeaten and hungry for more,
Cal's varsity and JV crews travel
*0 Seattle this weekend for the
Western Sprints, eager to extend
sheir recent domination in this
part of the country.

Jim Lemmon is still uncertain

about his boatings, but indieated,

that they will probably be sub-
stantially the same as they were
for the dual race with Washing-
ton two weeks ago. The Bear
frosh will not race, having fin-
ished their schedulé

Both Bear crews must be con-
sidered favorites because of their
impressive record. Each will prob-
ably receive its.toughest competi-
tion from the Huskies and pos-
sibly British Columbia.

Cal holds victories over six of
the other eight competing var-
sities. The Bears will face British
Columbia, Oregon State, Long
Beach State, and possibly South-
ern Cal in their preliminary heat.
The top three will qualify for the
finals.

Cal came from behind late in
the race to defeat the Huskies two
weeks ago in a three mile dis-
gance contest. The Western
Sprints are conducted on a 2,000
meter course, which is a bit more
than a third of the-longer race
and is raced at a much higher,
shorter stroke. Since Washington
ied Cal most of the race at Seattle,
including the first 2,000 meters,
the Bears have to prove Saturday
that they can win at the shorter
distance. _

And Lemmon figures that 1s
precisely what his crews are aim-
ing at. The Bear coach declined
to compare his men in distance
and sprint racing, saying, “I feel
that a good crew has to be able
to do both.”

In a recent race against Bfitish
Columbia, Washington raced sub-
stantially the same varsity to Cal,
and won by a length and a half.
The UBC boat, which contained
four Olympic returnees from ilast
year, was in the midst of finals,

however, and hence may not have
" been in the best state of mind for
the encounter with Washington.
Lemmon expects both Washington
and UBC to challenge his varsity.
Any other school winning would
constitute a very major upset.

The JV boat has been a pleas-
ant surprise to Lemmon this
spring, since it is one of the rare
JV's capable of seriously chal-
lenging the varsity. And they
have demonstrated their ability
impressively after a slightly
shaky first race.

As
a result of the growing atmos-
phere offfviolence, a Negro self-
defense organization has been es-
tablished in several parts of the
state and it has been providing
protection so that civil rights
workers can carry on their work.

Vietnam Day
To the Ice Box:

The State Department has brok-
en its agreement to send speakers
to Berkeley for Vietnam Day. The
reason given is “lack of balance”
in the progrann.

From its inception, Vietnam
Day was planned as an education-

al protest, not as a “balanced de-

bate.” The government’'s position
on Vietnam has received wide
publicity, through news releases,

presidential addresses, .ete, The .

purpose of Vietnam Day is to dis-
cuss alternatives to current United
States policy. To do this in a
meaningful way, it is not enough
to debate the merits of particular
cold war strategies; the basic
assumptions underlying the State
Department’s whole approach to
the cold war must be examined.
Many of the speakers will analyze
the problems facing the United
States in terms of ideas very dif-
ferent from the “Communist
menace” theory. We want the
State Department to be confront-
ed with these ideas, which are
rarely discussed in public. We
want the State Department to de-
fend its policies before a mass
audience of people familiar with
these ideas. ePrhaps it is not sur-
prising that the State Department
is unwilling to do this; after all,
last Saturday there was apparent-
ly not one person in the govern-
ment who could take McGeorge
Bundy’s. place in the “perfectly
balanced” Tnational debate in
Washington.

Twice in one week the govern-
ment has backed down when
faced with the prospect of defend-
ing its policy before a mass audi-
ence. We hope it will regain
courage to send someone to Berke-
ley to speak on Vietnam Day. We
will keep an empty chair ready on
the speakers’ platform.

‘Rather Than ...’

To the Ice Box:

The May 10 resolution of the
Academic Senate, asking that the
Board of Regents reconsider the
regulations proposed by the
Meyer Committee, passed by a
vote of 192-34. This vote indicated
agreement among the faculty with
the general sense of the resolu-
tion but the preceding three hour
debate brought out varying inter-
pretations. I voted for the resolu-
tion but.am concerned over one
general principle requested of the
Regents, reading:

“1. Regulations affecting stu-
dent behavior on the individual
campuses should be defined in
terms of general community
standards . . .” The interpretation
of “rather than” as a rejection of
“general community standards”
could be distressing, certainly to
the members of the general com-
munity itself. If we, as faculty,
intended this meaning, then we
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have become irresponsible to the
general community and can be ac-
cused of academic isolationism.

A different interpretation 18
that we are concerned with
minimizing the rules to be added
to those of the general community
which includes the campus com-
munity. With this view, there 18
no public-be-damned interpreta-
tion or implication of special dis-
pensation for students as separaté
from others. | _

The recognition and undem
standing of a special community
within the general community,
for which we have all argued
these past many months, is a
status earned dearly over the
years of high academic performs-
ance. Certainly implied are
mutual responsibilities. Thus, the
second interpretation appears
more fitting.

When asked what his reaction
was as he listened last Dec. to
Strong's words, Savio replied, “I
could not help but to be dismayed
at their hypocrisy.”

Savio later ex pounded his
thoughts.

He told the court of the “diffi-
culty” throughout the entire fall
semester of negotiating with the
University.

Even when all people below
President Clark Kerr in the Uni-
versity hierarchy had failed to
achieve a solution, direct discus-
sion with Kerr was never forth-
coming, Savio said.

“It was true we could discuss
interpretations of the edicts of
the administration,” Savie cen-
t:lnued, “but never could the real
issue of the rules themselves be
seriously discussed.”

Savio cited the use of police
force against students at least
twice last fall (the suspension of
the eight students in November,
“and the arrest of Jack Weinberg)
as instances which render hypo-
critical Strong’s allusions to the
University’s “restraint of the use
of their legitimate authori

This testimony was entered as
a factor of Savio’s frame of mind
during the Dec. 23 sit-in

In further questioning Savio

was asked if in setting up tables

last semester, he had intended to
purposely violaje University
rules.,

“By setting up tables we only
intended to continue those ac-
tions which we had f.reely eu

gaged in over t? years,”
Savin testified: “It so happened

that since Sept. 14 such action
violated University rules, but this
was not our purpose.” -
Constitutional rights became the ~
topic of inguiry as Savio was

- asked if it was his feeling that

right of petition had been denied
by the administration.

Though petitions from student
organizations were received by
the -administration last semester,

o testified, he could not see
any “right” had been granted.

“I see the right of petition as
