Non-Student
Bill Passes

SACRAMENTO (AP) — The
Assembly voted 54-11 yesterday to
arm University and state college
officials with the power to throw
potential troublemaking non-
students off the campus.

Assembly Speaker Jesse M.
Unruh, D-Los Angeles, cast the
decisive vote to curb “outside
agitators” as the measure won the
bare majority needed to send it
to Gov. Brown.

Opponents called the bill by
Assemblyman Don. Mulford, R-
Oakland, a reaction to ‘“hysteria”
growing out of the recent sit-ins
and demonstrations.

But they failed in a last-ditch
attempt to stall the bill which
already had previously passed the
Assembly* and earlier this week
won Senate approval

The bill required a two-thirds
vote for passage because it is an
urgency measure. That means it
would go into effect immediately
if the governor signs it instead
of 90 days later.

The propoSal would allow school
administrators to ask non-students
to leave. the campus if it “reason-

ably appears” the outsiders are,

“likely to interfere with the
peaceful conduct” of a campus.

Assemblyman John T. Knox,
D-Richmond, led opposition.

disturbances.

Burton cited the  arrest last
week -of two non-students by a
City College of San Francisco of-
ficial as proof of his charge.

He termed the bill “an effort

stitutionality of the bill, put Mul-
ford said he had a i legislative
counsel’s opinion upholding. the
measure’s legality.

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A Parting Glance at Ourselves

With this issue, we bring to a close the
Daily Californian’s participation 1n the
academic.year 1964-65, a year which will

_undoubtedly be the subject of conversa-

tion, study, and retrospection for many
years to come. .
Every day we have attempted to pro-
vide, in this editorial column, an intro-
spective analysis of the campus scene.
Sometimes we have been proven wrong
bv.. the rapidly changing circumstances
about which we must voice an opinion.

But more often, we feel our general .

philosophy about the nature of recent cam-
pus affairs has been proven correct in the
short run. We cannot, at this point, pre-
dict the realities of “the long run.”

[n any society there are divergent points
of view. And it is a healthy society where
various points of view can be assimilated
through a compassionate understanding of
one’s rights to his own opinions.

On the Berkeley campus, there has ap-
peared an appalling lack of such compas-
sion. It has appeared in every facet of
campus life . . . the administration, the
faculty in its Senate and individual rela-
tionships, in the student government, and,
worst of all, in the inter-relationships of
the students themselves, |

When understanding succumbs to a
sense of righteousness, all chances for estab-
Jishing meaningful trust-relationships end.

Presently, this campus has degenerated
to a point where these relationships con-
tinue to flourish only where the parties in-
volved agree in principle and method, right
down the line.

We find several segments of campus life
guilty of deliberately subverting trust-
relationships by continuous exploitation of
events and circumstances to act as am-
munition for a “cause.”

This year has been the year for the
“cause.”” not just one, but many. And
only too often have we found that many
of such “causes” were spawned by this
obvious desire for exploitation. .

Requirements for a legitimate “cause”
include not only an acute awareness-of the

facts surrounding an issue, but also an

awareness of the realities of the society in

* which the issue is to be discussed, debated,

and resolved. .

We firmly ‘endorse the necessity for
emotional convictions of the members of
this campus community. But just as apathy
can destroy the essence of a society, so can
a rotal self-assurance in one’s righteousness.

We take pride in ourselves as being mem-
bers of an intellectual community. But too

-often such pride has manifested itself only

in words . . . not deeds. )
Does intellectualism mean strife, ani-
muiity, and ﬂntagﬂnism? We tl’link not,
although they appear with. abnormal fre-
quency on this campus. We see”these as
indications of the rejection of a true com-
mittment to intellectualism, a rejection
which appears to prevail on this campus.
We have seen “armies” form rather than
discussion eroups. X
We have seen friendships undergo tran-
sitions due to the political and social whims
of a particular day. |
Weé have seen an abundance of criticism
with little or no mention of prase.

We have seen very lirtle emphasis on

those factors of the University which unite
us, and we have watched with disdain as
others continually search for yet another
factor to divide us: '

/

And who is to blame?
The answer can only be that we all are.

~ Somehow in the day-to-day rat race of

decisions and committments, we have lost
sight of our purpose for attending an insti-
tution of higher learning.

We must rededicate ourselves to a long
process of improvement, keeping foremost

in our minds the fact that. to destroy ‘all

and build anéw has not be¢n -proven the
most successful method for change and
improvement. |

As a campus projected into the nation’s
headlines, Berkeley has become the focal
point of opinions all around the country
some good, some bad. <

We see in these headlines a primary
cause for the Legislature’s reluctance to
increase the salaries of our faculty.

We are presently in a pathetic position
to compete with other colleges and uni-
versities for the top intellectual talent of
the world. Such a disadvantage may even-

~tually paralyze the very heart of this Uni-

versity.

Investigations, resolutions, bills, and
statutes will probably be forthcoming
from the State Legislature. Some will -im-
prove the University . .
cripple it. Some are based on a genuine
concern, others on complete ignorance, still
others on a combination of both.

Last semester we forwarded the analogy
of the “new” University as a " two-way
street.” At that time, we had witnessed
only actions. This semester we viewed the
reactions. They were frequently oblivious
to reality, but nonetheless were treading
their way down the other side of the street
. . . toward the campus.

The “new” University is not just one of
controversy, but of committment. We
cannot ignore the reality that the Uni-
versity is endowed by the citizens of this
state, many of whom were embarrassed by
the banner headlines continually emanating
from this campus. Their opinions, indi-
vidually and collectively, have the poten-
tial of tremendous, damaging, influence.

But, at the same time, we should not fear
controveysy. Legitimate disagréement and
difference of opinion are to be expected at
a university, just as disagreements pervades
the public life of this state.

However, we must search for, and
utilize, methods of resolving such conflicts
which are compatible with a community
of scholars._ -

Thé University has undergone a visible
change since September of last year.
Within this change are both beneficial and
detrim —elements. The course. for the
University should never be to forget those
memories which appear, at first glance, to

be distasteful. We shouldapproach the fu-

ture by accepting the “good” and building
upon it by refogniiing the valuable lessons
learned from\the “bad.”

The University is not now, and has
never been, in shambles. We may have

momentarily lost our dignity during con-

fusing times. But where.there may once

have been darkness, we hope that we have-
fulfilled our desire to contribute to an un-

derstanding of the potential excellence
