“The University administriition

is making every effort to meet

commitments already made to
students for waiver of out-of-state
tuition and for teaching assistant-
ships in 1965-66,” according to
Robert A. Cockrell; Associate
Dean of the Graduate Division.
Both were cut by the Legisla-

ture in its session ending last

month, but not before many com-

‘mitments had been made. The ad-

ministration said it has high hopes
of honoring these commitments,
but may be faced with the full
force of the cuts in 1966-67.

A spokesman estimated that in
196566, 30 per cent of Berkeley's
expected 4,975 out-of-state stu-
dents would receive tuition waiv-
ers which are based mainly on
academic records and ‘appoint-
ments to teaching assistantships
and fellowships. The waivers in
effect are scholarships which help
the University compete with other
universities for top young schol-

ars in the nation and around the

world.

California’s golden ruggers op-
ened their 1965 Australian -tour
Thursday night, serving notice
that the Bears are not going to be
an easy mark for the much tout-
ed Aussie teams, by tieing Queens-
land University, 9-9.

The game was actually played
Wednesday, since Australia lies
across the International Date line
and is a day ahead of our time.

Lady luck was not with the pre-
viously untied, undefeated Bears
as they scored three trys while
their opponents picked up all nine
points on penalty kicks.

The rugged Cal forwards, av-
eraging well over 220-pounds per
man, lived up to their reputation
with a strong defensive game. In

. seasonal play, California had dom-

inated the scrum and lineout.
Coach “Doc” Miles Hudson's chief
worry was whether his forwards
could do the same against the
quick, big Aussies.

Eight more games face the Cali-
fornians between now and August

‘A spokesman for the FSU said
this week that the group is cur-
Téntly going over the rules with
its lawyer. The spokesman said
that unless the new rules were
liBerally interpreted in the fall,
the FSU would “very obviously
have to fight them.”

“Aecording to the FSU, Acting
Dean of Students Arleigh Wil-
liams has not contacted them to
discuss the new rules. Williams
said-last week that he planned to
meet with a “broad representa-
tion of students and faculty” this
summer.

The FSU is concerned with
évery aspect of student life, the
spokesman said.

to socialism. Forty-two per cent
agreed that the Nation’s morals
“are pretty bad, and getti
worse.” Forty-one per cent agree
that American Communists were
at least “a great danger’” to the
United States.

But in the area of foreign poli-
cy Goldwater did not reflect ac-
curately the views of many of the
voters surveyed. Forty-one per
cent argued with his charge that
the -country was losing - power
abroad, contending on the con-
trary that America “is becoming
more powerful.”

Survey results indicate that
while 63 per cent of the upper-
class persons who agreed moder-
ately with Goldwater's ideological
stand voted for him, 62 per cent
of the working class voters who
moderately agreed with him voted
for Johnson.

On the basis of the survey re-
sults .Mrs. Selznick criticized
Golwater’s campaign from a prag-
matic point of view. She said he
virtually ignored the lower-middle
and working classes in his cam-
paign and failed to get any signifi-
cant “white backlash” vote.

Her analysis of a successful Re-
publican presidential campaign
takes Eisenhower’s as model. “In
order to win an election a Repub-
lican candidate .must maintain
traditional Republican support
among the upper classes and stage
an effective appeal on noneco-
nomic grounds to the working
classes. This, President Eisen-
hower was able to do in 1952 and
1956.”

Asked whether there should be
a Federal law for medical care
for the aged (Medicare), 84 per

cent of the lower-class voters said
yes,” compared to only 33 per
cent of the upper-class voters.
Although 30 per cent of the
loyer class voters were in moder-

i

ate agreement with Goldwater's

political ideas, they disagreed
with him on Medicare and voted
against him.
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A Successful Commiﬂee?

To those of us who have nightmares involving red tape,
bureaucracy, “in” files and “out” files, committees are a
horror.

Ot course, nothing the committee does will have any
effect unless the University administration, the Regents,
the students, and even the outside commuity takes its find-
ings seriously.

For example, the committee might decide the ABC grad-
ing system is outdated. However, the forces of tradition,
‘California voters and Regents—might make any change
inconceivable.

Only if change is conceivable can the University grow
an greatness. Reaction to the Senate committee’s final re-
port will be an indication of the flexibility of the Uni-

Last week a sign at the Telegraph entrance to the campus caught my
eye. The “Vietnam-Day Committee” were inviting their fellow students
at Berkeley to join in a “non-violent” invasion of the Oakland Army
Terminal to protest United States’ foreign policy in Vietnam.

Now an_inyqsiun is a “forcible or hostile entry”; it is a military
measure entailing the deployment of troops, usually in overwhelming
numbers, in enemy territory. It was with tense anticipation, there-
fore, that I awaited the 11 o’clock news.

Yes, there they were! The pacifist storm troops were marching on
the Army base!! Accompanying them, in the spirit of '76, was an 83-
year-old lady on crutches. Rank upon rank of insurgent pacifists wended
their way across the television screen toward a rendezvous with destiny.

The invasion force mustered its full strength (ca. 75 persons) before
the fence which surrounds the military base. But to their dismay they
saw that the Army, anticipating their manoeuvres (15 demonstrators
climbed the fence last March), had taken counter-insurgery measures.
The top of the fence was fortified with three extra strands of barbed
wire. Invasion without bloodshed was impossible!

Suddenly, a number of the barbate troops threw themselves to the
ground. I watched officers of the law, summoned to mediate between
the opposing armies, tenderly transport the limp casualties of the first
assault wave into waiting police wagons. and then ferry them to the
rear echelons where they were released. Some of the more resolute
returned to the front lines, once again to lay down their bodies for

their friends, the Viet Cong.

