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Probation Furor Mounts

While sentencing of the sit-ins
has ground to a halt, momentum
for a protest against the proba-
tionary terms already meted out
continues to gain force.

Sentencing of those convicted
for sitting-in in Sproul Hall last
December 2 began Monday but
was halted Tucsday afternoon.

Illness forced Judge Crittenden
to put off sentencing until Aug. 2
—1f Crittenden can make it back
by then.

The “revolt” started Monday

-when some students who had

been put on probation objected
publicly that the terms of the
probation would keep them from
any social protest until the pro-
bation time runs-out.

By Tuesday morning others had
joined the earlier protestors in
saying they would not be bound
by the one or two-year probations.

Those who have refused the
probation will appear at a special
court hearing July 29.

Most of those sentenced have
been given one year probation,
$150 fine and a 10-day suspended
jail sentence.

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The Dzura Story:
‘Misfit Makes Good'

(Rex Altholstan Dzura, or “Stan.the Animal,” has made quite a name
for himself all around. the couniry as one of the Nation’s top footbhall
and rugby players. Until his accident two weeks ago, it was almost
certain that he would be named an all-American.

Stan’s rise to fame is such an interesting one that we thought we
would reprint- this column written by sports editor emeritus Bill
Rowen last fall.—Ed.

In high school, Cal tackle Stan Dzura (pronounced as if the
“D” wasn’t there) spent a lot of time with his surfboard, but
none on the gridiron. -

Six feet, three inches tall and weighing 190 pounds at most,

the blond Hawaiian participated in only one sport—baskethall.

Before last week, his total varsity plaving time consisted of
962 minutes carned last year. Even at the junior college where
he learned to play football he was ineligible to compete since he
was a transfer from another JC in Hawaii.

And, Stan was incredulous when I told him that the Bay Area

-~ sports writers had named him Northern Califorria lineman of

the week for his performance against Missouri.

His reaction was typical: “Are you kidding? Aiter all he mis-
takes 1 made.”

On the field, Stan may be six feet. five inches and 245 pounds
of solid trouble. But to people who know him. he seems like a
friendly, intelligent guy who somchow wandered into bigtime
Toothall h:.' mistake.

"I think I'll call my story, *Misfit Makes Good'.” he cracked.

After Dzura graduated from the famous Punahou School in
Hawaii and attended JC there. he transferred to Hartnell Junior
college on the mainland.

“The foothall coach saw me lifting weights one day and asked
me to go out for the team. I told him 1 was ineligible, but he
figured he could use me next vear,” Stan reealls.

Stan went along with this, even though he had no intention

of coming back to Hartnell Junior College.
In the meantime, he was trving to get himself into major
college on the basis of his (as vet) nonexistent foothall ability,
“When I saw John Ralston (Stanford coach). I levelled with
hima 1 told him 1 was getting bigger and stronger all the time,
but that I had.never played—and would he please give me a
football scholarship,™ Stan says. e
Although his negotiations .with Stanford fell through, former
assistant Cal coach Mike White recommended him for Cal.
Since then he has added almost 30 pounds through weight
training. And he credits any <kill he mizht have to the coaching

But even at Cal, Dzura fir<t achieved recognition through his
line play at rugby. not foothall. Along with Loren Hawlev, he

“Quite frankly, it got us used to winning.” Stan savs. “The
team was close as a unit, and we Jelt a Kind of .-]riril. we had
never flet while plaving foothall.

And thinking of the stars of the rughy team is the same as
thinking of the standouts against Missouri—Tom Blanchfield,
Tom Relles, Jerry Walter, and John Canthon. to name a few.

" Last December more than seven hundred persons sat in
Sproul Hall overnight{ they were subsequently arrested
and charged with disobeying the law. This month they

were found guiltyjof disobedience, and this week the meting
out of punishmefit began.

The sentences Judge Rupert .Crittenden has handed
down to date are stiff and, in some cases, even cruel. A
ninety. day jail sentence certainly does not serve the cause
of justice, but only the cause of quieting an upset public.
Although only two defendants have been sentenced to un-
suspended jail terms so far, we can be sure the other FSM
leaders will suffer the same fate.

