A group of defendants, calling
themselves “Operation Fight-
Back,” filed a petition yesterday
with the California Supreme
Court to halt sentencing in the
FSM trial until bail is lowered.

The petition, according to de-
fendant Jack Weinberg, asks the
judge to carry over the bail posted
before the trial, or release the
defendants on their own recogni-
zance or require a nominal bail,
namely .$25,

The defendants feel, Weinberg
said, bail pending appeal is being
used as punishment.

Burdick Dies of

: Heart Attack

Eugene Burdick, associate pro-
fessor of political science  at.the
University, author and political
analyst, died July 26 in San Diego.
He was 47. '

Burdick was- probably best
known as the co-author of “The
Ugly American” and “Fail Safe.”
He had been a consultant to the
President of the United States
and to the Peace Corps, and Aca-
demic Consultant to University
President Clark Kerr.

Burdick was a graduate of Stan-
for University and a Rhodes
Scholar. He-came to the Univer-
sity as ' an instructor in political
ecience in 1950.

He is survived by his wife, the
former Carol Wmenﬁ and three

A new chancellor from Michigan will take over October
. In the meantime we have “relief pitcher” Vice Chan-
CL"GI‘ Lincoln Constance—at least until August 13 when
the Regents will select anu.t)ler interim chancellor to hold

out until October. o

The effect will probably be reasonable tranquility until
October.

Of course, not having a permanent chancellor until ©c-
tober could have a reverse effect—it could speed action up
so that when Roger Heyns comes he could be'in a defensive
rather than offensive position. (Recall the situation last
October: 3000 people flooding the plaza—500 of them
blockading a pelice car.)

But Heyns will probably not meet such a situation when
he arrives October 1, a major reason being that there is
very little to fight with or against that’s permanent.

Dean of Students Arleigh Williams is currently drafting
a new set of interim rules for September. He is holding
informal consultation meetings with students, but nothing
1s to be binding.

The Free Student Union is lobbying for a six man com-
mittee to devise rules for the campus.

The committee would have one administrator, two fac-
ulty members and three students: a graduate student from
the GCC (Graduate Coordinating Committee), an FSU
representative and a representative from the political
groups (and possibly an additional ASUC representative).

The commirttee would act as arbitrator after the rules
went into effect.

Constance told them he couldn’t make any commirment
fow fear of restricting Heyns. Williams; according to an

FSW spokesman, said he didn’t have the authority.
~ -Any fight for such a committee would have to be post-
pamed until October. In the meantinse it would be rather
pointless to have any major campaigit against interim reg-
ulations.

Flowever, it is a pity we have to wait another two
manths before we can formally start wmrkmg on perma-
ncat rules for the campus.

ous glee. Both Negro and white
stereotypes are laid bare in an
extremely humorous and often
disturbing way.

Six blackface actors dance on
stage, singing and playing tam-
borines to begin this modern
parody-revival of a theatre form
popular in the nineteenth cen-
tury. The form is old, the content
is not., Within the framework of
last one-liners and singing there
is a shrewd and provocative in-
sight into today’s civil rights
struggle.

The skits and songs in the show
leave no egos unscathed—white
liberal, ethnocentric Negroes, and
Stephen Foster all feel the barb.
There are skits about Negro His-
tory Week (“The President gave
us a whole weel!”), the theory of
evolution (“If we were all de-
cendants of monkeys, where'd we
get organ grinders?”), and an in-
terracial love affair.

In the middle of theé show a
screen is lowered on stage and,
to the singing accompaniment of
the minstrels, a fantastic and bril-
liant movie by Robert Nelson is”
shown. The movie literally shat-
ters one of the mdst degrading of
American Negro stereotypes, the
watermelon.

The songs by Foster, such as
“Old Black Joe,” which give a
nineteenth century romanticist
view of Negro slaves, are sung in
a rather unusual manner.

Other songs have been written
for the production as sort of
variations on a theme by Fos-
ter” by the show’s writers, Saul
LLandeau and R. G. Davis.

Herman George has done a
wonderful job with the costum-
ing. The minstrels appear in tight
blue silk suits and fantastic

fright-wigs which fit the spirit of
the: show perfectly. The cast,
made up of three Negroes and
four. whites, is all in blackface,
except for the master of cere-
monies, the straight man, Robert
Slattery.

The show, also called “Jim
Crow a Go-Go,” owes much of its
success to the Mime Troupe mem-'
bers’ versatility as actors. “The
show’ goes from humorou to seri-
so well that it is difficulf to know
where to draw the line. It is an
unusual experience.
