“We expect to stop the trains in
the future!”

This is theé latest word from the
headquarters of the Vietnam Day
Committee (VDC) after they ral-
lied 300 protestors yesterday to
picket and attempt to stop a Santa
Fe troop train. The train was car-
rying United States Army soldiers
through Berkeley to the Far East
via the Oakland Army Terminal.

The results of yesterday’s activ-
ities 'were three demonstrators in-
jured, two arrested, near-violence
and charges of palice brutality
nevertheless the train went
through without stopping. .

Injured were Cathleen Lynch,
25, of 2441 Haste St.; Ann Hallett,
22; and John Seltz of 2005 Chan-
ning ay. All were taken to Her-
rick Memorial Hospital’s emergen-
cy ward where they were released
after x-rays were taken.

Greg Willtams was arrested and
charged with assault and batlery
and an unidentified man was re-
portedly arrested and charged on
four separate counts according to
a VDC spokesman.

Protestors began arriving at the
Santa Fe railroad station on Uni-
versity Ave. about 8 a.m. yester-
day to protest the war in Vietnam
and Santa,Fe’s part in transport-
ing the troops.

Wednesday the committee had
sent a telegram to the Santa Fe
Railway demanding the train be
stopped. It said in part:

“They (the soldiers) have a

Nineteen will appear this morn-
ing before Judge Floyd Talbott
for decisions on motions concern-
ing bail while they appeal their
recent convictions for sitting in at
Sproul Hall ‘last December.

The motions are that the de-
fendants should

@ remain on appearance bond,

e be releasea on their own
recognizance,

@ or be assigned a nominal bail.

The motions follow a denial of
the same requests by the State Su-
preme Court last week.

The motions were brought bhe-
fore Judge Talbot Tuesday to pro-

" test what the defendants feel is

“excessive bail.”

The bail in most cases is $550
The- total bail required is about
$400,000.

If put up by a bail bond com-
pany that charges a ten per cent
premium, it would sap the Free
Speech Movement defense fund of
$40,000.

Judge Talbot said he would rule
on the motions today. In the mean-
time, the appearance bond would
continue in force and the defend-
ants would remain at liberty.

Defense attorney Peter Franck
said if the motions fail they will
file for a writ of habeas corpus to
force the superior court to release
the defendants because of exces-
sive bail.

In the afternoon about 51 de-
fendants will appear for stays of
execution of sentences. Defense
attorney Henry Elson stressed tha
“logistics’ problem.

The trial “is very complicated
because of the numbers of
involved. There are 169 defend-
anfs who have not been sentenced
yet. That's just the residue.”

Judge Rupert Crittenden, who

tried the cases, is on vacation for
at least the balance of the month
according to the Berkeley Munici-
pal court clerk.
“Séntencing will begin again on
September 13. The clerk said cases
postponed until September wm
mostly hardship cases.

UC Students Teach Kids

“Somethlﬂg very exciting is gu—

ing on.’

“You can’t just plop yourself
down like another teacher.”

These were the reactions of
two students involved in the UC
Tutorial Project which is provid-
ing tutors for underprivileged
children in Oakland.

According to Steve Brier,
Chairman of the Project, eighty
students in anthropology, the so-
cial sciences, English, and history
as well as education are currently
spending a minimum of two or
three hours a week working on a
one to one basis mainly with Ne-
gro children at two centers in
East Oakland,

Brier said in an interview this
week that the. tutors get some
briefing from the staff members
of the project and may attend a
workshop session, but it is really

.“up to them to decide how to ap-

proach the tutee.

The child may just sit and

stare out the window while you
try to discuss the new arithmetic,
so you go for a walk or you sit
too, or you go out and play ball
or you talk abut baseball.

“You may not come through*
-educationally but you can make

a world of difference motivation-
ally,” Brier said.
Financed by a Ford Founda-

tion grant, -the UC Tutorial-Proj-

ect is spamred by the Oakland
Project of the Bay Area Exten-
sion Program of University Ex-
tension, headed by John Denton.

" UC Tutorial is also supported by

the Work Study Program and

ASUC funds.

Brier said that the project In
concerned not only with helping
the children but with finding out
if University students can go ouf
and apply what they are learning.
Brier says that so far most of the
tutors are optimistic. Some of
them have been involved far
about six months.

Brier talked about some of the
problems that the tutors have,
Most of the tutors are white and
most of the children ‘are Negro
and so ther are cross difficulties.

- Brier stressed that those involved

in the project are not trying

impose their values on the‘
dren. “We have to recngmze and
accept their values.”

It was the San Francisco open-
ing night at the Marine's Theatre
for an evening of Le Roi Jones,
that “terribly intense” New York
playwright, who is gaining a rep-
utation for slugging his audience
in the gut. Two plays were per-
formed: “the toilet” and “Dutch-
man,” last seasgn's Obie Award
winner as thé yedr's outstanding
New American Play.

The compact audience came
prepared for open warfare and
unmasked stage assault. Certain
prune - mouthed San Francisco
newspapers had been refusing to

carry the ads for the play which

had caused moral furor in Los

Angeles,
“the toilet,” better known as
“the t - - - - the play that had

caused all that helpful publicity,
made a ferocious noise, but didn’t
quite come ‘across with the sus-
tained shock-value that had sup-
posedly made it notorious. Jones™
made his dialogue a jazz of ob-
scenities that was jolting at first,
but lost its impact.
