The appointment of Earl Cheit
to the newly created position of

Engleman works for Cheit in
the Institute of Industrial Rela-
tions and is also Chairman of
the Grievance Committee for the
American Federation of Teach-
ers, Local 1570, which bas 500
members on fhis campus.

Engleman, whe has worked
closely with Cheit, says in situa-
tions where there is room to n¢
gotiate, he can’t think of a better
guy for the job. But, Engleman
added, there are certain situa-
tions which don’'t call for com-
promise.” Hopefully, Cheit and
Heyns- will recognize these situ-
ations.”

Cheit said in an interview this
week both he and Heyns were
concerned about increasing the
accessibility and visibility of the
Chancellor. Engleman said “With
Cheit in there, the administration
will ‘know what’s going on.”

Cheit is presently acting chan-
geellor until Heyns comes to the
University permanently in Sep-
tember.

Cheit has jurisdiction over all
but academic affairs. Robert Con-
nick has been appointed vice-
chancellor of academic affairs.

A Welcome Voice
To the Ice Box:
Your<editorial, “Stop the War,”

in the August 13 Daily Cal adds -

another welcome voice to the
needed criticism of U.S. policy in
Vietnam. However, it adds anoth-

- er voice as well—hardly needed

—to a simplistic “all the trouble
is the United States” theory of
the Vietnamese situation.

This latter theory is a disserv-
ice to serious thought and effec-
tive action for a democratic for-
eign policy because:it prevents a
serious and complete assessment
of all the major problems in-

volved in Vietnam. Further, it is -

highly unlikély that one can win
a hearing among the wider audi-
ence of the American people with
such a onesided view. Finally,

-sue¢h a view overlooks the fact

that a commitment to demoeratic
values (not sentimental attach-
ment to the status quo) must dic-
tate a concern for finding ways of
checking the spread of totalitari-
an societies. -

You very aptly point out that
the idiocy of “anyone who criti-
cizes our government’s Vietna-
mese policy . . . is working for
the Reds” stifles thoughtful dis-
cussion and action. It should also
be pointed out that the equal and
opposite idiocy (of which vyour
editorial is not an example) that
anyone who is concerned with
stopping the spread of totalita-
rianism is a . ‘“red-baiter” — also
stifles meaningful dialogue.

Finally, I feel that our analogy
of the US with Nazi Germany is
ill-taken. It is a theory of despair
—leading nowhere but to impo-
tent moral indignation. It is,
frankly, a rather silly hyperbole.
(Can you imagine students trving
to stop troop trains in Hitler Ger-
many?) But if World War II an-
alogies are to be sought, perhaps
we ought to consider the example
of the pre-war peace movement
in the United States. Many peo-
ple sincerely concerned for peace,
made common cause with isola-
tionists and pro-Axis elements in
the name of “unifrying” everyone
who opposed US foreign policy. It
1s my concern that the ce
movement of today not reépeat
this experience which led to dis-
crediting and virtually destroying
the US peace movement for a
decade.

Has representative democracy broken down in this country? Last
November witnessed the most politically polarized presidential elec-
tion tn -American-hisory. There was presented to the electoratethe
widest divergence of political philosophy ever offérd by the major
parties — Goldwater’s individualistic-libertarianism versus Johnson's
statistsocialism. There was free and open political debate (in dis-
tinct comntrast o any election in any Communist-dominatéd country
at any time). Small party candidates such as Clifton Du Berry were
pe-mitted by law to run for office and voice their-views before the
American people. The citizens overwhelmingly (629%) chose Johnson,

and voted him a Democrat Congress to-help him purchase the Great
Society. -

Now I personally disagree with the choice of the American elec-
torate. We have our king—the richest, vainest president in our his-
tory, a man whose personal.integrity and honesty are open to the
most serious question (Bobby Baker, FCC, Civil Rights, etc.) and
whose political convictions are only as deep as expediency can make
them. But he is the free choice of the American people. If the Viet-
nam Day Commitiee is “unrepresented” it is only if it didn't vote.
There .are new elections next- year, '

Representation, however, does not seem to be what these people
are really after. They speak in vague-terms about becoming them-
selves the Congress. If I didn’t know of their Marxist persuasion, 1
might suspect that they were advocating mass democracy, a national
plebiscite on every issue. As it is, they are hankering for a dictator-
ship of the proletariat.

