harder to come by in the future
because of a statewide crackdown
in policy, according to a spokes-
man of the San Francisco Selec-
tive Service Bureau.

In an interview with the Daily
Californian this week the spokes-
man said recent tightening of the
rules is directed toward “profes-
sional students who take five or
81X years to complete a course of
study normally designed for four
years."

The spokesman added that stu-
dents should “earn their defer-
ments” so that the Selective Ser-
vice will not award the 3-S classi-
fication indiscriminately.

The policy will be interpreted
by each local draft board at their
own discretion.

In particular the student's draft
board may for ¢ertain question-
able cases request the school to
send a record of the student’s

transcript as well as verification

that he is enrnlleq with full-time
status (1.e., a 12-unit load). Ordi-

narily the school sends only a

statement of verification that the

Los Angeles Suspended Cop
Says ‘We'd Better Cooperate’

Socialist Michael Hannon.
“suspended” Los Angeles police-
‘man, warned the white power
structure they had “better start
cooperating with CORE, SNCC
and Martin Luther King: we're

the only people who can save
them.”

Hannon, who savs he was fired

. from his police beat in Watts for

participating in CORE demonstra-

“tions among other things, told

about 400 students at the Sproul
Hall steps, “The only alternative
to nonviolence is violence.”

- He blamed last week’s turmoil
on anger, pressure and frustration
of the most depressed people in
the Los Angeles area who “hap-
‘pen to be black.”

“These are not race riots.” Han-
non said. “It is an uprising of the
underclass. . . . The people have
been neglected too long.”

It was not a race riot: because
they did not indiscriminately at-
tack all whites, Hannon said.
“"They attacked the visible signs
of the white power structure: the
police and merchants.” :

Hannon described HKis police
beat on Newton Street in Watts.

“We called it occupied New-
ton,” he said, “becauwse we were
like an ‘occupation army in a for-
eign country.” '

., "The crime element included
all the people,” Hannon contin-
ued, “so we repressed everybody.”
~ “There were no attempts to-un-

F

a derstand the problems of the peo-

ple,” he said.

The Newton Street area is
where refugees from Alabama and
Mississippi come, and the vast
majority never get out of the
ghetto, Hannon szid.

In order to function as a police
officer in this community one
must rationalize, he said.

Hannon gave two examples:

¢ “Land of opportunity—if I
am _ employed, they can be ‘em-
ployed. I have a job; why can't
they get jobs. Of course, don’t ask
vourself if you could get this job
iIf you were, black, lower class It
breaks up the nice rationaliza-
tion.”’

—®“Nice racial myths — Black
people are like that.” '

Hannon said the police depart-
ment provided right wing idea-
logues at the” coffee room of the
Newton Annex. “Operation Aboli-
tion,”” a House Committee on Un-
American Activities film about
the demonstrations against them
in San Francisco in 1960, was one

of the films he had to sit through

during training.

Hannon eriticized Los Angeles

police chief William Parker for

pulling out “red skeletons” and .

giving as his “total answer to any

. problems force and more force.”

Hannon's firing from the Les

Angeles police force is currently

being appealed by the American

To the Ice Box:

~ The University library seems o
be_carrying measures of economy
to extremes. But isn't it really
false economy to spend thousands
‘of dollars in building up a li-
brary’s collection, then limit the
acgessibility of this collection?
4be library collection of the
University of California is equal
1o _or surpasses-that of similar in-
stitutions. Many individuals travel
hundreds of miles to use the Uni-
versity library, but there are
times when these individuals ate

denied access to the materials
they need.

4f a patron needs_to one of
the library’s numerous 3ranches.
It .13 possible that the”branch li-
bzary will either be closed. or if
1t is open, a reference librarian
may not be available to interpret
the collection, On Saturdays, these
cgnditions can usually be expect-
ed in the smaller branch libraries.
But therc are patrons who .are
free to visit the library only on
Safurdays. The patron who ar-
riygs in the evening may have dif-
ficlty in finding the building in
the darkness unless he-is familiar
with the peculiarities of the
Berkeley.campus.

