there a complete book of the
laws affecting students. He point-
ed out that the regulations isued
Wednesday referred to other un-
specified rules.

"And in two or three of the
houses, there is talk of closing.

Fraternity rush was not-much
better. Fraternity men, never
noted for their abundance of
inter-house cordiality, turned to
“dirty rush” tactics to meet their
quotas. Of approximately 450 men
who signed up for rush, 300 at-
tended the orientations meeting.

Hurt by absences caused by
graduation and migration to
apartments, fraternity men threw
open parties, open houses, open
lunches and dinners.

INGLEWOOD T(AP)—Eighteen
California State colleges have had
to turn away more than 9,500
students this fall because of space
limitations and faculty shortages.

State college officials said
Thursday more than 8,260 appli-
cants were denied admission be-
cause of limited facilities and
another 1,250 were excluded be-
cause of insufficient faculty,

Officials said San Francisco
State College, hardest hit by in-
sufficiencies, turned away more
than 5,900 students.

San Jose State College denied
admission to an estimated 900
freshman applicants and 600 low-
er division transfer students be-
cause of lack of space.

The state legislature granted a
10 per cent faculty salary in.
crease this fall, at the request of
the Board of Trustees .of the
colleges, to help stop faculty loss
and to aid in recruiting.

School officials . said more
teaching applicants than usual
have been received and more
part-time teachers have been
hired this fall than in previous
years.

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: On The Rules

The Provisional Rules of Student Conduct, issued yester-
day, were greeted on one side by suspicion, on the other by
pleasure. Certainly there should be pleasure in one respect
— these are more liberal than our last rules. However,
many provisions of the rules will only mean something
when we see how they are put into practice, and a few of
the provisions are completely unfair.

The most controversial, and a very objectionable portion
involves the Chancellor’s right to have the final say in stu-
dent discipline cases.

When subjected to Regential pressure or public opinion,

the Chancellor may not act in the best interests of the
Students. .

Instead a faculty discipline committee should be dele-
gated authority for all final decisions in student discipline

cases. Some students should also be on the committee.

Although President Clark Kerr’s new rulf';s- give the
chancellor final authority in discipline cases, we hope such

authority can be delegated_in practice. Eventually Kerr’s
rule on this should be changed.

From past experience we know the faculty is nicer to
students. Being closer to the students it can understand
them better — and students do take some understanding,

Also, the faculty -and the students are less subject to
pressure from public opinion and the Board of Regents;
it 1s not they who have to worry about raising enough
money from the alumni and keeping the legislators happy.

Students’ rights and welfare should not be-governed by -

public image, and probably even while the administrators
are under pressure, they know this.

On another point the rules prove unfair: The Chancel-
lor, we are told “will not. consider new evidence unless its
content and sources have first been told the student.”
This is a “procedural safeguard.” A real safeguard would
send the case back to the committee, were new eviden
to appear. |

Another point in the rules seem unfair. The Chancellor
1s given the right to impose “warning or interim suspen-
sion” while a case is being considered “when circumstances
warrant such action.” There is no need for such suspension
and nothing is accomplished by it. In most cases it will
punish the student by forcing him to miss classes and thus
be hurt academically whether or not he is guilty. For any
crime so heinous that a student must be kept-off campus
he will probably also be thrown in pail.

* On the other hand, the new. rules show good evidence of
attempts at fairness, No advisor is required for campus
groups; if police are required at meetings the University
will pay for them; there is no 48-hour rule.

T'he Chancellor has emphasized that these are not the
final rules and we urge all students to pressure the admin-
aistration through letters and personal visits in order to
change ti¢ rules to moré complete fairness. We also thank
the new administration for doing so well so far in making
fair rules — and ask them to keep listening to us and the
objections we still have.

Among the
vast majority of the population,
however, all efforts to re-orient
our policy toward Vietnam will be
compromised., The minds of most
men will be hardened rather than
opened, for théy have no wish to
be associated with lawbreaking.
The larger part of the minority
opposed to the war, moregver,
~ will reluctantly, but surely, con-

clude that you have only helped
the extremists on the opposite
side, those who would extend the
war further. And beyond helping
such war hawks you will have
strengthened the radical right,
who, until you came .into exist-
ence, had been largely forced to
invent you.

DELETERIOUS EFFECT

But what concerns us most di-
rectly, and what constitutes the
point on which we can all most
readily unite, is the deleterious
effect of your propaganda and
your example on the student body
and on the intellectual atmos-
phere appropriate in a university.
We would be the last to discour-
age our students from taking a
stand for their convictions,
whether we share these or not.
Nor do we want them eternally
to hesitate between argument and
counter-argument, unable to come
to a conclusion. Yet young men
and women who attend a univer-
sity must, even more than other
citizens, accept the burden of

To encourage them to
simplify these issues to the point
of distortion, and to exhort them
to act on the basis of such a sim-
plistic presentation, means only
miseducation; it constitutes a de-
basement of the true purposes of
the University, and a° misunder-
standing of the vocation of schol-
ar and teacher.

If the University, as a Univer-
sity, has any special contribution
to make to the political life of
the larger society, it is by acting
to raise public debate to the
highest possible intellectual level
and thereby, it is hoped, to pro-
mote policies in the better inter-
ests of all citizens. The University
can best serve the cause of peace
and morality by serving first the
cause of rationality. In this per-
spective, the good your Commit-
tee can do for peace in Vietnam
is, at best, doubtful; but the harm
it can do the values of the Uni-
versity is quite certain.

binding. The Chancellor, he said,
should not have the last say.

Irwin insisted the Chancellor
had the right to delegate this
power. He just didn’t want to,
Irwin said.

Schultz pointed out the Univer-
sity Tules say a student cannot be
forced to give self-incriminating
evidence but don’t say who is to
decide what is self-incriminatory
nor does it provide for a student
refusing to answer.

Schultz said the rules do not
provide the right to cross
examine prosecution witnesses.
“Rights such as these should not
depend on the goodwill of an in.
dividual chancellor. They should
be guaranteed,” Schultz said.

Store revenue does not go
directly back into the store.
Blier explained that the antici-
pated total income of $732,000 is
profits before overhead.
