They draft-
ed 1 strong criticism of last se-
mester's organization of locals,
charging the FSU was a “dictator-
ship of delegates.”

Heyns Urges Internal
Discussion, Criticisms

In his first address to a group
of University alumni, Chancellor
Roger W. Heyns Saturday morn-
ing said alumni should try to keep
eriticism and policy suggestions
within the University system.

At the same convention, ASUC
“resident Jerry Goldstein said in
a speech Friday there is “an
acute minority of about 500 stu-
dents who will continue "to cen-
front the administration.”

Heyns said the mtoraﬁnn of
harmony on the campus is “an
internal task.” “Problems have to
be reintroduced back nnto the
campus,” he added.

He said” the most important
matter at this time 1s ‘“restora-
tion of a sense of feeling and
community” on the campus. He
said he was gling to work full-

time on the campus to bring
about this restoration.
He ‘told the alumni, “I need

help from you, the whole campus
needs help from you.” .

He said that at this time it is

the Regents who need poise and

they need it the most of anyone.

But he also said he believes
there is a “great determination”
to have a “restoration of trust
and confidence” on the campus.

Speaking at the Alumni House,
Goldstein predicted the student
political movement will “move
from the campus to the commun-
ity during the coming -year.

Goldstein said he had tried to
discourage activities such as at.
tempts to halt troop trains.

Civil Suit Hits
ASUC Senators

Mark Van Loucks, senior pre-
law student, will file a civil suit
in Berkeley Municipal Court to-
meorrow against nine ASUC Sen-
ators because of a $400 Senate
grant to a suit against t.he Re-

gents.

He also said there is a “tragedy
of pessimism’ on the campus be-
cause the citizens of the state
have lost faith in the University.

However, Goldstein also urged
the alumni to tell their communi-
ties the University is still a great
academic iastitution. - .

He said there is a “note uf np-
timism” reflected in the new ad-
ministration of Chancellor Roger
W. Heyns. He understands the
students, Goldstein continued, so
“there will be a dialogue created
here that will serve as a model
for other universities across the
country.”

The Chancellor said basic con-
ceptions about students must be
changed. He said Berkeley can
make a “creative contribution” to
this problem.

There is “‘genuine and sincere
criticism by the students ut

the quality of their acadeniic”

life,” Heyns said. He said some
of these criticisms are yery com-
mon complaints.

— But; -Heyns said, work on solv-
ing these problems is being done
at the University. This is one of
the reasons he came to this camp-
us, he added.

Goldstein said there would be
qumt at the University this com-
ing year because the “administra-
tion knows how to be firm when
firmness is needed, and patient
when patience is needed.”

The Chancellor said if more

resources are needed to solye the .

problems of the University then
he would ask for them. And, he
said, “I'm sure we'll get it.”

Finally, Heyns told the alumni
they have to “acknowledge” that
a substantial ‘portion of students
do not have faith in their moral
leadership.

He concluded that the vital
problem is ‘“can we reassert our
claim to leadership?”

The California Alumni Associa-

Regents A pprove New B udget
Biggest in University History

SAN DIEGO—A new budget,
the largest in University history,
was approved by the Board of
Regents Friday at their meeting
in San Diego.

The budget, for the }ear 1966-
1967, totaled $694,670,000—more
than $50 million bigger than the
budget for 1965-1966. , ‘

Of the total, about half is al-
lotted to - current operating ex-
penses, and the remainder to Fed-
eral research projects and con-
tracts, private research, and other
University funds,

The Berkeley campus’ total of
the operating budget will be $78
million, up 5.1 per cent from last
year, and the largest of any of the
University’s nine campuses.

The only discussion which took

the matter had been discussed
many times.

His objection was based on the
contention the University could
obtain the power more economic-
ally from the Federal Government
by tying in with the Pacific
Northwest Power Intertie, which
would bring power from Bonne-
ville Dam in Washington down to
California.

The measure was passed, how-
ever, over his lone objection.

or two of classes to buy their
books from other stores if possi-
ble. This will enable these stores
to replenish their supplies.

Lerner emphasized the boycott
is not intended to put the ASUC
store out *of business, only to
force them to negotiate.

The GCC has not yet set its
conditions for negotiations but
Lerner did say the purpose of the
bovcott was to pressure the Sen-
ale.

If by February there is not a
co-op store and the grads das not
have representation on the ASUC
Senate there will be a “real bey-
cott,” Lerner said. “By then we
will be able to set up our own
co-op store,” he added.

