Myerson emphasized three
points which the North Vietna-
mese Premier, Ho Chi Minh, asked
him to tell the Americans.

First, the Vietnamese people
are very independent apd nation-
alistie. Their government will only
negotiate with the United States
if the following points are ac-
cepted in principle: withdrawal of
American troops and bases from
Vietnam, recognition of the Na-
tional Liberation Front, cessation
of bombing in the North,-and rec-
ognition of the self-determination
of the Vietnamese people.

Second, the United States must
recognize the solidarity and unity
of the Vietnamese. They are com-
pletely stocked with arms but are

not using them because they don’t .

The line of slippage is the mas-
sive Hayward fault zone, a 42 mile
long verticle wedge of shattered
rock, 500 feet to two miles wide at
the surface, part of which winds
through the eastern edge of cam-
pus, lengthwise through Memeorial

fault—and. the San Andreas fault
—consist of massive verticle
wedges, tapering at the bottom,

~ years of slow, but-occasionaly sud-

Beneath this depth geologists
can only speculate, although edu-
cated speculation indicates that to
perhaps a depth of 15 miles—
shallow as faults go—solid rock
streches under global pressures
like incredibly hard rubber.

"So I wanted to know what was

" 0 grand about opera, and I
asked the Music Department.

" They referred me to Joseph Ker-
man, which was a good idea. He
ﬂmd he didn't like the word

d L] ]
“There’s a great mysthue about
the Met..,” he said. “Anything

they do is automatically ‘good’,
and that includes some very
great works — and also some
very bad ones, in my opinion.”

Kerman said he thought
Strauss and Puccini were both
“Kitchy" and that there were
whole blocks of operatic works
that needed to be tossed out of
the repertoire. He thinks Puccini
“is difinitely second rate,” for
for example. '

Some of the operas have such
creaky melcdramatic plots that
a kind of grotesque 1890's staging
is all that saves them. And some-
one has already remarked that
with many operas what is too silly
to sayv is sung.

"But opera is still the acme of
the arts. It combines theater with
music to produce a result both
richer and more complex than
either. It gives added stature to

drama and a deeper meaning to .

music. And it integrates the hu-
man voice into music as an instru-
ment which can be played on
like any other.

Operas can also be very funny
as well as dramatic. There is hu-
mor in Wagner's Mastersinger.
There are laughs in Magic Flute.
There is sex in Salome and Lulu.
And even such argumentative in-
dividual as Mark Twain was
moved by the effect Wagner's
operas could have on an audience.

One drama professor on cam-
pud regularly dewvotes a few
classes to the subject of “Opera
as Theater.” And whatever else

opera 1s, it is usually good thea-
ter. -

And they keep on
going.

Mayvbe underneath all the so-
phisticated nonsense there is
really something there, after all.

If you'd like to fird out, call
the San Francisco Opera Com-
pany. Ask about balcony seats.
(they're no more expensive than
most theater tickets) Or ask about
standing room. It takes more ef-
fort, but if vou arrive early and
get a good place it doesn’t hurt
too much.

Of course the cheapest way to
go is to ushér. There's more dif-
ficulty in getting tickets, but
there are still some available
from the ASUC Ushering Booth.

Or maybe you'd prefer to wait

for Lohengrin to come to Cal. It

will be cheaper, but the Opera
House experience is something
you ought to try.

such book stores exist in most of
the larger European university
cities, but to his knowledge, none
exist in the United States.

Schorske used Bowes and Bowes
in Cambridge to explain how such
a store would operate.

“The tables at Bowes and
Bowes contain surprises even for
a specialist in a given field—and

certainly for the intellectually

curious amateur. They also offer
in abundance puhhcatmns from
foreign countries inciuding
those of Iron Curtain countries
which scarcely ever find their
way to the shelves of most com-
mercial book stores.

Charles Hammerstad died yesterday.

One of about a dozen men working on the construc-
tion of a pedestrian bridge at Strawberry Creek, he was
killed at 11:30 a.m. yesterday when his tractor tipped over,
pinning him under the left front wheel.

We don’t know anything about Hammerstad, except
his age, 44, his El Sobrante address, and the fact that he’s
survived by his wife Carolyn and four children.

