Albert Michelbacher, Univer-
sity professor who was held in
Mexico for almost two months,
describad yesterday his trip as

“a most disagreeable experience.”
'~ Michelbacher’s travels began
August 19 when a pick-up truck
" struck his car while it was parked
at the side of a highway.
- A passenger in the car was

killed.
Michelbacher ~ said © he “was
-charged -with “illegally parking

on a Mexican highway,” and with
“involuntarily contributing to a
homicide.”

The second charge is still await-
ing a verdict in court at Nogales,
Mexico.

Michelbacher, a University pro-
fessor of entomology, emeritus,

Michelbacher said the entire ex-
perience was tolerable only be-

cause he 'was able to carry on-
~some entemological research.

Zelnik on VDC:

‘Unification of Movement

ment is the main “issue of this
week's International Days of Pro-
test, said Reginald Zelnik, acting
assistant professor of history, at
a noon rally yesterday.

He said the problem of unity
is more important than the pa-
rade, the Oakland police or the
tactics of the Vietnam Day Com-
mittee (VDC).

Zelnik said, the real issue is
the “building up of a meaning-
ful peace movement.”

He said, “The VDC must take
care that is does not isolate itself
from the community, campus and
faculty.”

Zelnik urged the marchers to
“march in an orderly.  fashion,
quietly, looking out for traffic,
avoiding incidents,” because this
type of conduct would impress
the community with the serious-
ness of the VDC's intentions.

Peter Scott, assistant professor
of speech, pointed out the possi-
bility that Oakland police might
“wait for the parade and swoop
down on their marchers, picking
up 20 or so leaders,” if they are
given tha least provocation.

“This crisis would disunify the
- peace movement even further,”

he added. For this reason, he “re-
gards Oakland as a kind of trap.”

Scott also stressed the need to
“integrate and coordinate the
VDC movement with the whole
peace movement.” .

Steve Weissman of the VDC
spoke against the statements
made by Zelnik and Scott,

Defending the VDC, he said,
“We can best make our point
about the war by stepping out of
the norm.

We have used the goosing tac-
tic in the past. Much of our rhe-
toric has been more like a sledge
hammer rather than a razor. But
it has been effective.”

Leon Wofsy, associate professor
of bacteriology. said, “I have yet
to find a Liberal who agrees
whole-heartedly with the VDC's
antagonistic tactics. -

“1 believe it is correct to oppose
the war in Vietnam because it 1s
a blight against the Vietnamese
people, and a blight against the
U.S.,” he said.

Most important, he said, “the
march should be separated from

everything else the VDC plans

for the terminal. It should stand
on its own, because it is our Con-
stitutional right to march for

peace.

Word of the request for a
strike arrived from the Vietnam
Day Committee's national head-
quarters in Madison, Wisconsin,
last night.

A telegram, pledging support
for the VDC from the National
Student Union of North Vietnam,
also arrived from Hanoi, capital
of North Vietnam.

The telegram; routed through
Paris because the United States
has no relations with North Viet-
nam, was co-signed by the Viet-
nam Youth Federation.

“Firmly believe our joint ef-
forts and world people’s support
will compel U.S. government to
stop,” read the telegram. It also
listed a long series of alleged
American war crimes in Vietnam.

The Viet Cong operate “like a
bunch of gangsters—just like the
Mafia,” a US. Army Medical
Corps leades~back from Vietnam
told a campus ROTC audience
Wednesday night.

Captain Chet Ward spoke to the
Army ROTC Golden Guard Society
about his recent tour of duty as
supervisor of all Special Forces
Medical Operations for the Me-
kong Delta.

And these insinuations have provided government agen-

cies with an excuse to attempt to avert the demonstration.

The Oakland and Berkeley police have refused VDC a
permit to march. The Oakland Port Commission has re-
fused to allow the demonstrators onto Port property
where the Committee plans to hold a teach-in tomorrow.

Marching without a permit in Oakland is in violation
of a city ordinance and punishable by $500 fine and/or
six months in prison. However, it is conceivable there will
be no arrests made against the marchers.

VDC also held a Congress of Unrepresented Peoples in
August at Merritt Park and then marched to Congressman
Jeffery Cohelan’s office in downtown Oakland, despite
being denied a permit. There were no arrests.

But the police may be serious. They may take action,
if not against the march before it reaches the Terminal,
then after the marchers ignore the Port Commission’s new
no-trespassing signs. * -

We implore the Port Commission and the Oakland Po-
lice not to interfere with any peaceful demonstration.

The Berkeley police denied the permit because, they
said, violence had been threatened upon the demonstrators.
Rather than denying their permit; we believe the Berkeley
Police Department should have issued a permit, legitimiz-
ing the inevitable march and their protection of it.

At the terminal, VDC plans to appeal, by loudspeakers
and leaflets, to the soldiers to refuse to fight in an “unjust
and immoral” war. They will use the arguments of the
Nurenberg decisions: following orders is not sufficient
reason for immoral crimes. They will tell the soldiers they
must decide for themselves. .
