The Vietnam Day Committees march program, which included a
parade through Berkeley and Oakland, ending next to the Oakland
Army Terminal for talks with the snldiers on the Vietnam war, was
changed by hundreds of Oakland policemen who refused them en-

trance into Oakland.

Deciding to avoid civil disobedience, the thousands of marchers
stopped at Prince St. after marching down Telegraph Ave. from the
campus. Turning right, they marched down Prince until they came to

Shattuck Ave,,

This plan was vetoed, however,
and the marchers walked back to
the Berkeley Civic Center Park
where 100 of them spent the
night. The marchers would try
again at 2 p.m. Saturday, however,
VDC leaders announced.

Marchers had gathered in Ed.
wards Field and lower Sproul
Plaza during the day’s teach-in
activities and onward until 7:30

of occurrence for certain types of
cancer may be lower for people
taking pills, he added.

“There may be nausea, breast
discomfort and weight change
(usually up), but after you use
the pills for a couple of months
you should be O.K.,” Roth said.

He also said, “Interuterine de-
vices cause problems with men-
stral bleeding and cramps.” These
side effects stop 20-30 percent of
the people from continuing with
such devices.

Explaining uterine devices,
Roth said, “Camel drivers put
stones in their camel's uterices
to keep them from getting preg-
nant on long drives . . . This is
what we are doing, esseritially.”

The modern mtraute.ﬁne device
is a plain piece of plastic tubing,
costing almost nothing, which is
shoved through the vagina and
placed in the uteris, he said.

The woman can {ell if the de-
vice i1s in place because of two
nylon strings that remain out-
side of the uteris.

Nobody is really sure how these
devices work, he continued. Since
the device may cause the egg to
die after,it is fertilized, the ques-
tion arises, “Is this contracep-
tion or abortion?”

Roth said wuterine devices
should only be placed in by doc-
tors experienced at that sort of

thing.

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A Successful Protest

The expected confrontation between the law enforce-
ment officials and the Vietnam Day Committee this past
weekend has been postponed until November 13. Perhaps
Berkeley and Oakland authorities will issue a permit if the
VDC applies immediately. If not we will see how far the
peace movement will go in disobeying legal authorities.
We hope the authorities will recognize that the march can
be conducted peacefully and will grant the permit.

We are glad civil disobedience was not found necessary
this past weekend and that the intelligence and careful
planning of the Berkeley Police Department and the Viet-
nam Day Committee kept friction at a minimum.

In protecting the marchers from the Hell’s Angels and
in clearing away traffic, the Berkeley police helped pre-
~serve democracy in the Bay Area. ‘

The marchers must be commended for their restraint
and calmness in the face of hostile onlookers and the Oak-
land Police. At certain points it was hard to do what the
VDC planners had decided was best—avoid civil disobedi-
ence. Some of the marchers were angry at being turned
back Friday evening and shouted that they wanted to
march through the police lines.

Yet by turning back both Friday and Saturday, the VDC
has helped its aim—getting people to consider and question
the validity of the war. They exhibited their strength when
more than 7000 persons joined the march on Friday. They
exhibited their rationality when they refused to commit
civil disobedience. They exhibited their commitment by
marching with the knowledge that arrest was a possibility.

We only hope this demonstration has shown Americans
that protest is not dangerous, that there are many persons

protesting, and that protest must be a part of the Ameri--

can system.,

There are two basic faults with the College of Letters and Science:
It has a mundane, materialistic objective, and, perhaps as a consequence,
its educational scheme centers on the exploration and acquisition of
subject matter rather than on the development of the learner.

From the L & S bulletin we deduce that the object of the college is
to provide students with “greatly improved opportunities to establish
“themselves economically and socially after they are graduated.” It
seems that the true objective of higher education has so slipped from
view that even the traditional rhetoric of the catalogue can-do no bet-
ter than to mirror the materialistic motives of high school graduates.

Has a college no nobler purpose? For many students the central ques-
tion is not how to increase their market value but how to live. Of these
two alternatives which should be the first and primary concern of a
college of letters and science?

Apparently L. & S has not yet had the courage to answer that basic
question. The failure to do so has resulted in an ambiguous educational
scheme which attempts both and achieves neither. The present scheme

. does not distinguish between the type of educational experience ap-

The scheme rests on the faulty linalogy that X of knowledge is
to the educated man as the knowledge of wood and joints is to a car-
penter or the subject matter of history is to the Using this
premise an educational scheme is planned by ly determining the
variety and quantity of the unknown X bedy of knowledge. "

This analogy obscures the fact that a vocation entails both a body
of knowledge and several particular skills for using that knowledge.
The difference between becoming educated and learning a trade is
that in learning a trade the subject matter and the skills are equally
important if not inseparable whereas in becoming educated the de-
velq:lpment of various gkills is far more important than the subject
used. -
Numerbus subjects might be used to teach the same skills, the only
Justification for using one rather than another is its ability to hold the
interest of students. .

The important objective is 4o teach the student how to pursue his
own questions.-The subject matter is only scratch paper for a student’s
experimental attempts to think. .

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Real Jam, -
Real Roses,

When he slammed down the
can of Pabst: Real Beer splashed
out. Real orange marmalade went
on the real toast at breakfast.
Real roses were in the vase in
the living room. '

“The Su t Was_ Roses”
Frank D. Gilroy's Pulitzer Prize
winning play, opened at San Fran-
cisco’'s Geary Theatre last week.
It was full of “real” touches. One
of those comical tragical, melo-
dramatic plays about “Real Life."”
and ‘“Real People.”

The real people were the Cleary
family: mother, Nettie, father,
John, and returned vdteran son,
Timmy, played by Martha Scott,
Jack Albertson, and Martin Sheen,
respectively.

