Permits will be denied only

when “the provisions of such

ordinance are not complied with
and the public peace, saféty, wel-

fare, comfort and conVenience
will be unduly endangeréd or dis-
turbed by reason of such pa-
rades.”

If it becomes evident that a
group intends to march through
a neighboring city and that city
denies the group a permit, an
alternate parade route must be
provided before the Berkeley per-
mit will be issued.

Johnson bluntly said ‘“neo per-
mit-no parade.” Marching without
a permit is a misdemeanor which
is punishable by up to a year in
Jail and or a fine.

The significant criteria in issu-
ing a permit: will be an adequate
dispersal area, protection of pub-
lic tranquility, consideration of
general safety, a reasonable hour
of the day or night for the pa-
rade and statement of the begin-
ning time and place and route of
the march.

WASHINGTON (AP)--J. Edgar
Hoover hinted vesterday a Com-
munist youth group is pulling the
strings in recent nationwide dem-
onstrations against U.S. policy in
Vietnam.

Leaders of the W.E.B. DuBms,

Clubs of America, the FBI direc-
tor said, “were prominent among
Communists who attended a spe-
cial youth leadership school spon-
sored by the party last June to
prepare for a stepped-up cam-
paign of recruitment and agitation
among youth,

“Already this fall, there are
signs that these training sessions
have begun to bear fruit—in the

form of defiant protest against -

jaw and authority,” he said.
Hoover described the DuBois
elubs as “an illegitimate spawn
conceived by the Communist
party and nurtured by a trusted
band of youthful adherents to
the cause of world Marxism."

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A Wise Decision
United States citizens have a right to have ideas—and to
express those ideas. This point was contested this past

weekend, when Oakland and Berkeley officials denied the
Vietnam Day Committee parade permits. f

We are glad to see, therefore, a reaffirmation of the
right to express ideas by both Chancellor Roger Heyns
and Berkeley Mayor Wallace Johnson. The Chancellor
stated that groups marching between the campus and the
community must comply “both with campus rules and
Berkeley ordinances designed to insure safety and traffic
control.”

What was unstated but implied in this statement was
the idea that the context of the march was to make no
difference in its treatment by campus or city authorities.

The Berkeley City Council recognized and reaffirmed
the right of marches “for the communication of informa-
tion and the dissemination of opinion.” Only when “public
peace, safety, comfort and convenience” will be unduly
disturbed will a permit be refused.

Therefore. chances look good for the VDC to obtain a
permit for its Nov. 13 march. In doing so, however, it
must remember some of the problems plaguing city offi-
cials. If entrance is denied into Oakland, Berkeley officials
ust know what route the march intends to take so they

can provide protection for the marchers and spectators.

When a permit is requested, it must be done far enough in
advance to give the city time for reasonable consideration
of its mrits and readjustments of its plans.

We are certain that the responsibility of the VDC dur-
ing the two marches will cause the Berkeley officials to
favor the new permit application.

At a press conference announcing the statement, Chan-
ccllor Heyns also announced his willingness to negotiate
a similar agreement with Oakland Mayor John C. Houli-
han. A similar agreement would meana permit to parade
after reasonable precautions were taken.

However, we doubt that Houlihan will ever think
enough precautions are reasonable—the reason for the
march is too controversial.

However, the VDC will probably be allowed to stage
its protest in Berkeley, if it is planned wisely.

Noting the ad hoc nature of the
Nuremberg Trials, the UN asked
the International Law Commission
to draw up a code which would
be administered, the Commission
argued, through a criminal cham-
ber of the International Court.
However, to date, no internation-
al eriminal code exists.

In viéw of past experience, per-
haps stress should be placed

upon “protective” measures ra-

ther than “punitive” aspects of
international law, and the VDC
might try less fatuous approaches
to achieve thecir feckless goals.
