Brown Denies
Help to Stop
Protest March.

Goyernor Edmund Brown told
Oakland Mayor John C. Houlihan
yesterday he would not ‘“‘usurp
the powers” of the University
Board of Regents by intervening
in the planned protest against
U.S. involvment in Vietnam.

Mayor John Houlihan sent a1

special delivery letter to Brown
after learning of the Vietnam Day
Committee’s plans for a second
march Nov. 13.

Houllham said the march, “can

only be interpreted as an unwar-
ranted and calculated effort to
assualt the people of this com-
munity.”

He called on Brown as head of
the Regents and as Governor to
stop the march before it started.

“In that case, said VDC spokes-
man Marv Davidov, “he’s asking
the Governor to break the law.
Five Supreme Court decisions
protect our right to organize and
march.” :

According to an aide, Brown
has not yet read Houlihan’s letter
and could not comment on it.

However, Brown has previously
stated he would not try to inter-
fere with protests before they ac-
tually start.

Stepping in to smash such a
march before it was actually or-
ganized, he said, could create
another Free Speech Movement:
at the University.

“This new parade is planned to
bust Oakland,” charged Houlihan.

He said the University had giv-
en ‘“tacit approval” to last week’s
march by allowing it te - be
launched from the campus,

campus, but warned that if the
Regents fail to act, he would have
to resort to his role as legislator
to get action.

Burns said his Senate Subcom-
mittee on Un-American Activities
1s already investigating the anti-
war movement for Communist in-
filtration.

“We have people there to report
to us,” he said, “We are continuing
our study on all activities in con-
nection with the University.”

“Many legislators are calling
for action because they feel it's
what the people want,” said Un-
ruh.

“What the public wants isn’t
always right,” he continued, “but
the pressure becomes difficult to
resist when people can see the
University being used as a staging
area (for demonstrations).”

Burns’ subcommittee produced
the report of Communist domina-
tion of the Free Speech Movement
which University President Clark
Kerr and Governor Edmund
Brown had denounced as “dis-
torted.”

Burns said he would not com-
ment on Kerr's attack on the re-
port “until the full committee has

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Senate Investigates

Campus Activities of Reds

 (Editor’s Note: The following
is the second of a two part series
en a US. Senate investigation di-
rected towwards possible Commu-
nist influence on political activism
here and other college campuses.)

A U.S. Senate subcommittee has
sent letters o several University
students charging them with Com-

~munist connections and with af-

filiations with student and peace
demonstrations and activity.
Letters offered Margaret Lima,
Robert Kaufmann, and Bettina
Aptheker an opportunity to -re-
spond to charges made in execu-

tive session of the committee
hearings.

Students’ replies to the com-
mittee asked what subject was
under inquiry at the hearings, the
authorization for the inquiry, the
rules of the Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee and its Subcommittee on
Internal Security (which had held
the inquiry), the names and ad-
dresses of witnesses, and the
legislative purpose of making the
testimony public, N

The replies_also asked whether
the hearings would be open or
executive, if a reply to the char-
ges were to be made.

J. G. Sourwine, chief counsel
for the subcommittee, replied the
subcommittee had “extended a
courtesy’ to those named and “de-
clined to be drawn into a contro-
versy.” He said testimony would

" be taken in executive session.

When asked if there were spe-
cial plans to publish this execu-
tive testimony he said there were
no “special” plans. “This is the
way it happens. These things
don’t wait indefinitely.”

He emphasized there was no
presumptionof guilt involved, but
when holding hearings “we don’t
call in people unless some investi-
gation has been-done. We don't
make fishing expeditions.”

When questioned about the pos-
sibility of ring” the peace
movement, hgnea
ger exists; it is up to the commit-
tee to make' its investigations in
a responsible manner so as to mi-
nimize this possibility.” _

Commenting on the investiga-
tion Miss Aptheker complained
the burden of proof was on the
accused.

The University Board of Re-
gents kick off their two-day meet-
ing today at the Davis campus

"~ with committee meetings.

In addition, a special joint
evening session of three standing
committees — Finance, Grounds
and Buildings, and Educational
Policy—will be held to discuss
informally the new growth plan
which University President Clark
Kerr submitted to the Board 'at
last month’s meeting in San
Diego. '

The plan called for accommeo-
dating as mamy as 330,000 stu-
dents in the University system by
the year 2000, and envisioned the
establishmen tef five new cam-
puses, two in the Bay Area, two

in the Los Angeles area, and one
mear Fresme,

In addition, theplan projected
expanded enrollments for all the
currently operating campuses ex-
cept Berkeley and Los Angeles,
which are already at near capa-
city.

In the overall growth plan, the
graduate-undergraduate ratio here
on campus would change- from
about one-to-two at the present to
48-52, and the overall University
proportion would be altered to
admit a higher percentage of
graduate students.

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Movement Notes
Protest Johnson's Dirty War!

