SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —
Leaders of the W. E. B. DuBois
Club replied yesterday to charges
this week by FBI Director J. Ed-
gar Hoover linking the club with
Communism.

Organizational secretary Ter-
ence Hallinan told a news confer-
ence, “there’s no one here who
owes any allegiance to any for-
elgn power. I refute all of Hoo-
ver's charges. They are all
wrong.”

Hoover said this week the club
was “an. illegitimate spawn con-
ceived by the Communist Party
and nurtured by a trusted band of
youthful adherents to the cause
of world Marxism.”

Hoover implied that the organi-
zation is pulling the strings in re-
cent nationwide ' demonstrations
against U.S. policy in Viet Nam.

In response to a question, Hugh
Fowler, the club’s national chair-
man, and international secretary
Michael Myerson said they were
adherents to the cause of world
Marxism.

Myerson added: “As an organi-
zation, we seek to develop a socie-
ty which draws upon Marxism as
its basis, a society where human
beings come first and not private

property.”

At a time when the right to express unpopular opinion
is being sniped at by politicians across the land, someone
has acted in defense of that right. The Chancellor of this
campus—Roger Heyns.

Heyns yesterday made an announcement for which this
campus has waited since his appointment as Chancellor.
He offered reappointment to ex-faculty member Eli Katz.

Katz had been denied tenure by then Chancellor Ed-
ward Strong, after what has been described as a “stormy
session” between the two on Katz’s past political activi-
ties. Both the Academic Senate and Katz’s department,
German, had urged his rehire.

But, although he had signed the required loyalty oath,
Katz refused to answer some of Strong’s questions and
was denied tenure. The Regents subsequently decided the
final decision on the matter should come from the new
chancellor. ;

Freedom u’f_ speech is supported in principle by every
person in the country.

Heyns’ announcement was a little more courageous than
one might think. This campus has come under attack re-
peatedly in the last week as a “staging area” for protests
avainst the Vietnam war.

The United States Senate Subcommittee on Internal
Security has launched an investigation into possible Com-
munist influence in the protest-movement on this and other
campuses. g

nist hunt. Everyone has begun to wave the red flag. -

“If you want to major in rioting, go to Cal.”

“Cal used to mean scholarship, but now has come to mean beatniks.”

Who said this? Some typical, conservative, middle class, white Amer-
ican? Maybe so, but its also being said by Negro high'school kids all
over the East Bay, especially im talking about the FSM, and Sexual
Freedom League. Most. of these students look up to the University. But
the Campus Left apparently leaves them cold. -

For years the Campus Left and black and white Black Nationalists
have said the University has a “bad image” among minority groups, a
major factor in discouraging high school students from minority groups
from coming to Cal. .,

We wondered about this and decided to talk to some college-prep
Negro high school students whom we had met while working on the
University’s Special Opportunity Scholarship Program. -

We choose students from high schools ranging from mostly-white El
Cerrito through eompletely integrated Berkeley High to all-black Mc-
Clymonds. The responses corroborated each other and also tied in with
comments from two Negro girls now attending the University who had
talked to many high school students,

They're not foo worried about racial discrimination. They are mainly
concerned with getting good grades; raising enough money; and the
kind of social life they will have on campus. In spite of the Civil Rights
idealism of many college activists, these upwardly-mobile Negro youth
“don’t want to be around people with those attitudes” prevailing in
some student protest movements. These students say they want to go
to college to study, not to protest.

" These students seem to be bothered more by the Campus Left than

by discrimination on campus. A Castlemont senior did remark that
“kids on the football team say the white boy has a better chance to make
the team than Negroes.” He noted that some Negroes—parents and stu-
dents—thought there were racial barriers but from his own experience,
he concluded, “if you're qualified, you make it.” He said many students
had heard this but “they forget about this and they look at the racial
aspect.” . 5

The two Negro girls who had talked to a number of l’hluschunl stu-
dents said that only one of them had asked about racial discrimination.
One of them said, “Many Negro high school kids want t ow how many
Negroes are already attending a college and this is factor in in-
fluencing them . . . many ask ‘what kind’ of Negroes go to Cal.”

Perhaps the University is not such an orge in race relations and per-
haps the Don Quixotes on the Left are not such Knights in Shining
Armor doing battle on behalf of the Oppressed and Downtrodden.

Secondly, Miss Leach condemns
the Fainbergs because “at no time
do they attempt to correlate test
grades with some other measure
of learning, . . .”

Finally, I'd like to know how
Miss Leach ever got to be a jun-
ior in Psychology without realiz.
ing that any organism's perform-
ance has to be measured (tested)
and classified (W) before it
can be discussed . ., Miss Leach’s
logic leads to this: meaningful dis.
cussion of learning is irrelevant at
institutions of learning!

While Katzenbach was downgrading the importance of
Communist involvement, the newspapers were hell-bent
on upgrading it.

This situation was particularly
true with regard to statements about Students for a Demo-
cratic Society. After repeating the same question concern-
ing communist activity and hearing Katzenbach repeat his
original reply, the press went on to ask:

Q: Are they (Communists) in leadership in this orga-
nization (SDS)?

K: By and large, no.

The point is more serious, however, than just another
job of irresponsible reporting. Raising the “Red” flag in
this country is dangerous and frightening. There are more
than enough hounds angrily awaiting the hunt. In his
latest column, for instance, David Lawrence declares that
“The American government has strong suspicions that the
student demonstrations have been aided, if not instigated,
by agents of the Soviet Union and of Red China in this
hemisphere.”

This is sheer rot, as is the hastil-compiled “study” of .

"“The Anti-Vietnam Agitation and the Teach-in Movement:

The Problem of Communist Infiltration and Exploitation”
which Senator Dodd produced last week. We found this
work remarkable in its inaccuracies, distortions ' and

- Smears. .

Few deny that the Vietnam issue is extremely complex.
It deserves debate, and the methods of protest can cer-
tainly be called into question. But the “Communist” label
simply can’t be thrown around. It will bring out the worst
in this country, destroying a lot of decent human beings
who have absolutely nothing to be ashamed of.

The spectre of another McCarthyite orgy here should be
enough to make all intelligent Americans speak out, quick-
