However,
I cannot serve in good conscience
while the same governmen: which
would employ me to help people
in one part of the world is killing,
maiming, and leaving homeless
men, women, and children in Viet-
nam.

"I will reconsiaer my applica-
tion when our government has
demonstrated its urgent desire to
end the war peacefully by: (1)
ceasing all bombing in Vietnam,
and (2) initiating attempts to ne-
gotiate with all parties to the war,
including the National Liberation
Front.”

(Editor’s Note: this is the first
of a three part series on the pro-
gress of the Tussman Program, an
expefimental education program
for 150 freshmen.)

By LELA ZIFF

The Tussman Program has now
beenyin operation for a month and
a half and both its students and
facuy are beginning to evaluate
its achievements.

Most of the students seem to be
satisfed with the progress of the
progsam, although they all admit
that there are some very definite
shorfcomings.

The Tussman Program is an ex-
perimental form of education new
to the University this year, One
hundred fifty freshmen partici-
pate in it for two years for which
they receive twelve units a semes-
ter.

(The course of study this se-
mester deals with ancient Greece.
The students have no tests; whe-
ther or not it will be graded on a
pass-fail basis is still under con-
sideration.)

ENTHUSIASTIC

Linda Cahn, one of the most en-
thusiastic members of the Tuss-
man Program, feels that what one
gets put of the program is totally
deteemined by what one puts into
it.

“The reading is fascinating,"
she says, “and the lectures are
stimulating. I just wish we had
more of them.”

Paul Jaffe’s conception of the
course of study is: "I enjoy the
freedom.

“The main thing that I'm learn-
ing is not facts; it's how to read
a book,” he said. “I'm finally be-
ing taught how to learn and how
to get the most out of what I
read. 1 feel that I'm learning
what's really important to me.”

As far as the material itself is
concerned, Wayne Saxton be-
lieves ‘We're not really studying
anciént Greece. We're studying
signfficant themes in human ex-

perience in an historical frame-
work.”

Stanford Robinson expresses
the opinions of most of the stu-
dents interviewed. “The differ-
ence betwen my course of study
and that of students tdking regu-
lar courses is that we don't learn
as much of g concrete nature, but

we do learn what is essential —
how to.intelligently formulate our
own opinions. The students are
learning about Greek culture
through -the works we've read so
far and relate what we've learned
to modern Iife,” he said. “It gives
you a sense of perspective of man
what he was then and is now.”

James Pittaway says, “l1 don't
work in the Tussman Program in
the regular sense. I live in a state
of apocalyptic well-being. There
is less actual work in the program
than on the outside, but I'm
learning a lot more. The fact
that eveéning seminars are so
readily available and the faculty
is so easily accessible makes up
for the loose structure of the
class schedule, Pittaway said.

APPREHENSION

Despite the general feeling of
satisfaction with the program
there are a number of students
who express apprehension at the
course it is taking.

Dan Duran complains that there
hasn't been any attempt to give
the students a pragmatic basis
for what they are doing. He feels
that there 1s too much concern
with rhetoric, meter, and syntax.
Instead, he said, the program
should try o delve intg the real
meat of the material.

Duran criticizes the program's
faculty saying, “They take it for
granted that we're all intellec-
tuals. It's just not true. Some peo-
pol have to be led. The individ-
uals in the program are not do-
ing enough work. They have a
high school attitude for some-
thing that is very definitely not
high school.”

He says the faculty does not
appreciate the lethargy of its

She feels that the work
is overwhelming (Joseph Tuss-
man, the originator of the pro-
gram, demands fifty hours of
work a week for the twelva units
of credit the students receive)

To the thousands of lonely
Army, Navy, Coast Guard, Marine
and Air Force men resting up
between battles they are sending
packages of candy, cookies and
other delicacies.

“From Operation Sweet Tooth.”
they are labeled.

Thus. in a tanrible way, have
thousands on thousands of Amer-
icans across the country joined
in the groundswell of opposition
to their fellow countrymen who
voice disagreement with the U.S.
policy in Vietnam.

“We just want the U.S. service-
men to know that we want them
to win the war and that we're
with them,” said a member of the
student council of Xavier Univer-
sity in Cincinnati, Ohio.

The council set in motion a
program of Christmas card sales,
the proceds from which will pay
for the sending of cards to Amer-
ican servicement in Vietnam.

The sophomore class of Cen-
tralia, Wash., Jnior College, col-
lected 119 pints of blood to be
sent to the wounded Americans
in Vietnam.

