QOakland city officials will appear in San Francisco Federal
Court at 10 a.m. today to try to show cause why federal judge
William Sweigert should not issue a VDC-requested injunction
suspending the Oakland parade ordinance for the Nov. 20 march.

A VDC spokesman said he was “confident” Oakland would not
be able to sufficiently justify its refusal to issue a permit for

the upcoming parade.

Bettina Aptheker said she thought Heyns was attempting to cause
a split between the faculty and the students by “playing on the fears
of the faculty regarding a legislative investigation.”

Cheit said the speech was not designed to play on anyone’s fears.
“It was a concise statement of problems. Why should we be concerned
about a legislative investigation? Chancellor Heyns has said we
would welcome such an investigation.”

Commenting on Heyns’ state-

Cockrell said “I go along with
what the Chancellor is trying to
do — absorb the political activity
of students into the mainstream
of the University while not losing
sight of the purpose of the Uni-
versity.”

Heyns also said in his speech
it bas been suggested that
University facilities by stu-
nml faculty does not include
right to invite the general
to the campus unless the
activity Is University-sponsored.

Commenting on this statement
Cheit said “it is one thing when
our students use our facilities for
political activity. It’s another mat-
ter when the genenl public makes

;t;s:

Rubin uid he was “thoroughly
disturbed by Heyns’' definition of
a student. The University should
be a community of ideas open to
all who wish to use .it.”

Because of the “cash register,
grocery store-style of education
offered here, many’ non-students
are more serious about education
than the students,” Rubin said.

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Scape, Anti-Slate Blasted

Charges and counter-charges were hurled yester-
day as Slate leveled a broadside attack against
Scope and Anti-Slate, its two major opposition
groups in the upcnmmg cunstitutmnal conven-
tion election.

Slate’s attack came in fwo parts—a statement
written by Slate’s ASUC co-odrinator Andrew Wells
entitled “Slate's Opposition,” and a verbal barrage
against Scope and Anti-Slate by Slate members.

Wells’ article charged Slate's opponents with ex-
hibiting “a consistent pattern of opposition to
change and progress' after running on “platforms
traditionally containing such meaningless piati-
tudes as ‘responsible student government’ and
‘better communication.’ ”

Scope’s Frank Rossi denied categorically the
charges leveled against him and other Scope can.
didates. He criticized Slate for attacking “a group
of conservative and qualified students who repre-
sent the basic sentiment that exists on this cam-
pus.”

“It has become obvious in at least two elections
that the approach and method of Slate have been
rejected. Their negativism has proved ineffective
in achieving any of their goals,” Rossi continued.

“I think Scope is phony,” said Slate ASUC Sen-
ator Brian Turner. “It is a phony organization in
that it has no intention of supporting the platform
it is running on.”

“The big problem with Scope is it thinks the
present ASUC constitution is great.

“It was founded by Frank Rossi, the chief sto
dent spokesman for the administrative oppositios
to FSM last year.

“His whole political philosophy and actiens im-
dicate he doesn’t give a damn sbout the comnsti-
tutional convention,” Turner sald.

Turner, and other Slate members, also charged
Scope with trying to keep issues out of the cam-
paign.

Rossi said a proposal in the ASUC Senate for a
discount store was “Slate’s attempt to give stu-
dents something after being in power for almost
a year.”

“Anti-Slate and Scope have the same goals,” Tur-
ner said. “What Slate stands for in the convention
emerges directly from the Free-Speech Movement.
Anyone who opposed the FSM as strongly as Rossd
did can't be in favor of a moderate plllfnrm like
Scope’s.

'Zambia Could Be Cut Off'

side world as a résult of Rhodesia’s unilateral declaration-of inde-
pendence, an educator from Zambia on tour here said yesterday.

_Fergus -MacPhearson, dean of students at the newly created Unie
versity of Zambia said in an interview that if Rhodesia cuts off Zam»
bia’s access to the railroad which links both countries with the ocean,

his country

would not statid alone in defending her rights.

Zambia's president, Kenneth Kaunda, declared a state of emess
gency here yesterday and charged that there is a major buildup of
white Rhodesian troops along the Zambesi River which separates the

two countries.

MacPhearson sald Zambia has given white Rhodesia the opportunity
to see “that the races can work together.” Zambia has an all-African
government with a population of three and a half million of which

120,000 are white.

“Our race relations were as bad as those in Seuth Africa,” Mae
Phearson said, “but enlightened leadership has changed this.”

“It’s a good land to live in.”

“It is totally inconsistent,” Turner said, referring
to Rossi's alleged opposition to the FSM and his
subsequent backing of a constitutional convention.

“We are glad to see ASUC President Jerry Gold-
stein's present program, ‘Projects for Progress,
contains ten points lifted directly from last spring’s
Slate platform " the Slate statement -says. “We
would have liked to have seen Jerry support this
program while he was vice-president.

In an address to the National Student Associa-
tion this summer Goldstein said-“We-are all tired
of discussing and sleeping and eating Berkeley.

V The Wrong Answer

The University’s new Chancellor, Roger Heyns, has is-
sued what may become the nucleus of his version of “The
Uses of the University.” In his speech to the Academic
Senate Monday Chancellor Heyns posed several questions
which he needed help in answering.

