Mayun Art Dlsplay to Open

One of the rarest collections of
its kind, obtained despite remote
locations in deep jungles and of-
ficial government reticence, has
been assembled for public display
at the University.

Rubbings of Maya stone carv-
ings—massive reproductions from
stone tombs and monuments as

well as other art deriving from
that ancient Indian civilization—
are scheduled to be shown be-
sinning  Saturday until January
17 at the Lowie Museum of An-
thropology in Kroeber Hall.

The rubbings were made over
a three-year period by Marin
County artist Merle Greene, after
Mexico and Guatemalan officials
granted her special permission (o
reproduce the treasures, lempor-
arily lifting an official govern.
ment ban of long standing against
such work.

The result is an accumulation
of scores of life-size impressions
of carvings which depict the
drama. genius, fears, and power
of a great culture which once
dominated much of the central
spine of what is now called Mid-
dle America.

Mrs. Greene, as an artist for the
Tikal Project of the Unmniversity
Museum. University of Pennsyl.
vania. the Tulane University Mid-
dle American Research Institute.
and the Research Laboratories of
Anthropology, Uliiversity of

North Carolina, applied a tech
mquf: using different grades and
weights of rice aitd mulberry pa-
pers to capture a weaith of de-~
tail visible on the -carvings.

The fidures which Mrs. Greene's
works illuminate are believed 1o
be portraits of monarchs and
priests from the fourth to six:
teenth centuries, A.D.. when
Mayan civilization flourished Cer.
tain sections of the inscriptions
apparently refer to the rulers
accession and their birth dates

On Utopia

Carl Schorske, special assistant
to the Chancellor vesterday out-
lined his “reflections on the pos- |
sible structure of Utopia” for
graduate education.

Speaking at the eighth In a
series of “Education at Berkeley”
lectures. he stressed three facts |
of graduate education:

® The way in which grads are
edacated today

@ The place of teaching in
grad education

® Assuming there is a place
for a grad’s teaching, what is its
effect on the undergraduates?

Schorske proposed a limbering
up of interdepartmental coopera-
tion.

He suggested it could be made
easier for grads to cross over he-
tween departments to take semi-
nars and to teach without chang-
ing the departmental structure

In most places, he added, in
the University today, graduates
learn in three ways: by formally
organized curricula (seminars),
by undertaking some type of
teaching which makes a contri-
bution to the grad's own educa.
tion, and by doing independent
work which is loosely supervised.

Discussing the values of the
teaching assistant program as an
aid to graduale education,
Schorske said. “Instead of T A's
being drill masters. we will see
our T.A’s as explorers doing
semnar type work "

(Grads can “sharpen their minds
while they broaden their ranges,
he continued, speaking about
grads being T.As in “fields they
are not really trained to handle”

“Teaching and scholarship are
interrelated . . . he (the grad)
is not only preparing to teach, he
is .enhancing his own learning."”

In answer to the question,
“Should all grads be teachers””
a professor in the audience said,
“Ithink in a place this size it is
dangerous to say all (x) shall
(y). no matter what (x) and (y) _
are.” A\, x| ; -

Supportisg. Schorske's views on
the values of grads’ teaching, an-
other professor in the audience
commented, “teaching experience
is tremendously valuable and stu-
dents should try to get it."

A question was raised about the
strict regulations for graduate de-
grees in gcertain departments.
Cited were the language and |
breath requirements.

Schorske replied that a “lot of
inferior work” is done so general
regulations must be set below
which no Ph.D. candidate may
drop. He added, a limbering up
of requirements is where a flex-
ible administration is important.

Schorske emphasized there
must be a correlation between
what a student studies and what
he needs when he "sallies forth
on his own."

Theodore Vermeulen, com-
menting on Schorske’s proposal
said that he had “formalized a
new look in graduate programs’
and that Utopia “will not come
overnight but success will be con-
tagious.” Vermeulen is the chair-
man of the Academic Senate’s
Select Committee on Educational
Policy.

Will Johnson and the
Congress really change the course of “intervention?™ Will a-“mass move-
ment" arise that will demand an end to such "intervention?"

