Speakers at the rally will in
clude Si Casady, president of the
Democratic Council and currently
under fire for his stand against
U.S. Vietnam policies; author Bob
Scheer; the Reverend Mr. Stephen

18 months in Vietnam.

The march will also not be al-
lowed to continue on to the Oak-
land Army Terminal, its original
destination. Judge Sweigert Wed-
nesday turned down VDC appeals
to send “even a single marcher” to
stage a symbolic picket of the ter-
minal. -

Corpuscles

The fraternity-sponsored blood
drive here has collected 371 pints
of blood, but there is- some doubt
about the blood’s destination.

Apparently very little of the
blood will ever reach Vietnam.

The American Red Cross, which
collects all blood for the Depart-
ment of Defense, received 2a
bulletin that there are “mo emer-
gency requirements for blood in
Vietnam.” Only blood fractions
(part of the blood) will'be sent
to U.S. servicemen there, as a
token of student support.

Cowell Hospital will get the
first 125 pints of blood from the
drive. The rest will be used in the
Bavy Area for wounded soldiers
returned here or emergencies.

The American Red Cross and
the Alameda-Contra Costa Blood
Bank are in charge of the blood
collection.

Meanwhile the left-wings Medi-
cal Aid Committee (MAC) for
Vietnam is still contimuing its
blood drive but is only ¢éllecting
pledges. MAC has a little over
100 so far. No arrangements have
been made to collect the blood.

MAC is trying to workithrough
the Intermational Red Cross,
which -in the past has imnged

Nearly’ OK'ed

RIVERSIDE -— The proposed
University Arts Center — its

status long in doubt due to un-
certanties in financing — received
a nearly final go ahead yesterday.

A joint meeting of the three
standing committees of the Univer-
sity Board of Regents, with only
one dissenting vote, approved a
plan for financing the project.

The final vote on the Center
will come this afternoon at a full
meeting of the Board.

The final financing plan calls
for a $3.9 million appropriation
from wunallocated and future
student incidental fees and $300.-
000 from others sources,

University Vice President
Charles Hitch, who presented the
plan to the Regents, said the pro-
posed financing could be accomp-
lished without diverting funds
from other projects. It does not
depend on receiving funds from
the Berkeley Centenial Fund or
from further sale of paintings
donated to the art center by Hans
Hofmann, he said.

The report accompaning the
financing recommendations indi-
cated the total allocation from
incidental .fees might well be
lower than requested — in fact,
closer to $2.7 million — because
additional paintings from the Hof-
mann collection would, in fact,
be sold and some contribution
could be expected from the Cen-
tenial Fund.

The total from these two
sources could be as much as $1.2
million, Hitch said.

Berkeley Chancellor Roger
Hyens, a firm supporter of the Arts
Center, listened anxiously as the
Regents digressed briefly in their
discussion of the project,

At one point Hewvns intoned
“Vote, vote” under his breath.
When the approval was in, he
slumped back into his chair and
uttered a short sigh of relief,

The only dissenting vote was
cast by Regent John Canaday,
who called the Art Center “prob-
ably a waste of money.”

Commenting on a letter sent
to the Regents by the ASUC
Senate last week urging approval
of the Arts Center, Canady said
he was not sure of the degree to

Earlier, at a meeting of the
Regents’ Educational Policy Com-
mittee. a brief discussion took
place between University Presi-
dent Clark Kerr and UCLA Chan-
cellor Franklin Murphy.

During a report by Chancellor
Dean McHenry of Santa Cruz on
the progress and future plans of
that campus, the problem was
raised of insufficient applications
by Junior college transfers to the
University.

Kerr laid the blame for this
partly to the fact that the various
University campuses have vary-
ing requirements — both major
and breadth — making it difficult
for junior colleges to prepare
students for transferring to the
University.

Murphy called for the establish-
ment of a doctrine of “mutual
acceptability” among the various
campuses which would entail the
establishment of uniform major
and breadth requirements in unit
scales throughout the University
system.

Kerr pointed out the problem
of the University's ‘two alterna-
tives—diversity among ourselves
but conformity forced upon us
from outside.’

Kerr cited suggestions from the
California Coordinating Council
on Higher Education — which
oversees the implementation of
the State Master Plan of Higher
Education — that the University
standardize requirements to facil-
itate preparation of junior college
students for admission to
University.

Murphy accused some campus
faculties of “livimg in a dream
world” as far as maintaining the
individuality of their .respective
campuses within the framework
of a University system. '

Hyens. asked afterwards for his
opinion on the “mutnal acceptabil-
1ity” doctrine. admitted a *‘certain
naivete”, but said he thought some-
thing should be done. to create
some order in the current chaos of
units and requirements among the
various campuses.

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GOP Hopeful Speaks

Laughlin E, Waters, a candidate for the Republican nomination for
Governor, said yesterday the University should not allow its facilities
to be used as a staging area for illegal off-campus activities.

Waters was on campus to speak at the Student Forum being held
at Boalt Hall.

