The campus-born Vietnam Day
€Committee still wants to go to the
Oakland Army Terminal.

However, the form of prbtest
there has not yet been deddod,
VDC's Mike Delacour said last
night.

The announcement came after
VDC succeeded Saturday in
marching 10,000 strong, many of
them students, to DeFremery
Park in Oakland, where a two and
a II:LHII hour anti-war rally was
he

The Committee was prevented
from going to the Oaitland Arrny
Terminal by Oakland City offi-
cials and a federal coutt judge

Possible violence anticipated by
Oakland police and city officials
faled to mattrialize, as law en-
forcement officers accompained
the-march at frequent intervals.

About 1000 policemeén helped
guard the route, with 1400 mere
held In emergency reserve.

The march, broken into block-
Iong segments to avoid undue
traffic congestion, began to leave
campus about 9:30 a.m. It reached
the Oakland City limits, where
last month two earlier marches
had been halted, at about 11:30
a.m.

The route of the walk was lined
with spectators, some of whom
hurled insults, at the crowd, while

Indians Axe Bears A

The California Bears let the big one get away
and found themselves dropping their fifth consec-
utive game to the Injuns from Stanford, 9-7, last
Saturday in Stanford Stadium, before 78,000 fans.
Despite the loss, Ray Willsey was still to find
solace in the game by remarking, “Everybody can
be disappointed in losing to your traditional rival.
and of course I am. But looking over the season, I
feel that we are closing the football gap.

“We are heading in the right direction, I think
for our football program at California. I feel a lot
better about the whole outlook than last year.”

The coach went on, “A lot of football is intang-
ible and we certainly aren’t standing still at Berke-
ley. We are building a winning spirit at California.”

Though Cal did drop their final game of the year
and were clobbered by threé good teams they still
managed to finish the season with a 55 mark, the
best win-lost record in these parts since Pete
Elliot guided California to the Rose Bowl in 1958.

Stanford also closed out a flll']jf successful sea-
son, winding up at 6-3-1, best since 1957 when they
ended with a 64 record.

The win didn't come easy for the Cards as it took
a clutch drive, crucial third down play by quarter-
back Dave Lewis, and an 11 yard romp by Ray
Handley to carry Stanford from the brink of a 7-3
setback.

Midway in the fourth quarter it looked as if
Willsey's men were finally going to track down
the Indians amd halt their win skein at four games.

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Cowell Doctor Talks
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“Students Must Know About Birth Control’

Knowledge of human physical
anatomy and methods of birth
control are necessary for students,
the assistant director of Cowell
Hospital told a small group of
girls Friday.

“Boys and girls need to know
about their own anatomy and how
to make the best of what nature
gave them,” said Dr. Gertrude
Mitchell. '

“Ignorance is not the way to
approach and problem.”

However, she also explained,
“It is not the policy of Cowell or
the Student Health Service to pro-
vide prescriptions or devices for
the purpose of birth control.”

CONFIDENTIAL

In her noon discussion in Ste-
phens Room of the Student Union
Dr. Mitchell said, “Each doctor
has a private, confidential rela-
tionship with his patient.

“For unique and unusual rea-
sons, the doctor may, as an indi-
vidual physician and with no rela-
tion to the hospital, advise or aid
a patient” with birth control de-
vices, she added.

On this basis, she explained,
“The physician may practice ac-
cording to the privilege and right
of a doctor as an individual out-
side the University hospital’s poh-
cy.”'

Dr. Mitchell said Cowell’s doc-
tors are “willing to educate stu-
dents on an individual or group
basis and may tell students what
to do and where to go to get
help.”

But it is “not the hospital's re-
sponsibility” to distribute birth
control devices, she said.

Dr. Mitchell said she feels that
information -about the control of

pregnancy 1is especially import-

ant because “a girl should know
about her anatomy and physical

condition as it will effect her
married life, marital hygiene, and
marital sex.”

RHYTHM METHOD

In a discussion of the various
birth control methods and their
failure or success, she said the
key to success of the rhythm me-
thod is the female’s individual
menstrual cycle.

