According to Barbara Garson,
a leader in the FSM, there was no
intent to have the entire crowd
march into the building.

“It was not a political thing, it
was an artistic thing,” she said.
“The dramatic impact is what
counts.”

Sproul Hall Sit-in Repeated

There was also a puppet play,
“Mario and the Magician” writ-
ten by Marvin and Barbara Gar-
son, both former FSM leaders.

The puppets, which came from
President Clark Kerr.

The speakers at the rally in-
cluded John Searle, special as-
sistant to the chancellor on stu-
dent organizations, and an out-
spoken supporter of the FSM last
year, and Bettina Aptheker, one
of the movement’s leaders.

Searle said, “The ideal*behind

the revolution was that students, -

faculty—and now I would have to
include administrators, too—have
the same rights on campus as they
do off campus. You don’'t lose
your rights by crossing Banecroft
Way.”

He said there were “no threats
to that revolution” on campus,
but some politicians and news

papers are “trying to enhance

their careers and their circula-
tion by trying to roll back tha
revolution.”

Searle said the job students hac¢
now was to be “ambassadors o\
revolution,” to explain to thoss
outside the University what was
happening here.

. Klansmen Jury Retires -

MONTGOMERY, Ala.—A jury trying to de-
cide the fate of three Ku Klux Klansmen
charged with civil rights violation in the kill-
ing of Viola Gregg Liuzzo retired last night
without reaching a verdiet.

The decision of U.S. Dist. Judge Frank M.
Johnson Jr. to recess court for the night came
7 hours and 20 minutes after the case had
been handed to the jury.

Johnson instructed the jury to resume de-
liberations Friday morning.

The defendants are Collie Leroy Wilkins,
22, of Fairfield, Ala.; and Eugene Thomas,
42, and William Orville Eaton,-4l, both of
Bessemer. Ala. They are charged.with violat-
ing the civil rights of Mrs. Liuzzo, wife of
Detroit teamsters official Anthony Liuzzo, and
others who took part in the 50-mile march
from Selma to Montgomery last spring.

The court explained to the jury what con-
stitutes a conspiracy in violation of the civil
rights law. Hhe jurors were told that to con-
viet the defendants, they must be.convinced
that:

@ Two or more conspired to ecommit an
unlawful act to deprive American citizens of
their rights under the Constitution.

" @ The defendants knowingly and voluntar-

ily joined such a conspiracy.

® At least one overt act must have been

committed to carry out the object or purpose

of -the conspiracy.

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Housing Committee
C-lA to Circulate Questionnaires

Every student living off campus in non-Univer-
¢ity housing is going to be asked how, where, and
for how much they live.

A committee on off-campus housing has been
established by the Commuter-Independent Associa-
fion to conduct a survey of apariment and rooming-
house living.

The committee sanctioned by the ASUC, will
circulate questionnaires at the begmnmg of next
semester.

The results of the survey, if the results are nu-
merous and varied, will be .published in a pamph-
let financed by an ASUC appropriation of $1,750.

The pamphlet, to be sold for 25 cents, will pro-
vid&.a general description and analysis of off-cam-
pus hnusmg

Areas of inquiry will he cost, regulations, ser-
vices offered and general construction.

Ann Bradsher, manager of the proposed publi-
cation, said that it will be a time-saving booklet
for prospective commuter-independents.

Miss Bradsher said new students have a very
difficult time with their limited time schedules to
obtain private housing palatable to their tastes.

She estimated that 17,000 University students
live in apartments or boarding houses.

Friday. December 3, 1965

Steve Bischoff, editor of the future publication,
said student preferences tend to private housing.
She said the pamphlet should eventually improve
housing conditions in the entire University area.

The pamphlet will establish a minimum require-
ment for housing—considering such things as fire
hazards, building construction, health hazards, ser-
vices, and food quality.

Bischoff said the closer a structure is to campus,
the higher the cost. He estimated the price range
of an apartment, furnished, two bedrooms, relative-
1y near the University costs $200-240.

