The Senate resolution cited frequently, emotion-
ally—and sometimes vaguely—bas served as a kind
of unofficial guideline for campus politics and a
de facto “peace pact” to the FSM rebellion, thﬂugh
it was never ratified by the Regents.

Defense Increase

MOSCOW — Citing a growing
war menace, the Soviet Union re-
versed yesterday a two-year pol-
icy of announced defense cuts and
ordered a 5 per cent increase in
defense spending for 1966.

“The international situation is
aggravating and the war menace
growing,” Finance Minister Vas-
ily Garbuzov said in announcing
the 600 million ruble—$666 mil-
lion—boost in defense spending
for next vear.

Without mentioning Vietnam
specifically, Garbuzov explained
the,increase in defense spending
this way:

“The latest events testify to the
growing activity of the aggressive
forces of the imperialist states,
to the desire to create ever new
seats of war, to arrest the process
of social and national liberation
by military means.”

LONDON — Japan, West Ger-
many and France have pledged te
back Britain’s trade and money
squeeze on rebellious Rhodesia.

British officials, claiming this
yvesterday, also reported Prime
Minister Harold Wilson hopes
soon to win U.S. support for a
world oil embargo on the break-
away colony.

The informants said there have
been signs that the Spanish gove
ernment, too, may be ready te
cooperate in the sanctions pro-
gram.

In another crucial sector, the
British are predicting that South
Africa shortly will recognize
Britain's assumption of control
over Rhodesia’s National Reserve
Bank.

All these moves, taken together,
have led Wilson’'s “associates to
forecast with considerable con-
viction that the Smith regime will
show signs of collapse inside the
next six weeks or so.

But the program was put under the Office of
Education at the last session of the U.S. Congress.

In the change, the eligibility requirements for
the program were made more flexible. ,

In the past, an applicant’s parents had to have

a yearly income bglow a certain standard for the
applicant to quali

Bul, because many npenings went unﬁlled Con-
gress raised the maximum income limit.

Low famlly income will now only give an appli-

~ cant priority in job placement.

Now students whose parents earn less than
$10,000 a year are eligible to apply.

Application forms should be picked up in 309
Sproul Hall, Office of Special Services.

Students are asked to apply immediately so they
may find out if they're eligibie for employment
next semester.

The University’s Work Study Program began in
spring 1965 with a $200,000 Zrant from the Office

.0of Economic Opportunity.

The University so far has received $1.25 million
for the program.

Due to the new eligibility standards, the Chan-
cellor’'s Committee on the Work Study Program has
made an application for increased funds.

Joseph Lohman, dean of the School of Crimi-
nology and Chairman of the Chancellor's commit-

tee, said prospects are very good that the Univer-
sity will receive an additional grant,

Although only one third of the positions are cur-
rently off campus, the committee hopes to increase
this number, Lohman said.

The maximum number of hours per semester a
student can work is 280. Pay rates range from $1.76
to $3 per hour. | |

The program is also emphasizing the value of
the program as an educational aid, so students may
combine academic and economic interests.

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Slate Dominates Convention

Little Influence
To‘Moderates’

Last week members of Slate and
the Graduate Coordinating Com-
mittee (GCC) swept to victory in
election for delegates to the Con-
stitutional Convention, taking all
but 11 of the 60 Convention seats.

The liberal sweep gave rise 1o
fear of a railroaded convention —
a new constitution would be draft-
ed without regard fogygthe opin-
ions of the non-Slate afid non-GCC
candldates, the so called “mode-
rates.”

The ﬁr::t Convention meeting
Monday did nothing to allay these
fears.

Seven committees were decided
on, and their chairmen elected. Of

these, none are from the eieven——
not even communications (publi-

~ city) or activities and services,

both of which could easily have
been given up as a conciliatory
gesture,

On the other hand, members of
the Eleven. have been placed on
each of the committees, and will
probably be able to exert consider-
able influence in this way.

Most of the work of the Conven-
tion apparently will be done in
the committees.

The Convention will operate un-
der a modification of . “Robert’s
Rules of Order.”

Minority reports may be issued
in case there is any major disa-
greement, as “Robert’s” provides.

The small number of non-libe-
rals does not mean they will ne-
cessarily have no say or even a
minor say in-writing a Constitu-
tion.

ACT to Sponsor-Slide Show

Colin Fletcher, free-lance wri-

He crossed the Atlantic by tend-

ing a plane-load of cattle from Ire-
land to New York, hitchhiked to
Toronto, then drove a new car on
delivery to the West. His fare
from London to Vancouver B.C.
totaled $10.

Then for three summers he
prospected and laid out roads in
northern and western Canada.

