Bodega
Park
Supported

The University will today off-
cially state its approval of a pro-
posed staté park at Bodega Head,
its representative said yesterday.
The park site adjoins the Uni-
versity's nearly-completed Bodega

Marine Laboratory.
Never before has the University

taken an official stand on the use

of the land near Bodega.

The sitegs owned by the Pacific
Gas and Blectric Company, whose
plan to build an' atomic-powered
generating plant there previously
raised a controversy.

After spending $4 million on
development and drilling a 70-
foot hole, PG&E announced a
year ago it was abandoning the
plans for an atomic reactor.

During- this controversy, the
University remained officially neu-
tral.

But University President Clark
Kerr’s office yesterday autherized
Raiph Emerson, professor of bot-
any, to speak for the University
at today’s hearing before the
State Park Commission.

Emerson, former chairman of
the advisory committee on the
Bodega Marine Laboratory, will
testify that “the University wouid
favor any such development of
the land” as a park.

“The University will always be
concerned with what its neighbors
at Bodega will be like,” Emerson
explained.

“We would [ike to keep the site
in as natural a state as possible.”

“It would be a beautiful solu-
tion to our difficulties,” he said.

He was chosen as University
spokesmafi "because Cadet Hand,
Jr., diréctor of the Bodega Marine
Laboratory, is now in Washing-
ton, D.C. on a prior commitment,
Emerson said. .

Hand particularly desired to
have a University representative
at the meeting, he said.

The hearings on Bodega will be
held at 2 p.m. today in the audi-
torium of the Division eof High-
ways Building, 150 Oak St., San
Francisco.

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Petition to Nulllfy

Election Refused

Student Judicial Committee has
refused to consider a petition
which could have nullified the
Constitutional Convention elec-
tion.

The Convention has already
started work writing a new con-
stitution. At the first meeting of
the 60 delegates—body, commit-
tees were formed, rules decided
on and a chairman eiected.

J-Com yesterday issued a state-
ment which said, “The Constitu-
tional Convention and the process
for the selection of its members
is not within the framework of
the present constitution.” .

The ruling said * Cﬂnamulmnal
jurisdiction of this Committee
(J-Com) does not extend to the
Convention or the process for the
selection of its members.”

Yesterday's ruling seems to in-
dicate that the ASUC Senate is
the sole jurisdictional body- over
the Constitutional Convention.

Former Elections Council Chair-
man Lou Bluestein had petitioned
J-=Com, saying the Convention
election was invalid because of
mismanagement, unpunished elec-
tfon violations and the absence of
an election run-off as called for
by the ASUC Constitution.

He pointed out Article VIII
Section 1 Part C of the ASUC Con-
stitution, A run-off election shall
be held within three (3) week
days of instruction after any reg-
ular or spemal Association elec-
tion:”

Bluestein charged the election’s
preferential voting system allowed
40 per cent of those voting to

elect 75 per cent of the dele-
gates to the convention. =5

AUSTIN, Tex.—McGeorge Bundy, last of the
late President John Kennedy's key advisers still in
the White House, is leaving to become president of
the Ford Foundation.

Bundy’s resignation and President Johnson's ac-
ceptance of it “with genuine regret” were an-
nounced at the White House press center yesterday.
Bundy has been presidential assistant for national
security affairs.

Press secretary Bill D. Moyers left the future
status of Bundy’s office in doubt, but there is some
speculation Bundy's deputy, Robert Komer, will be
the replacement.

Moscow Demonstrations

MOSCOW—Demonstrations against the U.S. role
in Vietnam broke out yesterday in Moscow as the
Soviet posture toward Washington took on a look of
granite hardness.

He noted the
characteristic elegant mannerisms
of the Angel: its sinuous S-line
stance, the body-melding drapery,
the human expression.

Bony believes the Angel’s smile
was meant by the carver to be
kind, rather than mocking. Con-
fusion could arise over the smiles’
fashions. in smiles, he said.

Arch Angel’s current face isn't
exactly the same as it was in 1240,
Along with much of the rest of
the Reims Cathedral, it was burn-
ed in frequent 1914 World War I
bombings.

Moral Tone

To the Ice Box:

While substantially in agree-
ment with the statement on con-
‘seientious objection published
Dec. 2 by the University Church
Council, I am disturbed by two
points which undermine the moral
tone of that statement, First, the
Council probably overlooks the
fact that the conscientious objec-
tor provision, through interpreta-
tation by the Supreme Court, now
acknowledges the citizen’s right
of religious freedom by recogniz-
ing equally, both the members of
non-theistic religous” sects and
those individuals whose beliefs
are personal and unorthodox,
but fundamentally “religious.”
Second, many thoughtful persons
would not accept the Council’s no-
tion of “the moral imperative of
obeying the draft law.” Some
such persons are politically op-
posed to a particular war, and

could reasonably be termed draft’
evaders, even though they might

be willing to perform constructive
alternative service; others, be-
cause they profess no “religious”
belief. cannot become conscien-
tious objectors, but feel that mili-

tary conscription is unjust and

immoral, or maintain that their
personal moral code prohibits the
participation in violent conflict
and. the willful killing of. human
beings; still others are in that
minority of religious conscien-
tious objectors who see any co-

should not only present “facts” but should also criticize and analyze
them. But the rule of experience says that to support your criticism
you are better off bringing in authorities than thinking up arguments.
If you write about what Aristotle thinks.of Plato, you can rest in the
safety of Aristotle’s shadow. “A” for Aristotle! The rule of experience
never fails, and it forces you to conclude that-your own thoughts are
neither expected nor wanted. What kind of system of education makes

people wonder whether originality

At the root of the problem 1Is

needs special permission!
grades. Teachers SAY that grades

evaluate your work. But the unspoken truth behind their words 1s
that grades have become an evaluation of intelligence. At Berkeley
the situation is especially deplorable. In this university, where the
Office of Letters and Science has taken over the fuaction of an Ad-

missions Office, grades are not gu

ides for a-student’s improvement,

but reasons for dismissing him. Each Spring the crop of students is
weeded out. Each spring those students who have not produced are
deemed incapable of producing: they are not bright enough, they can-

not learn, they are dead wood in

Grades cannot designate worth.

these groves of academe.
It is easier to write good book re-

ports than it is to write good books. Since grades should indicate the
- improvement needed, it is easier to get high grades when you take on
easy tasks, But when the privilege of learning is also determined by
grades, the student must either sacrificé his intellectual curiousity on
the altar of the Dean’s List, or sacrifice his college career in his very

attempt to learn.

I am not arguing that education ought to be self-expression. Ob-
viously, if vou're writing about Plato you must accurately understand
what he says. But when you're afraid to ask guestions for fear of being

wrong, when you cannot experime

nt, since experiments sometimes

fail. then learning becomes training—a parady of education.

In an attempt to solve the problem-of- grades; the Muscatine- com-
mittee suggested that courses might be given for pass or fail credit.
This would. of course, ameliorate the problem; but since the: grading
