In an effort to dispel common
myths about Islam, members of the
Muslim Student Union sponsored a
noon rally on Sproul Plaza'yesterday,
commemorating National Islamic
Awareness Week.

For the rally, MSU members
dressed in traditional Islamic cultural
garb. Male members dressed in sin-
gle-colored robes and ornate square

" hats. Females also wore robes, though

instead of wearing hats, they covered
most of their heads with sheets.

The rally was held in conjunction
with a series of evening lectures in the
Valley Life Sciences Building by noted
Muslim activists, including one last
night by an East Oakland activist.

All the events were planned to
coincide with National Islamic
Awareness Week, during which
Islamic groups around the country
attempt to educate college campuses
about their beliefs.

“Be careful of the things you hear

about Islam,” said Farhan Syed, who
spoke at the rally. Syed graduated from
UC Berkeley with degrees in molecu-
lar and cell biology and economics.

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' Committee Backs Plan

m Finance Committee urges extension of health benefits

LOS ANGELES — The Finance
Committee of the UC Board of
Regents recommended yesterday
that the regents extend health bene-
fits to UC faculty and staff in domes-
tic partnerships.

The regents are scheduled to vote
today on the proposal, which passed
out of committee by a 9-3 vote.

Members of the committee
defeated a move by Gov. Pete Wilson
to toss the plan, which would pro-
vide medical and dental coverage for

same-sex partners of UC employees.
The plan is currently available only

~ to mgrried couples.

The vote came after a set of mixed
responses to Wilson's criticism of the
plan authored by the UC Office of
the President. Wilson reiterated the
message in a letter he wrote this
week to UC President Richard
Atkinson which said that the pro-
posal “undermines marriage.”

But supporters of the measure
prevailed.’

“We have thousands of people
who work for this university — they
do all those great things we want to

be done,” said Regent Ward Con-
nerly in support of the measure. “Are
we to say to them that they don't
really matter? That your rights are
not as sacred to us as others?”

“I don't want to say | want to deny
those you care about the benefits of
health,” he added.

Yesterday's committee decision
moved the issue to a full board vote
today that will likely be relatively
close. About a half dozen other
regents, some of whom were not on
the committee, joined Wilson 1n

Senior tuba player James Benton
said that while the rivalry is fierce, 1t
is all in good fun.

“There’s animosity between the
two bands, but we try to be polite
about it,” he said.

Band members from both schools
typically raid each other’s campus,
blasting fight songs late into the

night and covering quads with rival
school colors.

During the week leading up to the
Big Game, members of the Cal
marching band also take turns
guarding the campus.

“There’s always the fear of Stan-
ford people painting things red or
vandalizang the facilities,” Benton
said. “So we're here pretty much 24
hours a day.”

Last week, the concrete “C™ nes-
tled in the hills above UC Berkeley
was painted bright red. Last year, a
series of blue and gold bear claws
were found peppered throughout
the Stanford campus.

On Tuesday, the Cal trumpet sec-

Senate Votes to
Fund BAMN

After voting against a bill that
would allocate funds to The Coalition
to Defend Affirmative Action By Any
Means Necessary last week, the ASUC
Senate reversed its decision Wednes-
day night, giving $125 to the group.

At the Nov. 12 meeting, the sen-
ate voted against recognizing BAMN
as a student group, thus denying it
funding from the senate contingency
fund. The senators had said they did
not want to be responsible for any of
the group's drastic actions to defend
affirmative action.

The senate changed its vote after
discussing the legality of denying
funding for an established student
group.

Senator Irami Osei-Frimpong,
who wrote the bill to give the group
funding, said he was determined to
pass the bill. He even threatened to
take the issue to the judicial council.

“I dated the senate to vote no,”
Osei-Frimpong said.

Faith During Week

m Believers discuss different sects

During this week, proclaimed
Islam Week, UC Berkeley Muslim
students — who are members of
the fastest growing religious
group in the country — said they
could see the religion’s growing
numbers locally.

Approximately 135,000 Amer-
icans convert to Islam, a religion
that currently has nearly eight
million adherents in this country,
each year.

The majority of converts to
Islam are black. Many blacks first
came to Islam via the Nation of
Islam, but Islamic authorities said
nowadays most are attracted to
the religion by family members
or through individual study.

The Nation of Islam was
founded by W.D. Fard in the
1930s, who made Elijah Muham-
mad his successor in the early
1960s. Today, the Nation is mainly
represented by Louis Farrakhan.

