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Annexure Schedule B

Rights of Way
1. Where there is a conflict between the provisions of the 4th Schedule to the Land Transfer Regulations 2002 and the 5th Schedule to the Property Law Act 2007, the 4th Schedule to the Land Transfer Regulations 2002 is to prevail.
2. The word “equally” in clause 11(2) of Schedule 4 of the Land Transfer Regulation 2002 shall be replaced with the words “in proportion to which they use the easement facility”.
Right to Convey Water 
1. Grantee and Grantor shall include the two lots to be further subdivided out of Lot 4 DP 470037.
2. The Grantor will arrange for a separate power connection for the pump with the meter to be situated in the pump shed.  The power account is to be held in the names of all the Grantee’s and they shall be responsible for maintaining the power account.
3. The Grantee’s shall install and maintain a water meter on the pipeline at the point where it enters their lot, prior to taking water, so as to determine the amount of water used.
4. The Grantee’s shall be liable to contribute to the costs of electricity used by the pump, the water softening chemical and any other consumables used to provide potable water to the Grantee’s (“operating expenses”)  in proportion to their water usage as determined by the meters.
5. The Grantee’s shall be equally liable for the repair and maintenance of the easement facility (“repair and maintenance”).
6. No Grantee shall to liable to contribute to the repair and maintenance and operating expenses if no water has been used. 

7. Should any Grantee, liable to contribute to the repair and maintenance and operating expenses, not pay any amount due on the date for payment then the Grantee’s not in default may disconnect the defaulting Grantee’s water connection until payment is made in full. 
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