The words of Bob Hope came to my mind. Addressing American
service men in South Vietnam, he said: “Students used to want to stand
up and be counted. Now they want to lie down and be carried.”

The Campus Left showgd somewhat better style last May when it
presented a 36-hour maratfon extravaganza “teach-in” protesting our
support of South Vietnam. But the “Vietnam Day” of May 21-22 lost
whatever pretense of open dialogue it ever had, when the supporters
of U.S. policy, Eugene Burdick and Robert Scalopino, invited to break
the monotony of 36 hours of Leftist luminaries and entertainers,. de-
clined to appear as comic relicf at what was obviously a pro-Hanoi
diatribe. |

At the teach-in, comedian.civil rights demonstrator Dick Gregory
unleased his tongue and called J. Edgar Hoover “the most vicious, dan-
gerous man in this country.” “The only good thing about this man.”
said Gregory, “is that he’s 71 years old—thank God.” Yale professor

Staughton Lynd advocated obstructing U.S. troops in the performance

of their mission in Vietnam. He called for the “non-violent” replace-
ment of U.S, leaders; and as evidence of the sincerity and ruthlessness
of his opposition, Lynd proposed that the U.S. Marines be kept at
home because “they’re going to be needed.” . : '

All in all, the demonstration had the air of a three-ring circus. Yet
it was far more in the great American tradition of political pluralism

“and propogandizing than the ‘“4nvasion.”

The “invasion” was another matter. Mr. Chief Justice Maxey, speak-
ing for the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania, has well pointed out that:
“When any individual or organization under whatsoever name attempts
to use force to gain his or its ends they are attempting to usurp govern-
mental functions.  This attempt unless promptly and effectively re-
strained by legally constituted authority leads to lawlessness, disorder
and anarchy, which is the very negation of all government. The first
duty of government is to govern, that is, to maintain law and order at
all hazards and regardless of expense: only by doing this does it fulfill
its legitimate function, which is the protection of life, liberty, and
property.” '

“Invasions,” “sit-ins,” *“lie-ins” all represent a retreat from civiliza-
tion to the philosophy of the jungle, to the sort of mob rule in which
might makes right. They make a mockery of any form of government
by law. Most students would concur in this judgment; but on December
2, 1964 2 small, mobilized army of students, three percent of the stu-
dent body, marched into Sproul Hall, not to inform, but to embarrass
and coerce the- Administration into submission te their will.

To say Godard is also attempt-
ing a journalistic examination of
prostitution is perhaps unfair, vet
the inclusion of a summary of
Parisian prostitution laws and
price scales by the articulate pimp,
the “insider” attitude the camera
takes showing us what it's really
like in those sparsely furnished
hotel rooms, and the numerous
shots of the harlots lining the
streets, all point toward an at-
tempt at documentary.

The girl agrees to work for a
pimp, then we hear a page from
the legal code, and see a montage
of the world-of-the-streetwalker.
The commentary attempt detracts
from the character study, like a
long winded commercial in the
middle of a love scene.

In two- cafe scenes, the first a
conversation with another prosti-
tute and the second with a well-
read stranger, the girl expounds
a kind of rough-and-ready indivi-
dualism in the face of an indif-
ferent universe containing indi-
viduals who can never achieve
true communication.

« While these philosophic discus-

sions help to explain the girl's
abrupt and cruel end, they exhibit
a too nifty solution to the unsym-
pathetic world Godard creates. It
1s as though in trying to avoid
the dangers of sentimentality, he
has fallen into an overly fatalistic
stance, and instead of a prostitute
with a heart of gold we have a
harlot with the head of an egg.

But despite its weaknesses, “My
Life to Live” is an absorbing film,
filled with superb acting, and
imaginative directions.

“Banana Peel” playing with the
Godard film, is a perfect compli-
ment to Miss Karina’s tribulations
in the streets of Paris. Jean-Paul
Belmondo and Jeanne Moreau
romp about Europe and South
America, bilking rich men out of

~millions. Like all the films Rel-

mondo appears in these days, he
must be under painful interroga-
tions at the hands of muscular
buffoons. As always he escapes
with the loot or, in this case, the
girl. :
Jeanne Moreau plays with a
light touch, admirable bamboozel-
ing fat Mr. Frobe. The film is a
kind of farce on the international
intrigue melodrama,- much like
“Backfire”, another Belmondo
picture. It's an excellent appetizer
for “My Life to Live".

“The Sandpiper” is the kind of
movie a sadistic reviewer could
spend hours hacking into bloody
little pieces. It took five writers,
including the well respected Dal-
Trumbo, to construct the
script, and perhaps someone in
the front office destroyed their
creation, but the dialogue and
plot are of the soap-opera variety.

Richard Burton, a married min-
ister, has an affair with Liz, a
free spirit who has a hermitage at
Big Sur. The scenery shots are
marvelous, and as the love scenes
clatter by, one is thankful for
something to look at besides the
lovers, ' . g
- Not that Miss Taylor is no long-
er attraetive, but the almost clau-
strophobic suffocation induced by
a two hour movie where a man
and woman spend scene . after
scene’ telling each other how much

“One faculty would make 1t its
sole job to submit to the whims of
the admiinstration. Sixty thous-
and additional students also would
be admitted to the University.

“Thirty thousand of these
should concentrate on obeying the
administration. Thus President B
would command the lovalty of
Faculty A and Students A.

“A second professional group
(Faculty B) would do only re-
search. They would not attempt
to, teach. To implement this poli-

ministration would be needed, al-