[n singling out the “leaders” for such heavy punishment,
Judge Rupert Crittendon suffers under a common mis-
conception. The December 2 sit-in was not a mob opera-
tion in the same sense as a gang war; it was not destructive

activity led by glory hungry youths. The Sproul Hall sit- .

in was the work.of hundreds of persons exercising great
sclt-control, possible-to them because they were convinced
they were right.

The sit-in would.have occurred even-without those who
led it—other leaders would have appeared. If it had had

By ordering them not to par-
tcipate in “illegal demonstrations” during their proba-
tion period, Judge Crittenden has attempted to muffle the
vorce of social protest coming from University students.
\\'I1.1tli~; illegal will be up to the judge; it won'’t depend on
a trial,

Whether the defendants who accept the probation terms
live up to them, or risk stiffer jail sentences 1s not yet known.
As individuals, the majority of the defendants may refuse
probation and be sentenced to dong jail terms. However,

for the time being, the judge has won a round—the ‘stu-
dents are cither quieted or in jail.

After the probation period and jail terms’ end, illegal
protest will be a different matter, T he-stiffness of the sen-

tences will only spur the defendants-on to more of the

samepolitical activity, should they deem it necessary. Cer-.

tainly, in a society which
stifle ;political
the question,

needs to use trespass: laws to
protest, illegal activity is not entirely out of

The powers-that-be have tried to quiet protest with
their sentencing. They have administered the punishment
by sticking to the letter of the law—"After all, they did
trespass and that is illegal—law and order must be upheld”
the argument goes. We can only hope they will soon learn
that the defendants and those represented by the defend-
ants did not trespass because they like to trespass. T hey had
something to say and in trying to say i1t ran into a blank
wall of indifference, decorated with red tape.

Only when society starts dealing with these critics as.

individuals with ideas; instead of as disruptive kids who

But if we have al- become
materialists, does this herald the
down fall of Christianity?

The gross material foscination
Anger presents hardly discredits
the viability of the humanitarian
ethics Christ taught, though it
certainly indieates we don’t apply
them. Christian-hypocrites, how-
ever, are nothing new nor are
Christian materialists.

- If “Christianity - is hardy enough

to survive pograms, opportumist

Crusaders, and witch hunting,
then our materialism should not
be a fatal illness. SCORPIO can-
not be dismissed as a superfluous
demonstration of Chrjstian hypoec-
racy, but it cannot he accepted as
a dirge to Christianity.

.As. to being an example of
“what happens when people trav-
el.in bunches,” the film is impo-
tent. Juxtaposing Christ and 'his
apostles with a Hitlerite cyelist
proves nothing sociologically or
politically -except that followers
respect their leaders. The differ-
ence, however, between Christ
and a motorcyclist is vast, as are

the reasons for their followers re-
spect. Anger has indicated that
twentieth century followers 're-
spect a tinsel materialism, but he
has not shown that the inevitable
outconvre of leadership is our
twentieth century varietv.

NLF's New Conditions

New hope opened up this week for a settlement
of the tragic and costly Vietnamese war. While: the
U.S. continued to build up ground forces. a hint.of
reality was -introduced by Secretary of Defense
McNamara. Meanwhile, a recent visitor told of a
little but significant shift in the policy of the Na-

tional Liberation Front.

On Tuesday McNamara officially acknowledged
what most commentators have 'been saying all
along: the U.S. position in Vietnam has markedly
deteriorated, particularly during ‘the past fifteen

months. -

As he left Saigon, McNamara concluded: “The
size of Viet Cong forces has incréased. The rate of
operations and the size of aftacks have expanded.. -
Disruption of lines of communication by rail, sea

and road become more intense.”

Asimilar appraisal came from Carl Oglesby, the
new president of the Students for a Democratic
Society, who just returned from a trip to Vietnam
taken with two experts from Eastern colleges.