In any event, the means by which they will attempt to establish
the new govérnment will be mob action and civil disobedience (the
later is already planned for this October). Their little “project” ‘is
just another attempt by a group of ideologues to overthrow the insti-
tutions of liberty and inflict their particular point of view upon the

rest of mankind, “for its own good.”

These people, like the Communists they defend, believe ultimately
in the directive rather than the dialogue. I am sure that under their
rule America would become as Albert Camus described Europe in
The Fall: *“. . . You must have noticed that our old Europe at last
is the truth’ we say. ‘You can discuss it as much as you want; we
philosophizes in the right way.

“This is the way I think. What are your objections?” We have become

What Happened in Watts?

I have lived all my life in
Los Angeles and have been ac-
tive in the civil rights move-
ment in L.A. Up to the time qf
the demonstration last week |
have seen virtually no form of
civil rights activity by the work-
ing people in the ghetto.

I was in L.A. during the dem-
onstration that took place last

- week. I live on the border of the

curfew zone in Southwest Los An-
geles. The street on which I live,
Slauson Ave., was the mainstreet
for the troop movement during
the demonstration.

I use the word “demonstration™
instead of “riot” for a purpose.
The people who took part in the
action in Los Angeles used the
words demonstration or revolt to
describe what was going on.

No one who lived in the com-
munity that was demonstrating
considéered_. what was happening
to be in the nature of a riotl.

The black community was try-

—ing to tell the white manthat he
" was tired of being put down.

» The civil rights movement in
Los Angeles has never directed
its effort towards the people in
the community. It has not launch-
ed a massive campaign in Watts
or any other section of the Negro

- community to end police brutality

and his _, cops as well as the

in Los Angeles.

It has not taken any form of
action to get jobs for the 30 per-
cent of the black community that
is unemployed. It has not done
anything to help get the 60 per-
cent of the community off welfare.
In no way does it speak for or
understand the needs of the black
community in Los Angeles,

_ In the past the Negro Ministers:
and businessmen. in Los Angeles
have been speaking for the black
community, mainly because 1t was
convenient for the white power
structure to use them as spokes-
man. They are easy to find.

They talked the talk that the
white power structure liked to
hear. They would tell Police Chief
Parker and Maver Yorty that
there were problems in Los An-
geles in the black community but
under the leadership of the
churck and the Negro business
community these problems could
be solved.

‘The events of the last week
have shown just how completely
out-of touch this uptown tvpe of
Negro leaderchip was.

The people who have lived in
the community all of their lives
and who know tney will have to
live there the rest of their lives
decided to make it known what
they thought about Chief Parker

merchants that have been explait-
ing them for the past fifty years
in the L.A. ghetto.

It was a hot night in Los An-
geles and unusual in that it was
also sultry. A L.A. cop pushed

men who were being arrested for
drunk charges in Watts. The cop
called the woman names and hit
her. :

A crowd formed and started
scuffling with the cops. This is the
way it all started. For the next
six days the black community in
lLos Angeles was in total revolt

~against the power structure.

At the heignt of the demonstra-
tion Chief Parker went on televi-
sion to call the demonstrators
“monkeys.” which certainly con-
vinced  those in the com-
munity who might not have been
suré before, just who the enemy
was.

The demonstration was devast-
ing. Whole streets were leveled.
The area looks as if if had been
razed by enemy bombers, and [
am sure_that is just what the resi-
dents consider the LA cops and
the. national guard.

At first the looting and burning
was done in a somewhat organ-
ized manner. Places like Martin’'s
and Whitefront were cleaned out
after all -the goods was taken the

No Negro minister or- so-called
Negro leader in Los Angeles has
been able to get to the people in
any way to picket. These kids
were not only picketing but they
had made their own signs. They
were picketing in front of heavily
armed National Guard troops who
knew they might kill them at any
moment?

Well it happened in L.A. Why
shouldn't it have happened in
L.A.? Just because you have grass
in front of your house, it doesn’t
mean that you are making it.

It will happen again in L.A,,
maybe this weekend.

The cops Wednesday night for
absolutely no reason attacked the
Muslims again. It is as if Chief
Parker wants the community to
keep fighting so he can have an
€Xcuse 1o corimit genocide against
the black people of L.A.