(Lhe paucity of other library re-
sqgrees in this area makes it espe-
cially important for the Univer-
sily. to serve patrons who travel
long distances to use this library.
By, not providing adequate serv-
ice, the University library could
be hindering important research
in  the discovery of new knowl-
e¢dge. The limited service- could
al30 prevent the dissemination of
this knowledge.

A writer who needs to verify
certain data before publication
cowld be prevented from doing so
by the library’s inadequate refer-
enge service. Perhaps he will esti-
mate the data and be inaccurate.
His article will be published in a
mass - circulation magazine, and
another error will be perpetuated.

it appears that the administra-
tion is refusing to face the fact
that the library has run out of
cpace, and that a new building is
needed to house the librarv's vast
collection of materials. One has
only to visit the new research li-
nrary at UCLA to see the great
d.screpancy between the two li-
brary systems. The old library at
UCLA isn't nearlv as old and as
pgorly arranged as the main li-
brary at the Berkeley campus.

A ‘superior quality of reference
cervice would probably be avail-
ahle if the University's library's
tojal collection could be brought
together under ope roof. As it is
nqw, the service is inadequate be-

cause of the lack of sufficient pro-

fessional staff and the very limit-
€c hours in many branch libraries.

The Biology Library, for exam-
p.e, is one of the chief offenders.
by closing at five o'clock every
cay. Yet this library houses the
Index Medicus and Biological Ab-
sracts, which are expensive sery-
ices. Many Biology students have
logg labs in addition to their
classes. To provide adequate li.
brary service for these students.
€.enings hours are esential.

*One hears the argument that the
University cannot afford to main-
i@ normal library hours during
the summer because the enroll-
ment is too small. Yet students at-
t€nding sumnyer sessions pay
more than twice a2 much as regu-
lar- students for their so-called
incidental fee. On a daily basis.
the fee amounts to $1.23 for regu-
lzr session, and $3.28 for summer
£ession. '

in_addition to paying higher
{ees, students attending summer
Eflisinns are expected to accom-
plish as much a those who attend
regular sessions.

Viet War
To the Ice Box:

Although T am working to end
the war in Vietnam as soon as
possible, 1 cannot conscientiously
cooperate with the Vietnam Day
Committee for the following rea-
sons. In their publicity they in-
sinuate that legal democracy is
not operating in any part of our
nation; they disparage represent-
ative democracy; they call on stu-
dents to participate in acts which
damage the atmosphere of discus-
sion. necessary to the proper func-
tioning of representative democ:
racy—all this in the name of de-
Mocracy. ' '

I understand the disgust sensi-
tive people feel when faced with
actions of the U.S. government in
Vietnam and the Dominican Re-
public taken in the name of de-
mocracy, when faced with the
riots in Los Angeles, when faced
with the placid acceptance of ugli-
ness and brutality by the Ameri-
can public, when faced with the
incredible power of the war ma-
chine,

But I would hate to see that
disgust generalized to cover one
of the really precious achieve.-
ments of our nation—our consti-
tutional representative system.
Many of the problems that plague
us are the result of a failure to
apply the principles of represent-

ative democracy to all areas of .

our society—not by anything in-
herently “inadequate” in our basic
institutions (unless by “basic in-
stitutions” one means housing dis-
crimination, police - brutality” in
the ghetto, and excessive power
of the big corporations and the
rmitlitary)., _

-.-Many men gave their lives for
the achievement of legal democ-
racy. They understood that the
only alternative to this svstem is

some sort of authoritarian gov-

ernment where .the individual's
very life is dependent upon the
fickle favor or one or more men.
To them democracy was not “fifth
grade civie stuff.”