The ‘ASUC would not necessar-
ily be hurt by converting the
store into a co-op or discount
store, Lerner said. If the prices
were lower, perhaps more people
would buy their books and sup-
plies there and thus increase or
make up the profits lost by the
conversion, he added.

The ASUC store managers can-
not complain that the store is teo
small to increase its volume; an-
other room in the Student Union
or even part of the garage could
be used ﬁf‘;—?ﬁdnys during the
heaviest days sales, he ceon-
tinued. = _

Thus spoke
Coach Ray Willsey following the
486 pasting administered the
Golden Bears by the Irish horde
of Notre Dame, as he did his best
to forget about Saturday’s fiasco
and make ready for the upcoming
game with a powerful Michigan

Though Cal did look a bit slop-
py. Willsey pointed out the obvi-
ous, that Notre Dame is indeed a
fine football team. But he con-
tinued, 1 don't think they were
that good or that we were that
bad.”

The Bears started as if they
were going (o tear apart the Irish
front four. Tom Relles, running
off guard and over the middle
picked up two first downs, but on
a second and two situation Hunt
was dropped for a nine yard loss
to thwart that drive. Then the
Josers began making mistakes.

Willsey pointed to three errors
early in the game which led to
his team's downfall. “The first
was a pass interception, the sec-
ond a fumble, and the third a
punt return for a touchdown.

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'Outsiders’ OK for Housing

A new policy "admitting out.
siders into University approved
housing is in effect this semester.

“For the Fall of 1963, the
Committee on Living Accomoda-
tions said in a statement, “We
have agreed to grant permission
for approved houses to house stu-
dents from other schools, staff
members or other applicants con-
sidered suitable for the kind of
housing each house provides.”

No Justification
To the Icebox:

The provisional rules for stu-
dent conduct are said to “imple--
ment Universitywide policies.”

These policies state: “Campus reg- .

ulations shall provide reasonable
protection to persons on campus
against practices which would
make them involuntary audien-
. ces.” What, then, justifies a rule
which permits loudspeakers to
blare at persons in the Student
Union, the Golden Bear Restaur-
ant, and Sproul Hall offices, and
every person using the campus's
most important entrance?

Adjustment of sound “to reach
no further than the audience pres-
ent,” as the rules prescribe, is an
unreasonable and impracticable
requirement to impose on the
man who sits at the controls fifty
feet behind the speaker, unless
one defines “the audience pres-
ent” as those whom the sound
reaches, with or without their
consent, On its first day’s trial the
rule clearly did not work.

Heyns’ Rules
To the Ice Box:

Your Friday editorial missed
the whole point of opposition to
the new Heyns' regulations. This
objection is implicitly contained
in the previous sentence: the reg-
ulations are Heyns’ regulations,
not rules constructed by students.
Citizens should have the power to
make rules under which they live.

The only
way to truly hedp the Negro is to
motivate, educate, and then AL-
LOW him to help himself; he
must have power over his own
life. The well meaning “liberal”
who acts as benevolent parent or
welfare colonialist achieves noth-
ing more than binding the Negro
in friendly treacheryv—and Ne-
groes resond by vehemently and,
In some sense, justly hating the
modern “liberal,” even more than

obvious opposition.

Mr. Strong knew we wouldn't
accept rules made by him. And so
we are perplexed when Mr. Hevns
sincerely expects us to approve of
his rules. The Heyvns' rules are
somewhat “liberal’’—but they are
not our rules, made by us.

Mr. Heyns has said that a final
set of rules will be “developed
with formal student participation”
(D.C., 9-16) — which I assume
means actual power and a broad
participatory base. Let us see how
well he keeps his word.

Day Committee was organized to
sponsor the 36-hour teach-in on
May 21-22. This meeting, attended
by some 35,000 people, presented
every shade of opposition to the
war from Robert Pickus to Sena-
tor Gruening to Levi Laub of Pro-

, gressive Labor. Since that time

we have sponsored a wide range
of activity, turned out a constant
flow of leaflets, pamphlets and

- press_statements, and exhibited a

proach Jwithin the membership.
We have organized classes, and
discussion and. public meetings
about the war in Vietnam. Hun-
dreds of us spent the summer in
Berkeley. and Oakland ringing
doorbells to talk to people. about
the war, and to urge them to
write letters and sign petitions,
and join us in our actions. By our
willingness to do more than talk
and write letters, we have made
Vietnam protest activities a head-
line issue and a topic of discus-
sion throughout the United States
and the world. .