We're tired of being cynical.

You see, the construction project at Strawberry Creek
is one of several projects going on all over campus, and,
according to a University spokesman, is relatively minor.

Relatively minor—and that makes us tired.

There’s all this screaming going on, concerning much
that is substantial and much that is frivolous. And so many
people are worried about such inconsequential things, and
so many people aren’t worried enough about really sub-
~stantial things.

And then Charles Hammerstad gets crushed by a trac-
tor. And a college newspaper runs a small notice about it.
A few people may read it. And someone starts to get busy
making funeral arrangements for Charles Hammerstad.

Maybe it would be better to just forget about the whole
thing. After all, it was once calculated that some phenom-

enal number of human lives are lost in the construction

of cvery thousand miles of freeway.

And it 'would be rather silly, in a tragic way, to point

-~ out the number of lives lost in taking a mile of “enemy” -

territory 1in some battle soméwhere.

If vou think this editorial is trivial . . . well, that’s why
our cvmcism is wearing a lictle thin.

The Fiery Breath
Of the East, Wind

Not since th® violent nationalism of Hitler in the 1930's has there
been such danger of apocalyptic war as that presented by the radical-
ism of Mao Tse-tung. Combining global megalomania with racism of a
sort not heard since the Third Reich, Mao hurls at the world the same
challenge once articulated for Germany by Dr. Goebbels: Today China;
tomorrow, the world. A

From Asia to Africa to Latin America, Mao Tse-tung has a grand
strategy of global scope, a colossal program. envisioning the whole
southern hemisphere as a world-wide guerrilla battlefield. He has
wholly rejected the Marxist-Leninist doctrine of an international in-
dustrial proletariat and substituted in its place a call to arms for a
racial proletariat.

The decisive difference between Soviet and Chinese Communism
is the neofascist militarism of the Chinese party leaders. All present
Chinese leaders share the common experience of having victoriously
waged 25 years of guerrilla war—an experience that has left them
a ruling elite with the most ferocious world outlook in thiry vears,

The guerrilla spirit is one of fanatical ardor. The guerrilla believes
in mind-over-matter; rejecting reality and substituting the ringing
manifesto that anything is possible if only the guerrilla has the will.

This ideological ferocity and nationalistic fervor is also ceaselessly
inculcated into the Chinese masses, an effort at mass hatred and
glorification of violence reminiscent of Fascist propaganda at its
worst. Reports reaching the West speak of arrogant racism ranging

among the Chinese like the most fanatical Japanese army officers in-

the 1930's. -

For the past 15 years, through the conscious policy of the U.S. and
the USSR, China has been successfully excluded from the world. In
large part China is herself to blame for her isolation. The Peking

regime has practiced the most reckless diplomacy ever since Mao's

triumph in 1949—from breaking into embassies and molesting diplo-
mats to initiating an all-olit war on UN forces in Korea.

American public will continue in
its acquiescence in the Vietnam-
ese butchery, and turn on those
who do protest it, is immense.
Placed against Professor Glazer's
dark — and to me, ridiculous —
fears about the “ultimate” object-
ives of the VDC, there is no ques-
tion as to what an intellectual
should fear most.

__The Vietnamese war stinks te
high heaven and should be pro-
tested openly and loudly. Those
who, like Professor Glazer, com-
placently wait on the “demons
strated capacity” of our demo-
cratic institutions to *‘overcome-
the defects of our society” should
keep in mind that for the past two
or three vears we have been wit-
nesses to a demonstration of an-
other kind: the capacity of the
military to carry out a brutish
policy in spite of those institu.
tions. _

Hayward Fault Under Study

While there is nothing in the
forseeable future that will allow
man to prevent earth temblors,
studies now being conducted on
cracking in Memorial Stadium, by
the University Seismological Sta-
tion, in addition. to studies all
along the Hayward fault zone, may
eventually permit geologists to de-
tect advance warnings of temblors
and to find a statistical pattern in
their occurence,

But more immediately impor-
tant is the fact that results of
all these studies will enable geolo-
gists to accurately assess the
danger—if any—of placing major
construction near a fault,