Martha Scott appeared quite ili
at ease in the first act, as she
went through the ritual of being
a typical middle class Irish-Ame-

‘rican housewife, who loves her
.son;hates her husband, and col-

lects coins\.*

Her movements were properly
constricted; she walked at a clip-
ped pace; perpetually concerned
herself with household gadgets;
and #poke in a voice that some-
times broke with nervous tension.
She was so tight, physically, that
a polka with Timmy seemed about
to tear her in two.

Correct as her method was, she
rarely stopped being an actress
who was blocking out action.

Jack Albertson, as the father
who sometimes considered him-
self something less than man,
slipped comfortably into his hu-

morous role, almost from the first
curtain rise.

As long as he avoided mugging,
and played his part for the humor
that already existed in it, he was
effective. In the rare moments
when he reached for more come-
dy than was there, he strained
slightly.

Martin Sheen, who played the
Son Home From the War, had an
irritating stage presence. But this
was as it should have been.

After two years away from his
parents, he had returned to play
the role as the unchanged, devo-
ted son. Sheen showed every diffi-
cult moment. He was overly-loud
in his over-politeness. Overly
friendly. Exaggerated in his over-
ly{gger motions. Brash and an-
noying.

Each character sometimes fell
into artificialities and trite man-
nerisms on his own. Somehow,
though, they operated smoothly in
ensemble: each reacting well and
contributing actively to the trio-
impact,

Together, they played the two
acts for almost a maximum of hu-
mor. The humor was not based on
wit. Except for perhaps two or
three “funny lines,” verbal intri-
cacies were not present.

Humor derived more from par-
ticularly realistic glimpses of
“life”. . . the kind of glimpses
that an audience. readily identi-
fies as part of their own life. And
laughs.

The opening night, San Francis-
co audience, smooth in black"
wools and satins, and an occasion-
al tuxedo, did laugh. Out of iden-
tification and sympathy, perhaps.
But they laughed. Chuckled. Con.
tinually. For two acts.

“The Subject Was Roses” told
a story as common, and as deli-
cate as a rose. It told it with gen-
tle humor that undercut what

could have been tedious melo-
drama. ;

When the play was done and -
the curtain calls begun, there was
a quiet feeling.

When the front of the march
reached Telegraph and Ashby, the
mass of people extended 13
blocks. :
ére were about 100 police al-

ready at the Oakland line (Tele-

graph and Woolsey Ave.) as the
néws came to them over the walk.
ie-talkie that the marchers had
left campus.

- "Tension mung the police rose
noticeably as the walkie-talkie an-
nouncements indicated the march
was app ng Ashby. By now
there were sume 300 of them, hel-
meted and carrying billy clubs.

About 7:55 p.m. they began rop-
ing off the sidewalk from the
Woolsey. corner where khakhied
Berkeley police were waiting,
back into Oakland beyvond 66th
Street. They tried to force the
crowd of anlpnkers onto the side-
walks, but gave it up as the crowd
swelled to nearly 400 and jammed
the entire intersection at the line.

A few minutes after eight the
police moved into a double line
in the form of a wedge across
Telegraph exactly on the line.
Beéhind them half a block was a
similar wedge, this time carrving
gas masks slung across their
shoulders.

Behind them police stood in a
solid square, the front rank (10
men) carrying tear gas canisters
and all carrying masks. Behind
them mounted motorcycle police-
men waited. A block back at Al-
catraz two OQOakland City trucks
waited with motors running, load-
ed with barricades, sandbags,
more masks, water, hoses and
~ rope.

A sound truck pulled in behind
the first wedge and parked in the
middle of Telegraph. Inside were
bullhorns, more masks, and some
60 extra tear gas canisters.

The first policeman looked like
the number one pin in & bowling
alléy lane and he was nervous.
Newsmen kept turning floodlights
on him and that made him more
neivous, All the police were fid-
geting, trying to detect signs of
the marchers down Telegraph,
muttering and eyeing suspicious-

ly the crowds of spectators mil«-

ling in front of them.

Although there were about 300
hostile spectators at the corner of
Telegraph and Woolsev at the
time the first change in the march
route occured, the more vocal and
active hecklers were in the rear.

Marchers to the middle and rear
of the line were subjected to ob-
scenities, chants of “Draft dodgers
to the Right,” and picketers car-
ryving signs reading *“Kill, Kill,
Kill in Vietnam,” “Stay in Viet-
nam,” and “We Want War."”

By 9:15 p.m. spectators in build-
ings above began yelling, “Here
they come!” Oakland Police Chief
Edward Toothmaii, pale and teeth

Before them retreat-
ed the milling spectators and the
Berkeley police, who were walk-
ing steadily backwords trying to
keep some sort of path clear for
the marchers.

Some demonstrators exerted
pressure to continue straight into
Oakland, but the VDC sound
truck pleaded, “Please follow the
monitors, turn right. The Qakland
police are trying to provoke us.
They want to foment a riot as an

excuse to arrest us. Don't fall
into their trap.”

As the protestors changed
course, a group of Oakland police
received radio instructions in an
Oakland side street: “They're
moving towards Shattuck. Squads
S5-1, S-2 and S-3 get down there
immediately.”

On Shattuck, several police
gathered around a plainsclothes-
man holding a walkie-talkie. They
listened as a VDC leader’s voice
crackled over the set: “There ap-
parently are no barracades on

Shattuck Avenue, we may turn
left.”

The men smiled at each other
and more police swarmed into the
street,

When the march reached Shat-
tuck and Prince, it stopped and
VDC leaders held a hasty confer-
ence to decide which way to turn.