Susan Stein

October 1516 marks the turning point in protest against the war in
Vietnam. One hundred thousand people in nearly 100 cities demon-
strated against Johnson's dirty war. Vietnam protest is neither insig-
nificant nor the fringe activities of a militant hard core.

Now that protest has gained politically significant proportioas, this
dirty war will be escalated to the home front. As this past weekend
indicates, we can expect witch hunts, red smears and attempts to cur-
tail civil liberties as the government’s protection against dissent.

This weekend a cordon of troopers sealed off Oakland from Vietnam
protest. But no one who was at the front line doubts that the Hells
Angels walked through the police line; no one doubts that a cordon
of police designed to stop thousands could not have held back 20 men.
VDC has issued a call for a Nov. 13 march against Oakland’s “Berlin
Wall.” By that weekend will Oakland’s police need the Hells Angels,
or will more subtle forms of intimidation be used instead?

On Sunday, Federal Attorney General Katzenbach charged that
Students for a Democratic Society was infiltrated by communists. On
Tuesday Mike Mansfield said that he was “shocked to see pictures of
protestors putting a cigarette lighler to their drafi cards”; But for
months the people of this country have been shocked to see pictures
of GI's putting cigarette lighters to Vietnamese ‘villages. Protest
against this vile war cannot be passed off as anybody’s plot.

SDS is now under Federal investigation for its anti-draft program.
It is through the draft that most Americans feel theé impact of John-
son's war but it is also through the draft that the administration can
feel the impact of this country’'s disgust with that war. Given the
government'’s current disdain for its own law, SDS has an obligation
to inform people of their legal rights concerning the draft and CO
status.

During this past weekend of protest, ‘the SDS chapter in Ann Arbor,
Mich. staged a demonstration at an induction center, where 38 stu-
dents were sitting-in, Monday morning all 38 were threatened with
being drafted.

It is clear that'the draft is being used illegally for punitive pu:posm
and for stifﬂing dissent. SDS has not only the right, now the ob-
ligation to protest the draft, and build #n anti-war movement. Their
program is directed at those who feel morally and politically” bound
ves from the war in Vietnam, Their anti-draft
pro an anti-war protest. It cannot be disengage om its politi-
cal con just as we cannot disengage the’ attacks on the peace
movement from protest against the war.,

This is not the first time that the government has attempted to
stop criticism and opposition to its policies by investigation and the
threat of presecution, or by raising the spectre of communist infiltra-
tion. The SDS chapter at Harvard in the two days following Kazen-
bach’s attack increased its membership

The ASUC Senate.voted very
late Tuesday night to “dis
associate itself from the Crown
Zellerbach« Corporation” for a
year's time. At the end of that
period the ASUCT is to “re-exam-
ine Crown's actions at its plant,
factory, and mill in Bogalusa,
Louisiana.”

“If there is evidence that Crown

has shown good faith regarding -

equality in Bogalusa, the ASUC
shall resume its business relation-
ship with Crown,” the motion said.

The Senate voted to suspend its

Paintings to be Dlsplayed'?

There is a movement at the

San-Francisco Medical Center to

rehang four controversial paint-
ings recently removed from an
exhibit called “Sacred and Pro-
fane.”

Two letters sent by the public
affairs committee of the San Fran-
cisco Medical Center questioned
Dr. Willard Fleming's action in
removing the four paintings from
an exhibit in the Guy S. Milberry
Union.

Fleming is dean of students
and acting chancellor of the Cen-
ter.

The committee, which considers
its job to be concerned with is-
sues of public interest, is very dis-
turbed art was censored at the
center, according to Peter Lipton,
chairman of the committee.

It sent a letter to Fleming ves-
terday indicating that he had

made no effort to h:ltorm the stu-
dent body about the reasons for
his decision.

The committee suggesed the
pictures in question could be
hung in a less conspicuous room,
for instance in the musiq room of
the Union.

Lipton said if no action is taken
the committee will take up more
more forceful measures.

An earlier letter, composed by
Lipton after a vote by the com-
mittee told Fleming they thought

the action was serious wished
to know the reason for it. They
also wanted him to make his rea-

sons known to the/student body.

Fleming, taking sole responsi-
bility for the action, replied in a
letter to the committee, He said
he pictures were taken down not
because they were pornographic
but because there were extenuat-
ing circumstances.

Some observers see signs that
the North Vietnamese interpret
the demonstrations as indications
that President Johnson may be
losing populat support for his
Vietnamese policy, or never had
this support. -

“It is easy to understand hﬂw
this can happen,” said one source.
“The people in North Vietnam
have been cut off from the rest of
the world for years. They are told
only what the government wants
them to know.”

Another observer said the North
Vietnamese are equating the op-
position in the United States with
the wave of anti-war fee that
swept France before the French
pulled out of Indochina in 1954.
He said the North Vietnamese be-
lieve that the opposition at home
played a major part in France's
defeat.