The massive ASUC Constitutional Convention election
3s approaching.

The election, scheduled for Nov. 15-19, will choose 60
dclegates—23 graduates and 37 undergraduates. The Con-
vention will draft a new ASUC Constitution, which may
radically change the ASUC, change it mildly, or leave it
the same.

With 226 names on the ballot and each voter marking
as many as 37—confusion is bound to result. Additional
factors will futher complicate the situation.

® Members of the new Rules Committee will be elected
at the same time.

® The election will continue for five days.

® Graduates will be voting not for 37 persons but for
23

® Voters will have to decide how to rank the person
for whom they are voting—i.e. whom they prefer as num-
ber 25 versus whom they will mark number 26. This is
one of the inherent problems in the preferential system.

' ® There will undoubtedly be lines—long, long, lines.

Election council members have been working hard to
find ways to facilitate the election. They will print the
ballots, set up voting booths (100 extras have been bor-
yowed from the Alameda County Registrar), man the
ibooths, and count the ballots. :

Their biggest current headache is manning the polling
booths. Poll workers will be needed for up te 950 man
hours, if the expected 10,000 voter turnout materializes.

The engineering council has volunteered to man four
booths. and Elections Council chairman Richard Venning
hopes more groups will volunteer to man other booths.
Sien-up sheets are being circulated in living groups, and
anterested pertons can also sign up in the Elections Council
ofhice, third floor, Eshleman Hall.

We¢ urge students to sign up for at least one hour of
pu“ sitting.

To scoft at the ASUC, to cry for a voice and representa-
tion, v pure hypocrisy unless one is willing to do some
work for the same democracy.

Tradinionally, members of living groups and campus
service groups have born the brunt of such work as poll
sitting. If the commuter-independents want the right to

gripc abour the ASUC, they had better also put in some
work.

We are looking forward to a smooth election, to erase
from our memories the fiasco of last year. However, a
smooth clection, one which will surmount the mass con-
fusion which is possible, requires the help we are aking.

West Coast folk music, and the
Bay Area in particular, with all
the interest shown in the various
idioms has produced damn few
signifigant folk artists. Yet, when
one performer achieves the level
of skill necessary to be regarded
as worthwhile in contemporary
terms, and that person can’t sell
a few records in his home town,
then one begins to wonder about
taste of that population.

John Fahey is something of a
culture hero in Boston, he has a
growing following in New York,
and even normally placid Chica-
goans offer a little appreciative
comment about him. Perhaps it's
due to Ed Denson's exotic covers
(flashy white on black) or the
esoteric song titles. Whatever the
reason, Berkeley folkies haven't
adopted Fahey's luscious composi-
tions and made him rich as he
deserves.

The releases that Takoma has
seen fit to offer, show Fahey's
wondrous taste and moving crea-
tions in a very revolutionary set-
ting. Not only are there none of
the usual “full color” pictures on
the front, and no quaint photos
of the gang of helpers necessary
to produce the dise. But, Takoma
has even included the most out-
rageous annotations on the en-
closed pamphlet supposedly ex-
plaining the music. They are
really meant to hopelessly confuse
the buyer in the hopes that he'll
buy another Fahey record in a
foolish search for the solutions
and meanings to the earlier notes.

Luckily, none of these releases
are hoaxes at I.make it sound, nor
are they typical of the majority
of local talent. - -

John Fahey has taste and be-
witching musical sense that few
recorded artists can approach.
Each record, in numerical pro-
gression, demonstrates his highly
precise compositions in better

" light. If the first two issues were

somewhat “mainstream” (to bor-
row a phrase from the jazz
world), the third scon-to-be-re-
leased sessions-are some of the
very finest, clean, and absorbing
guitar pieces available. The third
record draws on nearly every
string background and the re-
sults are genuine innovation. I
found no hackneyed phrases and
his slide work is tremendous.

' Too many superlatives? I doubt
it and meither do the record pur-.
chasers in Boston (where his
genius is recognized). Technical
explanations don’t help convey
the beauty and imagination in
Fahey’s sequela. Te simply plays
some of the loveliest guitar pleces
around, and repeated Hstenings
don’t exhaust his worth.

With all the trash being mar-
keted in record shops these days
it's a pleasure to find men like
John Fahey performing signifi-
gantly if unfortunately obscurely.

_The “unfaculty faculty” took
the first step towards official rec-
Ue..:llOn yesterday at a meeting
“with Chancellor Roger Heyns.
The “unfaculty faculty” is the
Academic Research and Profes-
sional Association. It represents