The way these questions were posed provided an inter-
esting contrast to both Kerr’s definition of the Univer-
sity and the definition first loudly promulgated last year
by the Free Speech Movement.

Kerr defined the University’s place in today’s society
in his book on the Multiversity. Serving society, educating
as much of the population as possible, and providing brain
power and rescarch facilities to industry, today’s Univer-

sity as defined by Kerr was very definitely a part of society. !

When FSM exploded, student discontent with Kerr’s
definition was illustrated. The students and perhaps a ma-
jority of the faculty did not want an 1vory tower, but they
lalso did not want the relationship to society which Kerr

had defined.

They wanted to use the University as an incubator for
ideas, and as a vehicle to distribute these ideas to the rest
of society. The students were tired of being trained for use
in society; they wanted to become educated and in turn to
educate the rest of the world.

This of course made life uncomfortable for the rest of
the population.

The Board of Regents searched for new Chancellors, at-
tempting to find one who could live amid the strains be-
tween the new views of the students and society’s demands
that the University return to its old habits.

Chancellor Heyns suggested a solution to the problem:
retreat from both these views in an effort to encompass
both. His answer is a partial return to the ivory tower.

He has consistently emphasized the educational aspect
of the University, but never so dramatically as in his latest
speech to the Academic Senate.

The administration and faculty are understandably
tired of straightening out permit problems and rules prob-
lems. They are tired of listening to enraged citizens and
smoothing over crises.

The question is who will educate whom—will the Es-
tablishment influence the students: or the students the
Establishment?

However, the way out of this problem is not retreat.
We cannot withdraw from society. Chancellor Heyns is
right in his efforts to find more regular procedures to man-
age the political problems that arise. However, much of
the administration’s problems need to be solved by educa-
ting the public to what belongs at a University.

The University is the gadfly—and for this it will always
be in trouble. Minds receiving a true education will want
to change society toward their ideal—We stifle education
when we clamp down on the expression which results from
the same education. .

A glance at the reper-
toire of the Met in the last few
years will show what dark days
have fallen upon the old house
under Rudolf Bing in its final
years.

“(LBJ has passed) school aid, medicare, civil rights, tax cuts, pros-
perity . . . and dozens of other goodies. How nice it is to have a
man who gives what liberals have asked for generations, plus the fun
of kicking him too!” (“TRB” in the New Republic.)

The editorial praise LBJ's domestic program has been receiving
recently surpasses even the news space allotted to activities against
the war in Vietnam. The Left’s denunciations of LBJ may have placed
him so far “out” that that he is now “in.” Sort of “Camp " really.

Yet large portions of the Johnson legislation provide more poten-
tial than program. The very emphasis on press agentry involved in
the War on Poverty lends doubts to its credibility.

New social security reforms, medicare, housing laws and tax cuts
are heralded; yet these new laws, diluted as they are, should not be
the subject of unqualified praise. “Trickle down” econemic policies are
pursued as taxes of the wealthy are cut—but not the taxes of the

n Robin Hood did better than that. A new housing law is
passed but rent supplements for those trapped in urban slums are
neglected. And next summer will American “leaders” again wonder
why slum inhabitants try to burn the place down?

Similarly the called-for “maximum feasible participation” of the
poor in the direction of the poverty program has proved a shame. In
Chicago this phrase has come to mean the maximum feasible partici-
pation of the hmd»i:icked poor loyal to Mayor Daley's political ‘ma-
chine. In Los Angeles it means the maximum feasible participation
of Mayor Yorty. In San Francisco there may actually be some limited
pirticipation of the poor: Mayor Shelley is not as powerful as Daley
or Yorty.

Providing concrete solutions to broad problems is never easy and
seldom complete. Vital critics of American society—from Catholic
socialists like Michael Harrington to prima donnas like Saul Alinsky—
have focused America’s attention on its failures.

But being at Berkeley resuilts in a disjoined national perspective. -

On this campus it is somehow hard to think of LBJ as a stimulus for

anything but oppoesition. Yet LBJ’s consensus policies have usurped
the American center, while at the same time moving the American

- center leftward. Ten years ago one would have been painted pink for

suggesting that there was widespread poverty in America.

Today this suggestion is avowed publie policy. In a few years it
may even be transformed into significant programs. We'll believe it
when we see it. T

ment will certainly strengthen
the hand of those reactionary ele-
ments which would throw out the
present University Administra-
tion and replace it with one
which would apply the tightest
restrictions on student activities.
This in turn would almost in-
evitably lead to even greater stu-
dent unrest with explosive possé
bilities. In other words it will
help to create the chaotic situa-
tion which the communists hope
to exploit to further isolate the
intellectual community.

In short, this decision was
taken to discredit the University
and intellectuals as a group, as
well as to create a climate favor-
able for further mass demonstra-
tions and defiance of authority,
which is one of the principle ob-
jectives of the communist party.
This is subversion in its most
insidious form. If it is not, then
why, why is Bettina giving cred-
ance to the idea that the Univer-
sity is a “hotbed of communism?”