The mere posing of such questions indicates the answer to all three: no.
The March will have but one positive effect: it will somehow assuage the
quilt of the morally sensitive. They will have Done Something. But note
the negative effects: exhibitionists will have a heyday, caring not for
the issues involved but only for the kicks; false illusions of persuasiveness
will be encouraged among moral idealists, who hope that one Great
Event can change the course of history; the major issues of American
Policy in the Far East will continue to be obscured.

It is this last that makes us sad. The misplaced efforts and energies and
hopes, the torrents of words, the legal entanglements, the alarums and
excursions and posturings—all are beside the point. And tfor this reason,

that Red China is now and will continue to be the main focus of American
Far Eastern Policy. Any activity vis a vis the Far East—no matter how

worthy—that does not take Red China into account is an Exercise in Ir-
relevancy. "Intervention' in Vietnam is a part of a long-range policy of
containment of Red China. To treat Vietnam as a singular and detached
item of foreign policy is meaningless and futile, and leads nowhere.

What we need therefore is a call away from issues and side shows, to
main issues and the Big Show.

One group doing this already is Americans for Reappraisal of Far
Eastern Policy. We urge the campus community to debate their proposals,
as live, viable and far more relevant alternatives to the negative apocalyp-
tic irrelevancies of the YDC.

UCLA students held a football game in the ad-
ministration building Monday to protest the pro-
posed use of $6.5 million in student fees to build
a combined football stadium and track field.

But: Vice Chancellor Charles Young offered an

alternate proposal Tuesday, where $2.9 million of
the funds would come from student incidental fees,
and the remainder would come from alumni and
booster groups.

The protest game, televised by three stations and
covered by three metropolitan newspapers, was
played to show that “the protestors of the use of
student’ money for the stadium are not anti-foot-
football,” said Steve Weinberg, a UCLA student.

The game, played between the “6.5'ers” and the
“2.9ers,” ended in a tie. Cheerleaders held pom
pons made. of paper money and dozens of students
blocked the “6.5'ers’” run for the goal line.

The Daily Bruin, UCLA student newspaper, has
received 2660 signatures this week on petitions
protesting the stadium.

Students have suggested the money could in-
stead be used for a scholarship program, free drugs
at the medical center, er be set aside for a new
student office building.

Vice Chancellor Young said the new proposal
was a result of pressure from students who “want.
ed a stadium but didn't like the way it was fi-
nanced.”

Students will have the opportunity to vote on
the new proposal during the Nov. 29 election. The
exact wording of the new proposal has not yet
been outlined.

During a referendum conducted last semester,
70 percent of the students voted against the origi-
nal $6.5 million proposal. However, the referen-
dum was not binding, and UCLA’s winning foot-
ball team prompted a renewal of the proposal.

The University has planned to start construction
of the stadium in 1968.

Games this season were played in the Los An-
geles Coliseum, as they have been for several
years.

Where Does
Our March Lead?

Susan Stein

Protest against the war in Vietnam usually is intended to “‘crack
the consensus.” People believe that we must shatter Johnson's myth
that virtually all Americans support his policy. And, while those who
hold this position realize that more Americans support the war than
oppose it, still a significant minority of dissenters can. they believe,
effect public opinior and influence foreign policy.

But this theory of “cracking the consensus” skirts the central ques-
tion: in this era of realpolitik, can we honestly believe that foreign
policy is founded on public opinion? Or must we bitterly recognize
that the guvernment will do what the government wants to do, and
that public opinion can be moulded to fit in with predetermined plans?

Last Monday in “Look,” Eric- Severeid reported a conversation he
had with Adlai Stevenson. In the fall of 1964, U Thant arranged for

negotiations between North Vietnam and the U.S. But in the fall of
1964 we were about to elect a president who was more concerned -

with preserving his image of strength, than he was with ending a
hideous war. After the elections, when the Texan was firmly in the

saddle, North Vietnam again offered to negotiate. This time the offer.

was refused because negotiations-would have a “demoralizing effect”
on Saigon. As McNamara is supposed to have said, “that government
was shaky enough, as !t was.” Hanoi's offer did not meet our condi-
tions for uncondigional talks. _ <

Does this Severeid report merely iridicate that the American peo-
ple do not have all the facts, and therefore that the American people
cannot make rationa} decisions about foreign policy? But in this time
of war, when the world hovers on the hrink of nuclear disaster, and
when even those. who think they agree with Johnson's policies are
hoping for a negotiated settlement, can there be any excuse for hiding
crucial information from us? We must conclude that the Johnson Ad-
ministration is frying to make certain that the public will have little
reason for challenging Vietnam- war policy.