-+ He stated his belief that the University, in the area of free speech,

should spell out workable guldelines which will inform the students

"~ about, their rights in participating. jm off-campus activities.

He added however, that these guidelines should be consistent with
the rule of law of the outstide eommunity.

Waters felt that last year’s. Free Speech Movement had been “poorly
handled on all sides.”

However, he believed there should be no “legislative intrusion” into
the problems of the University. The University should “put its own
house in order,” e said. '

Waters felt the Legislature should give Chancellor Roger Heyns a
chance to solve the University’s problems. However, if they are not
solved, “public pressure and opinion will force the Legislature to
investigate,” he warned. |

Although he strongly disagreed with the philosophy of the Vietnam
Day Committee, Waters stated that the VDC has the “right to express
its views.” They should be able to march, but the march should be under
“reasonable controls,” he said.

Waters added he thought there were too many people in the VDC
who were not protesting for purely philosephical reasons.

Many of the people in the Vietnam Day Committee are participating
“for the point of sewing more discord,” he said.

With regards to the Levering Act which requires all University em-
ployees to sign a loyalty oath, Waters said he thought it to be a
“relatively ineffective device” and a “fruitless exercise.”

The Indians may have Dave Lewis, but Cal, a little late in the sea-
son, has come up with an excellent counterpart to Lewis in Jim Hunt.
Hunt called signals the entire game in the win over Oregon and has
been throwing extremely well in practice all week.

Hunt 1s the key to the Cal offense that most of the season has been
unable to get untracked. But there are signs that they may be loosen-
ing up just in time.

Joining Hunt in the Bear backfield will be Northern California Back-
of-the-Year, Tom Relles who will operate out of the wingback slot. If
the field is really muddy watch for Tom to turn the Stanford flanks, for
the mighty mite is adept at tromping through mud.

At the other spots will be Frank Lynch at fullback who is able to get
the clutch yardage on third and short situations, and Lloyd Reist who
at left half, is gaining fine experience for next year.

Both Willsey and Ralston have been holding closed practices during
the week hoping that they will be able to throw each other off stride.
In fact the Bears worked indoors yesterday to get away from the mud.

Jolly John is a rather fortunate man for he has never seen his favor-
ite team lose in the Big Game. Between 1948 and 1951 at Cal, Ralston
played on two winning Bear teams and_now that he. has turned his
back and deserted the Blue and Gold hechas chilked up two victories
and no defeats. ;

WILLSEY QUARTERBACKED THE Bears to two wirs in-his play-
ing days for the Bears but still seek, his first win as a coach rkeiey.

The strong point of the Indian squad this, season has been their de-
fense and especially their line \ghiqtf hag made running up the middle
particularly difficult. Particulary touzh are Al Wilburn, Mike Hibbler,
Bob Rath, and Glenn Meyers. - .

Déspite a tough défense, they can be taken apart as Washington,
and UCLA each proved in handing Stanford one-sided defeats.

Unless the Indians can connect through the airways or make tracks
around the flanks they will have a difficult time negotiating the middie

of Cal's defense.

i - Left end Mike Connelly is Lewis’ favorite target, though he also

likes to throw to flanker Phil Humphrey. One other receiver that may

catch a pass or two is Fergus Flanagan, a tackle who catches passes
on the tackle eligible play.

W:hen the Indians go to the air the Bear secondary of Bobby Smith
and Ken Moulton at the corners and Greg Palamountain and Jerry
Mosher at safety will have to play inspired ball to throttle them.

The Cal offensive line will again be at full strength and led by the

he said they were designed primar-
ily for people who know and un-
derstand the language and its sub-
tleties.”

The man with the buttoned
down shirt and turned down hom-
burg would not disclose his name
but said he was a Berkeley resi-
dent and businessman.

He belongs to an ad hoe group
called the “Not-Everybody-In.
Berkeley-Is-A-Kook Committee.”
consisting of students, a professor
and Berkeley residents.

He kept one foot on Bancroft
Avenue and the other on the en-
trance to the camnus to “techni-
cally remain off University prop-
erty, which belongs to the Re-
gents.”

A girl asked for his response to
the bombing in Vietnam. and he
replied, “Unfortunately, bombing

“Most of the young ladies I
come in contact with socially are
from soroities, quite obviously
the mest conservaties—that’s no
reflection on them; it’s the way
they have been brought up.”
“If I didn’t come from this area
I'd have no social life. Few girls
are willing to go out with Negroes
because of the social unaccept-
ability and the pressures from
their society.

“It's the In thing now to be
friends with Negroes, but I guess
theyre afraid interracial dating
will lead te interracial marriage,”
Smith said.

He continued, “So many guys
in my fraternity. some up to me
and say this is their first-ehance
to meet a Negro,

“l tell them I am not really
representative of my race: I tend

to identify with the lower class.

I was brought up middle elass,
but I have so much contempt both
for the middle class and the
status quo which are at the root
of all the problems of Negroes.”