She explained that ovulation,
the only fertile period in the cy-
cle, lasts from two to four days
and occurs 14 days prior to men-
struation.

Avoiding pregnancy with this
method is rather complicated,
however, since ‘“the sperm can
live as long as seven days in the
uterus so intercourse should not
take place seven days prior to
ovulation.

“Also the menstrual period
lasts five days; it takes three days
for the egg to pass out of the
body, and three days must be al-
lowed before and after menstru-
ation if it runs early or late,” she
said.

The rhythm method is success-
ful only if the patient “keeps
track of the menstrual cycle for
a number of months and with the
advice of a physician plots out a
cycle calendar,” Dr. Mitchell ex-
plained.

COITUS INTERRUPTUS

She said the only method of
birth control that does not require
the aid of a doctor is coitus inter-
ruptus, in which “the male with-
draws the penis before climax or
final emission of the sperm.”

Dr. Mitchell added this method
1s sometimes undesirable since
“there may be leakage of sperm.”
Also, this method is “very emo-
tionally dissatisfying for the male
and female."

She said, “the use of a condom,
a rubber sheath which is placed

things
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over the penis, is fine if the sheath
doesn't break.”

This method may also be harm-
ful “if the penis becomes 50 small
that the condom comes off inside
the female’s body.”

Another device for avoiding
pregnancy is the use of a dia-
phragm which Dr. Mitchell de-
sctibes as “‘a soft rubber dome
that is inserted in the female's
body under the pubic arch behind
the cervix."

She said the purpose of the dia-
phragm is to block the sperm and,
if used with a “jelly,” will kill the

sperm.
THE PILL

The birth control pill is the
“most effective’” of the birth con-
trol devices, she said. The pill has
to be taken every day. “All its
failures are a result of not taking
the ptll on time,” she added.

Eli Katz, cenfral figure in a politcal controversy last year,
said Friday he would give “serious consideration” to a request
by graduates in the German department to accept Chancellor
Roger Hevns’ invitation to return.

Not rehired 1n 1964 by order of former Chancellor Edward
Strong after refusing to answer questions about his political
beliefs. Katz was offered reinstatement this semester by Heyns
as an assistant professor of German.

The newly-formed Graduate Student Organization of the
German Department as its first move sent a letter, signed by 19
graduates and teaching assistants, to Katz at his Cleveland,
Ohio, home.

Katz has been teaching German at Ohio's Western Reserve
University since he left the University,

“We would sympathize with your refusal to return to Berke-
ley,” the letter said. “but now that the air has been cleared of
administrative interference in academic affairs . . . your accep-
tance of this position, which is rightfully vours, would give a
great number of students the opportunity again to study the
folklore for which Berkeley once had an outstanding reputation.”

Beéfore his departure Katz, a specialist in folklore and Yiddish,
ha@ Heen asked to draft proposals for a series of courses in those
subjects. :

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Kerr Gondemns U C Ciritics

RIVERSIDE—University Pres-
ident Clark Kerr condemned alle-
gations that the University is
condoning illegal activities, at

~a press conference following Fri-

day's meeting of the Board of
Regents.

He called on the University's
critics to ‘‘put up their proof or
be quiet.”

Earlier at the meeting, Kerr
announced he would present his
plan fer a major reorganization
and centralization of the Univer-
sity’'s administrative function at
the next Regents meeting in De-
cember.

Referring to the “myth . . .
that the campuses of the Univer-
sity are the scene of illegal ac-
tivities which are condoned,” Kerr
said, “I know of no such illegal
activities being conducted at any
campus of the University."”

Kerr called upon individuals
who “have knowledge of illegal
acts on any campus’ to "bring
such actions to the attention of
appropriate lawenforcement
agencies, as well as to the chan.-
cellor of the campus involved.”

“In the absence of any facts
concerning illegal activities, there
should be an end to these unfor-
tunate rumors and allegations,”

the various- campuses including
authority over tenure and staff
appointinents.

At his press conference, Kerr
expressed confidence that the Re-
gents would approve the plan.

At a meeting of the Finance
Committee Friday morning, there
was considerable discussion about
the establishment of a new edu-
cation abroad center in Delphi,
Greece which would be dedicated
to the study of ancient Greek
drama.