Eight blocks or more from campus, the price de-
creases to $135 a month for the same type of
apartment, he said.

Miss Bradsher said the pamphlet could possibly
be used by sociologists who wish to study this par-
ticular group of. students.

- She said this is an independent study and the
first of its kind in this area.

About 20,000 questionnaires will be circulated—
5,000 are expected to be returned.

The booklets will be put on sale by April.

But
don’t tell Coach Rene Herrer-
ias or his assistant Jim Padgett,
both are all too aware that
competition begins tonight and
tomorrow night with games
against USF and St. Mary’s,

Both the foothall and bas-
kethball teams have not heen
overly successful “in the past
few seasons. but signs of
change can be seen. Ray Will-
sey was 5-5 in foothall and the
varsity Round-ballers display-
ed some finesse in routing the
Alumni last Wednesday. 94-51.

Rene though is cautiously’
optimistic about his team’s
chances especially after only one contest. “I. think our team is
improved from last vear. but you have to remember that the
entire league overall is improved t0o.” commented the affable
coach.

With the myriad live musical and dramatic events right here on
campus many of us fail to realize the scope of theater in the Bay
Area, and except for a few very large commercial theaters of the
Broadway style most of these exist only for the intellectually alert
the college, and most of them are impoverished. 3

The Actors Workshop is the theater which has received the most
publicity for its financial problems. After closing and re-opening, it
once again is facing extinction. Currently the city of San Francisco
and several large backers. are being wooed for support.

If it were not for the public outery and the Workshop's formidable
reputation they .would have closed down for good long ago, regard-
less of the quality of its productions. |

The current show is Saul Bellow’s The Last Analysis. Tickets range
from $2-4 for Friday and Saturday nights, and. $1.50-3.50 for week-
nights or the Saturday matinee. Student prites are even lower. There

is also a subscription ticket, which does the Workshop more good than
a single admission.

A series of midnight plays will be starting soon at $1 each in ad-
_dition to the regular season. Michael McClure is one of the authors
to be included in the series. -

On Monday the Cathedral Civic Theater announced after an emer-
gency committee meeting to allow Moliere’s Tartuffe to go on the
boards at Grace Cathedral as originally planned. Last year a beautiful

rendition of Britten's “War Requiem” was performed there, one of
the first in the area.

Those who have seen The Misanthrope here on campus know Mo-
liere’s position as one of the two or three greatest comic dramatists
is justified.

Berkeley this year is the scene of Open Theater, one of the
most exciting innovations in avant-garde drama on the West Coast,

“There is a time to shock and a
time to appeal softly. There is a
time to scream, and a time to
whisper. Now is the time to
seream, while there is a chance
we might win,” Prof. A. Etzioni,
a member of the national board of
the Americans for Democratic
Action, urged last mnight.

Etzioni, along with- Stanley
Sheinbaum and Robert Scheer of
the Center for the Study of De-
mocratic Institutions, spoke to a
standing-room-only crowd in the
Physical Sciences Lecture Hall.

Sociology  Professor Franz
Schurmann, the moderator, intro-
duced Etzioni with the remark
that the lecture was taking place
at the most critical time .in the
Vietnam war.

“We are going to have to move
in a worse direction or a better
direction — we cannot remain as
we are now,” Schurmann said.

In reference to comments made
at a UCLA panel discussion that
the politics of the Hells Angels
and the extreme leftists reflected
personality problems, Etzioni said

" "there are two types of persons

who demonstrate psychological
problems in their politics:

Etzioni charged that the more
casualties, and the more prestige
America stakes in Vietnam, the
more difficult it will be to reverse
the current escalation.

He said it was similar commit-
ments_.in Korea which eventually
precipitated calls for the use of

nuclear weapons.

In a consideration of the role
society must play in determining
the future of the war in Vietnam,
Etzioni said we are fast approach-
ing the point of financial decision
where we must decide to spend
for the war on poverty or for the
production of more war materiel.