Flether, the first man to force
a land passage of the Grand Can-
yon, is perhaps best known in the
West for the six-month, 1000-mile
walk he made from Mexico to the
Oregon border, through deserts
and mountains of California.

Travis proposes to look into the
legal questions which concern the
ASUC, the rights and privileges
an.unincorporated institution has,
and .the 'possibility of becoming
incorporated.

He will investigate the property
the ASUC owns, and can own.
Sources of income, and expendi-
tures will be investigated with a
possible discount store-.in mind.

Whether the graduates are ad-
mitted, and on what financial basis,
the size and frequency (quarter-
ly?) of fees, whether the ASUC
should be voluntary (perhaps
with a discount store as an incen-
tive to juin) and the relationship
of the Daily Californian to the
ASUC, are all questions which the
Travis committee will be respon.
sible for answering.

Unit 'II's Coordinating Board voted vesterday to
outlaw speakers during the dinner hours unless the
speakers are part of a specific program or a dorm
function.

Unit II's President Dick Goldberg voted against
the motion. “I think it’s an aid to apathy,” he said.

Goldberg had a motion of his own which was

defeated. His would have allowed dinner speakers
to talk for three minutes each.

“That way they could entice people into the
lounges,” Goldberg said.

Under thfplssed motion, speakers may still
proselytize in‘'the dorms’ lounges.

Carolyn Noe, president of Cunningham Hall, who
voted for the speaker ban, said she didn’t think
Goldberg’s motion was “fair.”

Goldberg said that a student would have to be a
captive audience only once during the week—the

Senator Calls for Viet Cease-Fire, Armistice

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Stephen M. Young, D-Ohio, says
an armistice and cease-fire should
be sought in the Vietnam war.

In fact, Young said in a letter
to constituents, President Johnson
would do well to suspend bomb-
ing North Vietnam for five days
or even longer if progress is made
toward unconditional negotia-
tions.

“With negotiations and neither
side an abject loser nor arrogant
winner,” he said, “free elections
could be held in North and South
Vietnam in 1966 or 1967 under
the direction of the United Na-
tions."”

Young returned several weeks
2g¢o from a tour of Vietnam and
other Near and Far East areas as
2 member of the Senate Armed
Services Committee.

“This is a civil war in Viet-
nam,” he said.

“In fact,” he said, “Gen. Stil-
well said that 80 percent of the
Viet Cong fighting in the Mekong
delta were neither communists
nor infiltraters but were born and
reared in South Vietnam. General
Westmoreland also surprised the
writer Young by stating the bulk
of the Viet Cong were not from
North Vietnam.”

South Vietnam, he added, is of
no strategic importance to the de-
fense of the United States.

Other Young observations:

“Red China is a paper dragon
with 85 per cent of its huge pop-
ulation engaged in agriculture.
Its army of five million could not
maintain an offensive in Southeast
Asia even against India for more
than six months.

“China has an inferior air force,
no surface navy nor transports. . .
“The Soviet Union does not

threaten aggression in Asia,
“Our casualties are now 1,000
each week.

“If the war hawks in Congress
and Joint Chiefs of Staff prevail
we have reason to fear that Amer-
icans will be involved in ..
Vietnam until 1980.”

A homosexual shouldn’t have to hide. _

But social and legal pressure will not allow honesty.

The Daily Californian articles last week stressed there
are indeed homosexuals, and many people on this campus

looked out of the corners of their eyes at groups of ten or

more men and asked themselves, “Which?”

As they consider what they are admitting in that ques-
tion, they will admit there are a great number of average
people who happen to enjoy persons of the same sex for
sexual partners, and these average people are included
among their friends and relatives.

Stereotyping homosexuals as limp-wristed effeminates
restrooms is irrational. Some do; some don’t.

But as one homosexual said in article four, “You never
meet a homosexual face to face.”

We received a number of letters from admitted homo-
sexuals on this campus, but none signed their names. They
cannot sign their names. They would be admitting to a

rime, a felony.

Our society and our law has forced homosexuality un-
derground and fostered dishonesty among friends. The ho-
mosexual brother or friend cannot tell truthfully what he
did this weckend or about the boy with whom he is in love.
It is an additional barrier between friends and an additional
Limitation upon our world.

Our “enlightened” community has a responsibility to
further enlighten itself and society.

We urge that sexual relationships between consenting
adults and done in private be taken out of the law. This
1« not radical—it has been adoptéd in England, legalizing
homosexuality following its suggestion in the Wolfenden
Report. Y

Only then can a2 homosexual be honest with friends with-
out admitting to a crime.

Yet law is only a reflection of Society’s attitude which
can only be changed through enlightenment.

And enlightenment will be extremely difficult as long as
our homosexual friends and relatives are silent.