There are two major arms of

" Islam, Sunni and Shi'ite. In Sunni

Islam, the imam is viewed as the
man who leads the Friday prayers
in a mosque, but in Shi’ite Islam,
the imam is seen as the divinely
appointed successor to Muham-
mad. Worldwide, most Muslims
belong to the Sunni branch.

The Nation espouses ideas of
individual discipline and adher-
ence to the rigid practices of
Islam. But some non-Nation

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Muslims fault the Nation for its
racial-separatist philosophy that
claims the white man is the devil
and black men were put on earth
to rule the planet.

“The Nation of Islam has
racially-motivated beliefs that are
incongruent with Islam,” said
Farhan Syed, who is a graduate of
UC Berkeley and is still active in
the Muslim Student Union. Syed,
who was born a Muslim, said the
importance the Nation of Islam

places on race is antithetical to
the beliefs of true Islam.

“It is by the mercy of Allah that
we're not homogeneous,” he said.
“No man of any color is superior
over any other.” |

Especially in the last 20 year®, a
large number of black Muslims
turned away from the Nation for
the larger community of Islam.

Amatullah Alaji-Sabrie, a legal
assistant at UC Berkeley’s Boalt
School of Law, was raised a
Catholic. In 1970, she converted
to Islam and has since closely fol-
lowed the tenets of Islam — she
prays five times a day and wears
loose-fitting clothing and the
hijab, the head scarf.

“Growing up, | wasn’t really
satisfied spiritually with Chris-
tianity,” Alaji-Sabrie said.

At one time, the Nation
attracted her to Islam.

“I was influenced by the auto-
biography of Malcolm X,” she

Some agreed with the governor’s
complaint that it would spark law-
suits‘against the university, while
others said they could not vote for a
policy that appears to sanctify same-
sex relationships.

“The issue is not whether gay or
lesbian members of university fac-
ulty and staff are entitled to bene-
fits,” Wilson said. “The issue is
whether or not the university treats
something less than marriage essen-
tially as marriage.” .

Wilson, who appeared for the
fourth time at a regents meeting
since the July 1995 vote to end affir-
mative action in UC hiring and
admissions, said that “intended or
not, it strikes as a very clear proba-
bility” for litigation growing out of
heterosexual couples making claims
to benefits.

But other regents said they see
domestic partner benefits as crucial
to hiring and necessary for keeping
faculty who would otherwise choose
universities with such benefit plans.

“We can keep our head in the
sand and watch the faculty gradually
decline,” said Lt. Gov. and ex-officio
Regent Gray Davis. “Or we can
acknowledge that Stanford, Harvard,
Yale, University of Michigan, IBM
(and) Bank of America might know
something.”

Board Chair Meredith Khachi-
gian, who has been wavering back
and forth on the issue, also said she

“There are certain values that, yes,
transcend the institution of mar-
riage,” Connerly said. “The value of
equality, the value of individual lib-
erty, the value of letting people pur-
sue happiness on their terms, not on
ours, as long as they do not intrude
upon our rights.”

said, citing the man who perhaps
most clearly and historically repre-
sents the rise of the Nation into the
American consciousness.

Alaji-Sabrie said the Nation of
Islam was the only organization
making a difference in the black
community in the early 1970s.
According to her, it instilled in her a
sense of identity, self-worth and con-

fidence in blacks.

“1 identified with the (Nation’s)
social and nationalist thrust in terms
of doing for self and building a bet-
ter life,” she said.

In 1975, Alaji-Sabrie began to
educate herself further about her
chosen religion. '

“I read the Qur’an but I did not
find the theology of the Nation in
the holy book,” she said. "According
to the Qur'aﬁ‘,‘"lh: Creator (Allah)
cannot be contained in flesh and
blood, yet the Nation teaches that
God came to Earth in human form.”

Arifa Chaudhry, a UC Berkeley
sophomore, said she has noticed
more and more students interested in
and learning about Islam.

Rap for Fire Safety Sprinklers

m Coverage of ongoing situation misses some of issue

Since The Daily Californian seems to enjoy bashing
fraternities so much with anonymous source after anony-
mous source, | would appreciate it if you could print this
correction to Kristen Mack’s article on fire sprinklers in
fraternity houses. -

The particular difficulty with getting fire sprinkler sys-
tems installed in fraternity houses is most often not
financial, as Mack implies. There are a plethora of
avenues to seek in for fraternities trying to raise the nec-
essary funds: banks, national fraternal organizations and
other finance companies. It is simply a matter of getting
one’s act together.

| found it rather amusing to open the Daily Cal and
find that I was quoted as saying that to install sprinklers,
it costs $1,000. Oh, I wish it was so easy. The fact is that
sprinklers cost anywhere from $70,000 to $100,000. As
anyone can see, this figure is quite a bit more daunting,

In the particular instance of Sigma Alpha Epsilon, the
financial aspect is not a problem. We have planned ahead
for this deadline and have reserved the necessary capital,
in many forms, to start.