We should be working to keep

dem y functioning where it
Inﬁﬁ%:;cts and to extend it to all

areas of our society. This is what
the Southern civil rights move-
ment is trying- to do—and suc-
ceeding. '

The recent indulgence of the
Vietnam Day Committee in har-

rassment of individuals runs coun-

ter to the spirit of the Southern
civil rights movement. Any “civil
disobedience” fhat they do that
communicates a spirit of coercion
(rather than of long-suffering ef-

forts to be heard and seriously .

considered) is doing a diss(\'ice
to the democracy for which Mar-
tin Luther King and his followers
have fought—and it is hurting
the chances that the good reasons
against the Vietnam war will be

heard.

There is a place for those who
wish to work honestly and effec-
tively to stop the war in Vietnam.
The Campus Peace Center's Com-
mittee for the UC Days of Deci-
sion on Vietnam was ereated for
that purpose. People who are in-
terested in helping forward this
group’s efforts to bridge the gap
between a fevered campus and a
silent. but worried community by
awakening the communily to the
dangers and wrongs of the pres-
ent war, should come to our

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- "The Collector’ -Misses

By JOHN O'BRIEN
Review: The Collector, currently at the Parkway in Oakland.
What is-it about this film? There are no rough edges, the acting is
competent, the direction is solid and vet it doesn’t click.

The plot is a perverse love story that never rises above a case
history. There are just too many eccentricities to make it anything
more. Terrance Stamp plays an English clerk, shy and reticent, who
longs for a girl far above him socially and intellectually.

As an impoverished clerk he can’t hope to turn her head. Then, he
wins an enormous sum in the footbhall pools, buys an ancient country
house, and kidnaps the girl. She expects rape or murder, but the
prim clerk wants her love, her soul.

The girl tries all her feminine wiles to escape. In desperation, she
tries to seduce her captor, but he sees through hr. “I can buy that in
London,” he sneers. Finally he realizes what he asks of her is im-
possible. Mere physical proximity cannot change her antipathy.

Her end is accidental but brutal, and the clerk’s glib rationalizations

place his sanity in serious doubt. The hint of uncertain sanity clouds

the premise of the -film: that possession cannot constitute love, that
forced affection will never win another.

Instead of leaving the theater in the warm glow of these universals,
one departs chuckling or gaspim? over the odd schemes of a paranoid.

The clerk destroys an innocent girl, and in the process proves only
the resilience of class barriers. All the meticulous characterization
of earlier scenes seems tossed aside by the end.

The clerk’s mental imbalance simplifies rather than illuminates his
character and instead of squirming over the cruelties of love, we can
step out a side exit explaining the whole affair as just a madman'’s
holiday. I don’t believe the writers wanted their audience to escape
so easily, but they proyided the lopphole nonetheless.

Terrance Stamp plays the proper clerk with convincing reserve,
showing just the proper mixture of social naievite and eriminal cun-
ning. Samantha Egger emits magnificient screams, groans, and wails,
but it is difficult to assess her acting competence from these dramatic

extremes.

William Wyler directed the film ably and never lets his exclusive
concentration on two actors become oppressive. : _

Three, Article Dealing with
University Regents Gift-Lease

The Daily Californian’s com-
ment on the above policy has re-
cently been brought to my atten-
tion and I should like to take this
opportunity to offer a slight elari-
fication on.the reporting of the
gift-lease proposal. This is a Re-
gental policy which merely pro-
vides the opportunity for fraterni
ties and sororities as well as other
registered student living «groftips
to take advantage of a gift-lease
proposal that is intended to result
in improved housing for these
organizations.

There is no intent whatsoever
on the part of the University to
“take title to fraternities and so-
rorities on ail campuses of the
University.” This policy is solely
one providing for the acceptance

of gifts*and for the lease of facili-

ties to registered student living
groups that are desirous of engag.

Ing in such an arrangement In- |

volvement in the contractual
agreement is strictly optional on
the part of the student organiza-
tion and the policy is in no sense
to be interpreted as a require-
ment on the part of the Uni-
versity.