Your distortions have allowed
you to attack what you call the
Committee’s “basic premise”. By
inferring that we have a basic

wide Bjersity of opinion and ap-

ideological premise, you totally
distort the nature of our group.

The VDC has no “line"”, nor do

—we exclude from membership any-

one who opposes the war in Viet-
nam. Our weekly membership
meetings and numerous sub-com-
mittee meetings, any of which you
could -have attended, provide for
open debate of our policies and
tactics. You could have also par-
ticipated” in the course offered
this summer by Robert: Scheer,
which dealt with the,very com-
plexities you acguse us of having
12nored.

Although our members hold
widely differing political views,
as a group we are united in our
agreement that American sup-
pression of revolutionary strug-
gles for self-determindtion is im-
moral,-and a threat to the peace
of the world. . .

You criticize us for stating that
“Viétnam, like Mississippi, is not
an aberration—it is a mirror of
America.” This is not, as you sug-
gest, a “blatant perversion of ele-
mentary fact.” Rather, it is an in-
sight and a metaphor, and as such
does not lead us, as vou charge,
to the belief that there is some
“all-pervasive moral and social
iniquity in America.” But Viet-
nam symbolizes the anti-Commu-
nism of America, as do the Bay
of Pigs and Guatemala, which you
dismiss as ‘‘counterbalancing er-
rors” in American foreign policy.
Vietnam is the violent face of
America’s effort to direct the de-
velopment of the have-not na-
tions. -. Vietnam typifies the in-
sensibility of America to the suf-
ferings of colored peoples. -

-‘Are these values which we of
the Vietnam Day Committee pro-
fess antagonistic to your view of
the vocation of teacher and schol-
‘ar? Perhaps they are. Your Open
Letter implies that student acti-
vists are dependent on the lead of
faculty participants. In fact, the
students’ commitment has en-

couraged fﬂcultyrmemheré to in-

crease their own commitment, as
with FSM -and CORE. Large num-
bers of “idealistic and inexperi-
enced” students. -are, to your
mind, unable to resist the tempta-
tion of a "melmlrﬂqﬁstic activism’’,

You hold that the University

You speak of the values of the
University, values which you al .
lege we have -betrayed. But yom
do not speak out about betraval |
of values when facuity members
compete for funds from the De-
fense Department or the CIA. You
do not condemn faculty participa-
tion in seminars on counter-in-

surgency. You do not criticize—
thosé of your number who ﬁﬁ:

foreign dictators on the preserva-
tion of tyranny. Nor do you pro-
test the bureaucratic style and
secret research inherent in Cold
War Scholarship. Do you c¢ry be-
trayal now only because our acti-
vists threaten your peace of mind
while your own activities do not?

Some of you were defenders of .
the Free Speech Movement, vet
you seem to have learned from
that experience. We did not fight
for the right to shut up about is- .
sues that concern us. . .

Civil Disobedience and the War

The only real issue that you
raise in your letter is the issue of
civil disobedience. You  enumer-
ate the traditional arguments
against civil disobedience—argu-
ments that were given against

. the sit-ins of the civil rights strug-

gle and Free Speech Movement.

. .. we feel that in the case of
Vietnam, the moral code which
is relevant is that of Nuremburg.
The position that the Allied
Forces took at Nuremburg was
the following: when the state-acts «
immorally, it i1s the duty of the
individual to refuse participation
in its immorality. You ask: who
decides? We say: the individual.
Nuremburg argued that the in-
dividual could not excuse his
moral responsibility simply by
obeying the law or doing his job,
The individual is a moral animnal
who must ma is own moral
decisions — especially when the
would force him to a¢t immorally.

But moral considerations alone
are not-our-onlyv-justification for-
civil disobedience. Civil disobe-
dience is justified when legal
channels of protest are inades-
quate for stimulating change. We
read your -letter carefully for
suggestions on how to stop the
war through legal channels. We
found none.

Ameéri*
will, we hope, make the war an -
internal issue for Americans . . «

We feel that it is now  politi«
cally necesary to bring back the
moral spirit of the imprisoned

There i#
difference of opinion and .contros
versy within the Vietnam Day
Committee itself on the approprie
ate time and place for civil dis-
obedience. But we cannot under-
stand why vou take as yvour major
response to the war in Vietnam
an attack on our choice of tactics,
You raised the spectre, of the
“right wing.”. Help us fight the
“right wing” Do not do theirf
work for them. '