Our government “of, for and by the people” knows when its actions
are a travesty of every democratic principle that this nation is sup-
posed to stand for. But instead of refusing to deviate from the values
and principles that it claims to hold, Johnson's. Star Chamber acts
clandestinely, and keeps its constituents faithful by keeping them
ignorant. Johnson has ceased to be responsible to the American peo-
ple; their attitudes weigh lightly against his own

How can we speak of “cracking the consensus” in this diabolical
framework? What evidence have we to believe that even if a majority
of the people challenged Johnson's war that could effect a change in
policy? Public opinion has no muscle behind it; only power is opera-
tive in realpolitiks.

Where will this march lead? First, it must lead to a radical re-
evaluation of what we’re attempting to do. What are the alternatives
to “cracking the consensus?” How can we crack Johnson's power?
This march, then, must lead us back to the people.

Community organizing has not been eminently successful so far.
We have not been able to build group strength that can effectively
challenge the local governments, let alone challenge the federal
structure. But community organizing seems to be the only hope we
have. Unless Johnson knows that not only don't people like what he's
doing, but also that people won’t co-operate with what he's doing, he'll
keep on ieading us, not silently and not submissively, but still to the

The Lolling
Stones

December’s Children (and Every-
body’s). The Rolling Stones.

London label.

The new Stones album is in the
stores, but before yvou rush to pget
it, you ought to first hear a
friend’s copy. You may actually
decide you don't want to buy it

The kindest thing one can say
about December’s Children is
that the Stones must have been
pretty tired when they made it.
Perhaps the harshest judgment is,
they've sold out to the Beatles
and the Byrds, dropped- into a
muddled, lackluster folk-rock bag.

Gone from mdst of the origi-
nals are the funky-foul sound and
concept that had<by the appear-
ance of their second albuQ%st,.a
made the Stones the-untouchable
English group. These new Jagger-
Richards tunes drag with say:
nothing lyrics, predictable and
derivative guitar work, plodding
tempos.

The crowning grotesquerie is
“As Tears Go By,” a weak song
done in with lush, rotting violins
and a Jagger vocal that is pro-
nounced far too trippingly on the
tongue. This number was origi-
nally a hit for Mary Ann Faithful
or one of those other soulless
failed folk singers who have come
into pop music to grab the quick
coin. That Jagger could have writ-
ten this loser (see the liner notes)
is merely hard to believe: that he
would sing it is incredible,

Nonetheless, the Stones show
some of their old fire on at least
three cuts; however, the fan’s ir-
ritation will only be compounded
because the recording on these is
not all clear. “She Said Yeah” is
thus marred and we lose the ef-
fect of the bass-oriented guitar
support and the vocal harmony.
Moreover, if you've had trouble
understanding the lyrics to “Get
Off My Cloud” over the radio,
you'll fin@the best stereo rig no
better help.

Reasons are more than plentiful
to explain, if not defend, this
artistic failure. According to the
KYA Beat, the Stones have taken
to fly-by-night recording sessions.
Recently they flew from London
to L.A., hopped off the plane and
into the studio, made their tapes
and enplaned again for England.

Under such conditions, and
pressed further by an overcrowd-
ed concert schedule, theyre going
to lose some of their verve, pow-
er, and invention.

One might ask whether the
Stones, in December’s Children,
are not looking for a new sound,
and whether they don’'t have a
right to. I cannot accept this pos-
sibility, for the group betrays a
lack of enthusiasm in most of the
tracks: the vocals and harmony
are limp, the songs fade out sud-
denly or unnaturally, as though
both the group and the engineer
had given up, and no cut ap-
proaches the three- and four-min-
ute lengths that were quite com-
mon on the earlier albums.