La Mont Mitchell, a senior in
social welfare and a Negro, is
also a member-of-a fraternity, or
was.

“I found there was an under-
current of discrimination going
on all around me when I lived

there (for two'years).”

Mitchell said he was called
names sometimes and was never
invited to any of his “brothers’ "
homes.

“Yes, I would say there is dis-
crimination here, but it is very
-hard to detect it. I was around
for a semester before I found out
that it existed around here . . . .

“In class when they speak of
discrimination and the Negro
“problem” they always think that
I know more than anyone else.
As it iIs, T know a lot more be-
cause of the fact that I am a
Negro but not necessarily be-
cause I've had crosses burned on
my lawit and been whipped, like
a lot of my classmates would-like
to say . . .

The Eyrie

‘Self Determination’
And the Vietnam War

.. By THEODORE JACQUENEY .

Haven't the Vietnamese people the right to “choose” Communism?

Ever since Woodrow Wilson’s 14 Points, American moralists have
been enthralled by the ideal of National Self-Determination. Yet there
were important instances after the First World War where this prin-
ciple should not have been applied. For example, the Austro-Hungar-
lan Empire was torn asunder to accommodate various nationalist
claims, with no provision whatever for political, military or economic
considerations. Only one of the newly created states—Czechoslovakia
—was economically viable. The consequent power vacuum in Central
Europe would have tempted any strong German government into ag-
gressive pursuits. Hitler merely accelerated the forthcoming disaster.

What happens when moralistic cries of “self-determination’” become
the exclusive criteria for determining international politics?

Self-determination was granted to inhabitants of the Saar indus-
trial basin in 1935. The people voted for re-union with the Nazi Reich
and provided an indispensible industrial base for Hitler’s prosecution
of the Second World War. Yet the results of the Saar plebiscite ac-
curately reflected popular sentiment.

The issue of self-determination in Vietnam is obfuscated by intel-

lectual pyrotechnics on the Left. Sample argument: Mao Tse-tung's -

revolutionary strategies postulate large-scale popular support for
guerrilla operations; the Viet Cong have not yet been defeated: there-
fore “Communism™ must have large-scale popular support in Vietnam.

This form of circular reasoning can easily be distinguished from
reality and fact. Whatever popular support the Viet Cong have accrued
in Vietnam is not due to open presentation of “Communism” to the
Vietnamese people.

The Viet Cong have openly proclaimed their “vanguard” to be the
Popular Revolutionary Party—creation of the Communist Lao Dong
of the North—but most Viet Cong propaganda obscures Marxism-
Leninist ideology as well as Communist leadership. As Professor Rob-
ertert A. Scalapino noted at the Toronto International Teach-In of
October 16, “Viet Cong literature plays upon purely local grievances
. + » such as religious freedom, political rights, and land reform . . .
this is not support for Communism.”

The issue of self-determination and Communism is, however, rele-
vant to at least one grea in Vietnam: the North. '

Bernard Fall writes.that by 1958 the Lao Dong rulers of North Viet-
nam unleashed a reign of “force and-terror . . . Exact figures remain
unavailable, but the number of peasants killed during the North Viet-
namese ‘land reform’ drives from 1954 to 1956 is variously estimated
at between 50 and 100 thousand.” Scalapino superts U.S. policy in
Vietnam while Fall opposes it, but both conclude that in 1956 a full
scale revolt against the Communist Lao Dong occurred in North
Vietnam. .

In 1963 Ngo Dinh Diem was heading a- corrupt regime, dictatorial
in every quality except efficiency. But in 1956 his greatest mistake
‘could have been not to push vigorously for supervised eléctions in all
Vietnam. He might have lost the South—and gained the North.

The 1954 Geneva Convention on Vietnam stipulated that free elec-
tions to be held in both North and South. And it was Ho Chi Minh
as well as Diem who refused to hold the UN-supervised elections that
the Geneva Agreements called for. A cruclal question for South Viet-

nam is not whether the people vote for Communism, but whether
there would be a second election.

After all, has a Marxist-Leninist party ever favored free elections
after it took power?

down or less, Cal has won 10 of

those and the Tribe a dozen. The
average score of a Big Game is
Cal 125, Stanford 12.1 California
has scored 30 points only five
times, with the 42 points racked

up by the 1921 Wonder Team, its

highest total. Stanford has scored
30 points in just three big games.
California has been held to one
touchdown or less on 31 occasions,
including the 21-3 loss last year.
Stanford has dipped below this
figure 28 times. Cal has scored
825 total points, Stanford 819.

This is the BIG ONE.

It all began in 1802 with a 14
10 Stanford win in March, in a
sandlot at Haught and Stanyon
Streets in San Francisco. It was
delayed slightly because neither
team brought a ball. The second
game was played in December of
the same year and was a 10-10 tie.

1919 marked the return to Ame-
rican football and the first Big
Game in five years. This was the
start in Big Game play of Andy
Smith's Wonder Teams, which
won five straight Big Games be-
fore being tied by Pop Warner's
first Stanford team, 20-20.