Also during the Finance Com-
mittee meeting, a report, submit-
ted by University Vice President
Charles Hitch, compared Univer-
sity faculty salaries in the profes-

——
sional schools with those of other
distinguished institutions.

It showed the University sal-
aries to be substantially lower
than those of other schools.

The finance committee recom-
mended salary and fringe benefits
totaling 8.1 per cent for UC fac-
ulty members.

The Regents took no positive
action on the report.

At his press conference, Kerr,
referring to the chances of the
legislature voting funds for in-
creased salaries, said, “We have
an excellent case. We expect they
(the legislature) will be convin-
ced and will take appropriate ac-
tion."

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A Boring March

The big march is over; the Vietnam Day Committee
has had its protest of the war in Vietnam. After such
heightened expectations, with predictions of injuries and
rigts, the march which occurred can only be termed bor-
ing. Yet this was as it should have been.

Fortunately, those who overtly or secretly desired dis-
turbances did 'not control the situation. The march would
have received wider publicity had it been more exciting,
and some of the VDC members probably wanted more con-
troversy. Undoubtedly, some of the citizens who opposed
the march had wished for a dangerous situation to develop
so future marches would not be permitted. But these peo-
ple forgot that the reason for tie march, as well as the
stated reason for the war in Vietnam — preservation of
freedom.

Saturday’s calmness was not accidental. Law enforce-
ment officials, VDC officials, members of the University
admumistration, and the local courts have worked toward
the successful completion of the democratic process of pro-
test.

All of this might have been in vain had not the Hells
Angels withdrawn from the scene.

In other respects, the march was only mildly successful.
Turnout was acceptable, but not dramatic. The Qakland
Wall was broken, but the VDC did not get to its ultimate
destination—the Oakland Army Terminal.

10,000 persons marching to protest a governmental ac-
tion should be dramatic enough to encourage the govern-
ment to listen,

Too Much

Misplaced humor can represent tragedy. This is the case
with the "button man” who is selling his "I like war” but-
tons at T'clegraph and Bancroft, to protest the VDC ac-
tivines.

Ties will be resolved on the basis of the number
of first choice points a candidate gets.

According to anbrnugh “ties are highly unm-
likely.”

Most immediately, the VDC will
have to start raising money te pay
off a mounting debt from Satur-
day’s and a previous march

According to Delacour, VDC is
also considering four possible fu-
ture activities:

A campaign for journalist Rob-
ert Sheer in the congressional
primary in June; persuading high
school students to accept the
VDC’s point of view;:a more im-
tensified anti-draft campaign; and
seminars (perhaps nationwide)
on Vietnam.

Pre requisites
For a Student
Rebellion

. The prerequisites for a student
rebellion like last year’s Free
Speech Movement are “an excel-
lent student body, a top facuity,
and an utterly stupid administra-
tion,” David Kresch, professor of
psychology, told student Friday
night.

KErech spoke at the Hillel
Foundation on “Challenge and
Response—The Rebellious Berke-
ley Student and the Professor.”

Three things characterized the
University student one year ago,
he said.

® He was a hard-working top-
notch student, suspicious of au-
thority, with no desire to be a
“teacher’'s pet.”

® He was a moral man who
hated hypocrisy.

® He had a desire for imme-
diate action. o

Krech said there were four typ-
ical responses of professors te
FSM besides apathy.

® There were those radical in
their youth who remembered that
the only successful student rebel
lions in their time were led by
adult communists.

These professors could not for-
give the students’ denial of aduilt
communist leadership nor the stu-
dents’' success.

® There were the “instant
theoriests” who obtained data te
support theories and who when
the data didn’t fit, were upset.

® There were the groups whe
decided to follow the successful
students with groups such as the
Faculty Peace Committee.

® And there were those who
decided to improve general edu-
cation.

A result of this last growp iIs
the Academic Senate’s Select
&Tnittee on Education, Krech

Krech said, “the University
needs a rebellion at least once
every student generation, to im-
prove the educational function.”

“It is not for vyou to
the work, but neither is it for you
to desist.”