He answered his rhetorical
guns-or-butter question by saying
that if this is going to be a “dif-
ferent society, never mind great,
just different,” more than token-
ism must be demanded on the
domestic front.

Etzioni spoke last night under
the sponsorship of the Faculty
Peace Committee, which announc-

me to Scream

ed at the beginning of the lecture
it now has 800 signatories “of the
Ph.D. type” on a petition calling
for the cessation of bombing in
Vietnam. The Committee plans 1o
mobilize a campaign in the near
future with over one million 3ig-
natures as a goal.

Fact and Fiction

Having spent this summer in
South Vietnam we feel that some
reply seems necessary to the
“Complete Information” on Viet-
nam offered in Monday’s Ice Box
by Andrew Wells’ Saigon corre-
spondent. Information is clearly
needed, but the mixing of fact
and fiction in the letter hardly
serves that cause. Some represen-
tative examples:

(1) Contrary to the 65%-35%
figures suggested, no responsible
U.S. official has yet been willing
to wager many piastres on the
distribution of VC and Gov't. of
Viet Nam support. Any guess
would clearly be open to question

_ as long as whole villages change

allegiances at sunrise and sunset.
An article in Sunday’s NY Times
characterizes the peasant as large-
ly uncommitted to either side and
“passive, fatalistic, and somewhat
confused,” a statement which cor-
roborates our findings in the Delta
and the Highlands.

(2) To intimate that the views
of a “fascist” sergeant represent
those of the majority of the U.S.

Having driven
through parts of the Highlands
and much of the Delta alone,and
unarmed we have reason to ques-
tion the statement’s veracity.

In discussing the set design it-

The folding doors that divide
Pauley Ballroom will be separated
to form the sides of the proscen-
ium.

However, “When you discover there's a per-
fectly logical reason for the anguish and hell you're
going through, it just makes it a lot easier,” he
said. |

The student discovered, “My problem is not

- basically homesexual; many heterosexuals have

very-similar problems which manifest themselves
in different forms.”
His life on campus, he said, is very lonely. “I'm

: net ready yet to have normal healthy friendships

and at the place I am in therapy it:is impossible

. for me to indulge myself homosexually without

getting deathly ill

He has been to six psychiatrists, some of whom
have suggested he try to adapt himself and his
feelings were normal. The last private psychia-
trist suggested he could outgrow homosexuality.

« 'Homosexual’ is not a term I use” said Dr.
Harvey Powelson, chief of the Psychiatric Depart-

ment here.
“] assume most people I see have either sexual

feelings or sexual relations with people of the
same sex. I don’t bother myself about it unless it
becomes an issue either legally or for the person,”’

Powelson said.
Furthermore, “People can be totdlly heterosexual

- in one environment, but are riot' put- in another

such as in prisons where a high percentage of guys
are only having relations with 'persons of their
own sex.

“On the other hand,- there are guys ‘who seem
clearly (homosexual) from a very early age,” he

" said.

He blamed the difference on sociological, psycho-
logical and maybe, biological factors, but, he added,

.“T don’t know what they are or how”to weigh
" them."”

As for cures for homosexuality, Powelson said,
“T don't think of it as a disease, and, as such, it
is hard to think of cures. :

“People decide to give up homosexuality’on their
own,” he said. With many cures “you never know
what vou did to cause the outcome,” he added.

A University employee, exclusively homosexual,
described his method of treatment. '

“] meet people through all circumstances and
very frequently they're all (mixed) up.

“] find the simplest and most effective help for
them is to find out precisely what it"is"that they
find wrong with themselves,” he said. H

“Usually they think they are perverse or weird
and this bothers them. o i -

“It is only necessary to point that hnﬁrn

animals are not all ‘normal’ or ‘average’ and that

there is an extremely wide variation in all people
and that one need not necessarily conform in order

“You don’t have to be a psychiatrist. By virtue
of this feeling of sincerity and compassion and love

Lipton has
charged that the refusal was the
result of “right-wing pressure,”
brought about by a telephone and
letter-writing campaign against
the course. UCLA Dean Paul