Open discussion before the public is the only solution to
the paradox. |

Sinyavsky Case
To the Ice Box:

Since Marvin Garson’s refer-
ence, in his letter about his con-
versation with Mr. H. Aptheker
(DC, Nov. 29), to the Sinyavsky
case 1s, as far as ] know, the first
mention of that case in your pa-
per, I think your readers might be
interested in a brief summary of
the facts.

Andrei D. Sinyavsky is a rela-
tively young Soviet literary critic
whose writings have attracted con-
siderable attention in the last
four or five years. He has been,
over those years, a regular con-
tributor to the monthly Novyi
Mir which is often spoken of as
the bulwark of “liberalism” in So-
viet literature. Last year he pub-
lished, jointly with A. Menstutin,
an interesting book on poetry of
the first years of the Revolution
(1917-1920). He was also the auth-
or of a very perceptive introduc-
tion to the first Soviet edition of
Boris Pasternak’s collected poet-
ry, published this summer.

At a meeting of the European
Community of Writers in Rome
early in October this year, Soviet
participants in it (Surkov, Tvar-
dovsky, and others) were inform-
ed by the Italian secretary of that
organization of Sinyavsky's arrest
in Moscow (the date of the arrest
has since been differently given as
September 13, 16'and 23). A few
days later, a report of Sinvavsky's
arrest appeared in a Swiss news-

reviess

paper, and on October 19 a more
detailed report was published in
the N.Y. Times, revealing that the
main charge against Sinyavsky

was that he had been publishing

his fictional work abroad under
the name of Abram Tertz (the
appearance of Tertz's essay on
Socialist Realism in 1959, follow-
ed by the short novel The Trial
Begins, a volume of Fantasti¢
Stories, and other work, had made
quite a stir at the time). Since
most of Tertz’'s work had been
first published under the imprint
of the Polish magazine Kultura
in Paris, the editor of the latter,
Mr. J. Giedroye, came out with a

statement denying Tertz's identity

with Sinyavsky. Later, on Novem-
ber 9, in the face of the reports

-frum Moscow to the effect that

both Sinyavsky and another man
arrested with him, and also ac-
cussed of publishing his work
abroad under the penname of Ni-
kolay Arzhak, had confessed, Mr.
Geidroye retracted his earlier
statement and admitted that Sin-
vavsky was Tertz.

At the same time, Tertz's Ame-

rican and British publishers, Pan-
theon Books and Harvill-Collins
Press, made statements on the
case . . . The statement ended
with the words: “Abram Tertz is
one of the great Russian authors.
Whoever he is, he has done noth-
ing that deserves punishment.”
The British publishers, in theif
press release, emphasized that

they had published Tertz “for his
outstanding literarv merits and
for no otherreason.”

There has been not a word so
far about Sinyavsky's arrest in
the Soviet press, and no new. de-
velopment have been reported by
foreign correspondents in Moscow
in the last ten days or so. Accord-
ing to the latest reports, both
men, Sinyavsky (allegedly Tertz)
and Yuri Daniel (allegedly Arz-
hak), are to face trial under arti-
cle 70 of the Soviet penal code,
which punishes dissemination of
anti-Soviet propaganda. The maxi-
mum penalty under this arn.g:e

n

is seven years of imprison t,
followed by five years of labor
camps. _

Celimene, Alceste's capricious.
girl friend, was strikingly per-
Jormed by Dale Fontwit. Wearing
a magnificent jeweled gown with
a beguiling decolletage and an
elaborate blond wig, she is the
perfect coquette. Her voice is a
little too high, but she internrets
Moliere’s witticisms splendidly,

Some of the most delightful
comic moments are provided by
the Laurel and Hardy slapsﬂf_j: of
Acaste and Clitandre, performed
by Paul Mochinck and Robert
Hirschfield. These two are glor-
ious . fops; their costumes alone
make the whole show worthwhile.

With a bright red wig, pencil
thin eyebrows and ruffles galore,
the skinny Acaste looks like a
marionette. Clitandre is a huge
buffoon with billowing bloomers
and ribbons in his hair; he has-
but to flutter his scarf to get a
laugh.

The cast of comic characters is
completed by the witchy,/hook-
nosed prude, Arsinoe, played by
Gloria Avner. Ugo Baldassari ap-

- 'pears as Oronte, the would-be son-

neteer. His furious. handkerchief
waving and incessant bowing cap-

" tivated the audience. But then the

audience had been captivated
since the opening lines.

We have been one of societies
scapegoats as long .as history
records. It is not the average
homosexual, then, who wishes to
flaunt societies mores or indeed,
in any way, expose himself or her-
self to the ‘self rightousness’ of
the dominant moral system. That
there are many homosexuals at
this campus I will not deny, but
what are the comparative statis-
tics?