- The problems come with an unresponsive bureaucracy
in the form of the university and the East Bay Municipal
Utility District. As we are currently dealing with deed sit-
uations and other legal runarounds, the university has
been 100 percent unsupportive of our efforts to accom-
modate the fire sprinkler mandates. The problem is not
a loss of university recognition, which could never hap-
pen unless the extension for the sprinklers expires. As our
sprinklers will be in well before the next deadline, itis a
non-issue.

As was stated in the article, [ submitted a proposal to

the Student Activities and Services Office requesting
permission to have a party in our back parking lot,
which can accommodate more than 500 people. In our
proposal, we outlined every possible fire hazard and how
we had accommodated for it. The chief fire inspector
came out and granted us permission based on his esti-
mates of maximum occupancy, sufficient exit access and
other fire hazards. The response back from the univer-
sity was that we could not host our party because we
were being punished for not having sprinklers. We are
not allowed to have parties in our house, nor are we
allowegto have perfectly safe, endorsed parties on our
property because of situations that are beyond the fra-
ternity’s control. This makes no sense.

The next problem lies with East Bay MUD. This
bureaucratic organization demands a 4-6 week window
of time before they actually hook up the already installed
sprinklers to the main water line. All this time, we are stil
not allowed to have social functions on our property.

[ do not wish to make light of the tragedies that have
occurred in the past, but [ do want it to be known that
the university is not handling this situation in the best
interests of the people it serves. Our house is in compli-
ance in every other way, except for the one thing that is
out of our control, and we are being punished for it.

As construction will begin within the next couple of
weeks and we'll be “in compliance” with the sprinkler
mandate, I will be happy to have this ugly incident put
behind us which has further increased my disillusion
with the university that claims to support us.

Her accomplice and bed-
fellow Al (Matt Day) insures that all
goes well, until one of their targets,
the lawyer for rugby great Zipper
Doyle, fails to wake up.
This accidental murder sets off

a chain reaction of homicide, theft
and general mayhem. Initially, chaos
ensues as tHe lovebirds realize that
their booty includes a very naughty
videotape of old Zipper. At the same
time, anper finds out that the two
knuw his dirty secret and he sets off
to find them in the great outdoors.
Doyle, as played by Barry Langrrshe
emerg@s as the consummate aging

W e o . omor i -
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athlete. Left with nothing but youth
rugby leagues and product endorse-
ments, it is easy to see how he ends
up on a bloodthirsty hunt fa#-the peo-
ple who could potentially rdin him.

At first glance, Bennett’s cre-
ation seems to tread the well-wom
trail that movies like Natural Born
Killers and Kalifornia blazed.
Fortunately he takes the script in new
directions. Rather than creating a
shockingly gory trailer-trash epic, Kiss
or Kill delves into the mind of average
people living in a carnival-like world.
The film explores double existences,
and the ways people’s personas mask
the horrors of their psyches.

And because all the characters
are so concerned with their images,
“none of them ever really get to know
each other, despite having spent years

together. Such ignorance serves as
fodder for Kiss or Kill's well-crafted
humor. Even more laughs enter the
fray as Nikki and Al meet up with a |,
host of crazies that put our own mili+
tia and mountain-men to shame.

One such freak starts off as a

. seemingly normal motel owner but

becomes an alien-conspiracy theorist
as twilight descends on Australia’s
southern countryside. He ends up
haunted by the ghost of his dead
wife, and waits for her to return

The Cal men’s basketball team
kicks off the 1997-98 season tomor-
row night the same way it ended the
last one — with a game against college
basketball’s most storied program.

The Bears head to the Dean Smith
Center in Chapel Hill, N.C,, for a

Tournament’s Sweet 16 just eight
months ago.

While lh: Tar Heels return four of
five starters from a squad that
advanced to the Final Four. the Bears
are sporting a completely new lineup
for their season opener after losing
their entire starting five and top two
reserves.

Cal’s lineup will likely- be
revamped again when transfer guards
Geno Carlisle and Thomas Kilgore
become eligible to play Dec. 22.

“We don’t have a lot of options
right now, so we’ll have to make do
with what we have,” said head coach
Ben Braun.