As you have suggésted, the

agreement will provide tax ex-
emption for alumni donors in the

Students
Want to
Visit Cuba

Madison, Wisconsin—An organ-
ization of collegiate journalists
aiming to travel to Cuba was
formed here last week as the
United States Student Press As-
sociation (USSPA) met for its

- fourth Congress at the University

of Wisconsin.

The group received unanimous
support from the delegations rep-
resenting over 45 college news-
papers In its attempt to attain
permission from the State Depart-
ment for the trip. The national

-office of the USSPA will aid- in

this attempt.

Representatives from 28 of the
papers, including the Daily Cali-
fornian, indicated a desire to
make the trip and report on Cu-
ban conditions to their readers.

The commercial press is ex-
cluded from the State Depart-
ment’s ban on travel to Cuba, but
a request for a similar exemption
by 16 college newspapers in the

Northwest was turned down by

Secretary of State Dean Rusk last
spring.

The group plans extensive prep-
aration for the trip, if permission
is granted, and plans to consult
professional journalists. experi-
enced in Latin American affairs.

The Congress also elected Bill
Shamblin, editor of the Univer-
sity of Alabama’s newspaper, the
Crimson-White, as president of
the USSPA for the coming year.
He defeated Marilyn Schwartz of
Smith College for the post.

The Crim-on-White attacked

Jazz trumpeter Louis Armstrong
to perform on campus last spring
and voiced a liberal editorial pol-
icy during the integration crisis
at the University of Mississippi
three years ago.

Center both stepped up their pro-
test activities this week: seven
supporters of the-VDC were ar-
rested, and the Center held two
panel discussions.

A third panel- is scheduled for
noon today-in 160 Dwinelle.

VDC marshalled almeost 100
demonsirators Tuesday at the
Fairmont Hotel in San Francisco
to picket General Maxwell Taylor,
former U.S. ambassador to South
Vietnam.

~General Taylor refused to talk

with the pickets and retired to
the hotel manager’s office after
the demonstrators blocked the
elevator. Later, San Francisco po-
. lice arrestéd-five people who re-
fused to disperse, e

Arresied were Barbara Gula-
horn, Hank Mitchell, Larry Laugh-
lin, Jerry Rubin, and Steve Weiss-
man. They "were charged with
trespassing and resisting arrest.

A stztement by VDC charged
Taylor with being one of the chief
architects of the “immoral, brutal
war in Vietnam.”

~Demonstrators also picketed
General Taylor's speech to the

Commonwealth Club Wednesday.
No more arrests were made, but
General Taylor left San Francisco
24 hours ahead schedule,

the war in Vietnam.

“If they would prosecute me
for advocating our .

is a legal farce, Andrea said.

“I would have picked up’the
pamphlets ‘as soon as the train
went by but the police arrésted
me before I had a chance,” he
gaid.

This was the fourth attempt by
demonstrators to halt troop trains
destined for the Oakland Army
Terminal. .

Andrea said he is going to keep
on demonstrating until “the White
House moves out of Vietnam.”

Married members of AFT Local
1570 (teaching and research- as-
sistants) will save from $5-$9
monthly as a result of a new
health plan negotiated with the
University, -the locel’'s president
announced this week.

Brian O'Brien said the plan
covers dependents only and elim-
inates duplicate coverage which
was a costly feature of the old
plan.

The new plan also eliminates
compulsory purchase of life insur
ance by those wishing member
ship in the University employee
health benefit program.

The new plan provides benefits
including hospital care, doctor’s
office and hospital visits and ma-
ternity care. *

The changes are in line with
improvements suggested last
spring by a union health insur-
ance committee.

The eligibility of part-time L}-
brary employees for the program
is still being negotiated. The un-
ion also plans to press for further
improvements in the health plan,
O’'Brien said.