“The Stones are perfectionists
in every area they enter.” their
manager once wrote, and their
lack of energy suggests they don’t
really want to enter the area of
“As Tears Go By.' Let's hope we
can get.more satisfaction from
their next side.

Cal-In-The-Capital Jobs Open to Students

Like to have a Umted States Senator as
vour -boss this summer?

An opportunity for on-the-job training
in .the federal government will come this
summer when students will be able to
wark for senators, representatives and top
governmental agencies.

Under an 1ll-week internship program
known as “Cal-in-the-Capitol,” students
will do more than just menial tasks as
segretarial filing, typing and errand run.
ning.

They will instead do research for po-
tential legislation, edit tapes for the Voice
of . America and prepare press releases
angd correspondence.

According to Shiela McKusker publi-
city.chairman of the program, the hours a
student works are a matter he works out
with his employer, but they are usually

eight per day.
WORKING OVERTIME

But interns often find themselves caught
up in the affairs of Washington to  the
extent they volunteer overtime: effort, she
added.

“This is precisely the type of enthusi-
asm which we look for in selecting candi-
dates for the intern positions,” she said.

To apply for the program, a student is
required to fill out a "“Cal-in-the-Capitol”
application form, available at the Alumni
House and take a Federal Service En-
trance examination. He will also be inter-
viewed.

The deadline for submitting applica-
tions is Jan. 28, 1966. However, students
are encouraged to file them as early as
possible to facilitate the selection process.

According to Mike MecGinnis, program

coordinator, the number of people ac-
cepted for the program depends on the
number of positions the Alumni Associa-
tion is able to get and the amount of
financial assistance it can obtain.

NO PAY FOR SOME

Regarding the latter condition, McGin-
nis explained some of the Washington po-
sitions are non-paying. making it necessary
to rely on other sources of income for the
student.

Miss McKusker said the Alumni Asso-
ciation is also trying to.arrange for hous-
ing through Alumni living in the Washing-
ton vicimity.

This is especially important for students
who could not afford to pay for apart-
ments, she said. ——

NEW YORK (CPS)—Students
at the City University of New
York have threatened a city-wide
boycott of classes unless the
presidents of the eleven colleges
of the university meet with stu-
dent leaders to explain their un-
eéxpected proposal for charging
tuition.

Students and faculty of the
tuition-free municipal system, as
well as the Board of Higher Edu-
cation (BHE) which sets policy
for the university, were taken by
surprise last week when it was
revealed that the presidents and
chancellor planned to submit a
tuition proposal to the BHE at
its next meeting. In-the past the
presidents have been in the fore-
front of the university’s fight to
maintain its 118-year tradition of
free undergraduate edueation for
New York City residents.

Student leaders of the ﬁvé- sen-'
Jdor colleges .and six 4funior col-

leges™ of the university. met and
decided to call a student strike
for Friday (Nov. 19) if the presi-

The tuition cost would be
borne by a combination” of New
York State Scholar Incentive
Awards (a plan which subsidizes
every college student according
to the tuition hé pays), federal
scholarships, and minimal support
from the city, |

I Thf:h purpose of a fictitious tui-
tion charge, according to Chan.
cellor Albert Bowker, is to chan-
nel more state funds into the
rapidly expanding City Univer-
sity. Because city students do not
now pay tuition, they are not
eligible for the state ‘scholar in-
centive grants. There have been
indications that New York City
is becoming increasingly incapa-
ble of financing all of the pro-
grams at the university. Bowker
contended that the additional
state aid will be necessary for the
City University to accommeodate
the expected deluge of students
in the next few years. (The .uni-
versity currently enrolls more
than 100,000 students).

Objections to the fMdposal were
heard from several quarters. The
student government at the Bronx
campus of Hunter stated its oppo-
sition “in principle and practice”
to tuition charges, refusing to
agree to a tuition plan “under
any name or under any cendi-
tions.”

Many students expressed th e
fear that once the precedent is
set ,tuition costs will rise, as_ they
have at the State University of
New York, far beyond the schol-
ta;'ship funds available to meet

em.