On the contrary
a decent and constructive concept
of life is nourished by most.

Hence the dangers to equate the
vileness of the actions of the
maniacs (such behaviour is found
in a similar fashion among the
heterosexuals) with the purpo-
siveness and the constancy of life
found to be preponderant among
the majority.

To the Ice Box:

The two articles on the campus
homosexual minority are very un-
fair. A series of articles on min-
orities pre-supposes a certain de-
gree of understanding and feel-
ing: certainly this most subter-
ranean and hounded of minorities
is entitled to a more thorough
consideration than you have given
it. What vou have published is
merely a titillating survey of the
more extreme elements of that
minority, outlined in the most
lurid manner possible, short uf
vulgarity.

I came to Cal to study (1) be-
cause of the superiority of my de-
partment here and (2) because 1
knew of and sympathized with
the Bay Area “pressure’’ groups
(your term not mine). Generally,
San Francisco and the Bay Area
seemed much the place to be for
one who, like myself, wished to
live as a homosexual, relatively
free from pressure and anxiety.
Such organization as SIR (Society
for Individual Rights) are real
footholds in our fight for rational,
enlightened treatment by our he-
terosexual peers.

, What the older generation must

come to realize is. that attitudes
are changing, thank God . .
Your report mentions that many
students know what is going on
but don't bother reporting it.
They, like many others I know,
are of the mind that what two
consenting adults do (horizontal
or erect) sexually is entirely their
own and not the police’ business.
If such an enlightened opinion
eventually becomes the basis for
humane legislation, perhaps the
necessity for glory holes will
wane . . .

In hopes that one day I can
sign my name to these very im-
portant thoughts of mine, you
understand that I am forced to
sign simply

To the Ice Box:

... I am a Lesbian. I am also
a senior at Cal, a woman, a liber-
al, and most important of all: a
human being. 1 do not consider
myself sick. I am not mannish,
queer or insane. Besides studying
for a profession at Cal, I -work
here. My associates at work and
my fellow students are not aware
of my sexual preference: they re-
gard me highly. I sometimes won-
der to what extent their attitude
towards me would change if they
knew of my ‘deviancy. I have a
hunch that T would regret finding
out.

I have homosexual friends here.
Curiously enough, I know few
Lesbians at Cal and many male
homosexuals. There are many peo-
ple whom I am almost-gcertain

are -homosexual but since 1 can-’

not be sure, I can’t approach
them and thereby reveal myself.

The problem really is not find-
ing someone to talk to—the prob-
lem is finding someone to talk to
freely. One gets tired of living
a life of pretense. Instead of say-
ing to a fellow who asks for a
date ‘I can't make it,” or “my boy-
friend and I have already made
arrangements for tonight” there-
by inhibiting a further relation-
ship, I would welcome the f{ree-
dom to answer honestly “I like
vou as a person, but have no sex-
ual interest in you. If you can
share my feelings I would like a
friendship to develop betwéen
us.” .

Our intent is not to recruit peo-
ple — there are enough of us
around socially that we have no
reason to make an active effort
to increase our number. (This
truth is quite contrary to the er-
roneous sensationalism attached
to the “lustful” homosexual who
is envisioned “licking his chops”
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while preyving upon his next in-
nocent victim . . .)

Nor is it to arouse the phoney
sympathy afforded Negroes now
that they are “in.”

We simply challenge the hypo-
critical aftitude of so-called liber-
als who cry “Freedom for all!”

versity is not required to follow

the recommendations of the Leg-

islature on any particular budget
item, it is impolitic not to foliow
its recommendations.

The University may substitute
funds otherwise assigned in the
budget to a deleted item, as was
done this year, but this is not
feasible if a great amount of
money 1s involved, he said.

When asked is he had a reply
to a recent letter in the Daily
Californian Ice Box asking wheth-
er University research affiliations
with the Federal government and
other such noen-academic activities
could be questioned in the same
manner as the Chancellor’s ques-
tioning of campus political activi-
ties, the Chancellor replied:

“This is a very real question,”
and “each project must be analyz-
ed to determine its worth.” In

short, he said, it should be asked
whether a given project's a detri-
ment or a benefit to the function
of the University as a whole?

Heyns maintained he did not
say categorically that the political
activities of faculty and students
were interfering with the educa-
tional effort of the University.

Rather, he said, he only raised
the question, much as the profes-
sors who signed the letter to the
Ice Box had raised theirs.

He did say, however, that the
question raised was not merely an
academic one, but that he had re-
ceived some concrete comments
in support of what he had said to
the Academic Senate.

The Chancellor emphasized the
merits of both questions, and said
we must always examine the
worth of any practice and how it
influences the entire University,