The Bears don’t have much to
speak of for the time being. Only
seven scholarship players and a few

sophomore point guard Raymond
King, who is doubtful for the contest
with a back injury.

The likely starter at point is
Michael Gill, a 6-foot-6 junior who
will move back to his natural for-
ward position when the Bears’ back-
court is replenished.

Cal does have the opportunity to
field an intimidating lineup in the
paint with 6-10 junior Kenyon Jones,
6-11 senior Sean Marks and 7-0
junior Francisco Elson.

“It could be a big lineup, it could be
a bigger lineup or it could be the
biggest lineup,” said Braun.

Although the Tar Heels have most
of their team back, this is a transi-
period on Tobacco Road as well.

from the center of the Earth where
“the aliens have taken her.” Though
Kiss or Kill has awaited production
for over ten years, the wacky charac-
ters nevertheless echo the concerns
of contemporary millenialists.

As director, writer, and producer,
Bennett steered Kiss or Kill through a
whirlwind B-week production sched-
ule. Despite the “improvisational”
_nature of the film, the plotline is

smooth and the characters alive. The
absence of scenery in the bush, where
Kiss or Kill is staged, gives Bennett’s
characters ample room to develop rich
hues. Their personalities contrast nice-
ly with the minimalist backdrop —the
sets are simple, the nature evocative.

In order to grind a rough edge

on Bennett’s otherwise smooth pro-
duction, Malcolm McCulloch used a
form of editing known as “‘jump-cut-
ting.” The technique is jarring at first,
and a sharp contrast to the unbroken
flow of most Hollywood films. The
incessant breaks within each scene
actually help the film, splitting the
action into bite-sized morsels that
are much easier to digest.

Despite the rush job, the pres-
sures of makeshift sets and heavy
demands on the actors’ inspirational
skills, the characters are well devel-
uped, and the plot is plausible*and
witty. Kiss or Kill manages to shake
off the chains of its numerous influ-
ences and show what an experienced
filmmaker can do with a little money
and a lot of talent.

Cal, Card Clash For 100th Time

B Centennial match provides both

Perhaps in some mystical Narnia-
esque time and place, major bowl
berths — maybe even a trip to
Pasadena — hinged on the Big
Game.

But not this year. Not by a-long
shot. Not by a really, really long shot.

Still, what better way to make up
for a generally awful season than a
Big Game victory — in the 100th Big
Game, no less?

“It would mean an awful lot,” said
Cal senior wide receiver Bobby Shaw
of a Big Game victory.“It'd be a good
ending to a season that didn’t go the
way we wanted it to.”

With the Cardinal seemingly des-
tined for a New Year's Day bowl early
this season, a Big Game victory for
Cal (3-7, 1-6 in the Pac-10) seemed
to be a tall order. But as Stanford’s
season has headed toward East Bay
MUD in the last five games, the two
teams enter tomorrow’s game on
roughly equal footing.

Cal’s improving front seven isn't
yet certain who their target will be
in the Big Game. Cardinal starting
quarterback Chad Hutchinson suf-
fered a sprained right thumb vs.
Washington State, and may not be
recovered in time for the game.
Should Hutchinson miss the start,
sophomore Todd Husak would be
thrust into the role.

Cal’s rushing defense ranks ninth

The ball changed hands five dif-
ferent times before Moen carried
it into the end zone for the win-
ning touchdown and steamrolled
Stanford trombone player Gary
Tyrell, who had joined other Stan-
ford band members in a premature
on-field celebration.

In a recent ESPN poll, it was voted
the best play in the history of college
football. Cardinal fans around the
world likely feel otherwise.

“I can’t describe it,” Rodgers says
now. “Just the flow of emotiops
back and forth in the game was
enough. Then to win how we won
was incredible. I don’t think there's

anything I could do to re-create it
unless I won a Super Bowl."

Fiftc:n years after the historic
event, the players involved still
find themselves recounting The
Play for reporters as well as friends.

The Cal players didn’t realize
the magnitude of what they had
pulled off immediately afterwards.

“First of all,- wasn’t quite sure
what had happened. It took a while
to piece it all together,” Moen says.
“It didn’t have much of an impact
beyond us winning the game. Def-
initely it was a memorable ending,
but I didn't know the impact it
would sustain over 15 years.”

Perhaps nothing out of the
ordifary would have transpired in
Memorial Stadium that day if
Rodgers, a defensive back and
team co-captain, hadn’t dropped
what would have been a game-
clinching interception from Stan-
ford quarterback John Elway late
in the fourth quarter.
