Excavate for foundations to depths and widths specified, or
to engineers requirements. All footings must be free from loose material and be taken
down to solid bearing. Backfill earth around foundations after formwork has been
removed. Any surplus soil will be the owners responsibility.

FOUNDATIONS

All construction and reinforcement shall conform to N.Z.S. 3604. Concrete shall be 17.5
mpa at 28 days.

FOR VENEER:

Continuous concrete wall for veneer shall be 230 x 525mm minimum with footing being a
minimum of 225mm deep. Set in 190 x 90 x 90mm concrete block sleeper support, with
(10mm) bolt or dowel, (75mm) into foundation. Reinforce foundation wall to comply with

local body requirements.

........................................................................................................................

FOR SHEATHING:

Continuous concrete wall for sheathing shall be 150 x 525mm minimum with footing being
a minimum of 225mm deep. Set in 190 x 90mm concrete block sleeper support, with
(10mm) bolt or dowel, (75mm) into foundation. Reinforce foundation wall to comply with
local body requirements.

FOUNDATION PILES:
Set precast concrete piles in concrete 300 x 300 x 225mm deep in minimum base.

Space as set down in Table 5 N.Z.5. 3604.

FOR CONCRETE FLOOR:

Continuous concrete wall for concrete floors shall be 240 x 375mm minimum with footing
being a minimum of 225mm deep. Reinforce foundation wall to local body requirements.
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CONCRETE FLOOR SLLABS:

Remove all vegetation from the building area - refer to excavations. Place granular fill
material (19mm) rounded stones to a minimum depth of 150mm. Cast 100mm thick
concrete slab on an approved moistop d.p.c. with minimum lap of 50mm. Seal laps, joints
and penetrations with (48mm) 'blaxstrap’' tape. Lay 665 welded mesh, lapped at 225mm,
at a position of not less than 35mm cover to the top surface of the floor slab. Provide
chases in floor for waste pipes to be installed by the plumber at a later stage. Finish
surface with steel trowel or power float to a dense smooth surface fit to receive

subsequent floor coverings.
Fix bottom plates, on (100mm) D.P.C. to N.Z.S. 3604 specifications.

TERRACES:

All slabs must be 100mm minimum thick, reinforced with 668 HRC mesh if over 2.5
square metres. Provide expansion joints of at least one for every 2.4 metres. All terraces

shall be plastered.

PATIOS:

All patios shall be 100mm minimum thick with no reinforcing. Provide expansion joints of
at least one for every 2.4 metres. All patios shall be trowel finished and not plastered.

CARPENTER & JOINER

DAMPCOURSE:

All timber work abutting concrete masonry or brickwork shall be protected with 3 ply
malthoid D.P.C.

SUBFLOOR FRAMING:

Bearers to be in long lengths halved over piles where joined. Set 94 x 69mm bearers on
edge at not more than 1300mm centres. Bolted at each end to the foundation and
securely fixed with No.B galvanised wire to piles.

Fix 94 x 47mm floor joists on edge, set out to suit flooring sheets with double floor joists
under all internal braced walls and at each end wall. Alternative timber sizes and
spacings may be used, refer to N.Z.S. 3604 Table 8.

FLOORING:

Prelay high density particle board continuously supported on all edges with floor joists or
dwangs cut between floor joists. Tightly fit and align joints both ways. Nail 60 x 2.8Bmm
jolt head galvanised nails at 125mm centres on the joints and 200mm centres on
intermediate floor joists. On completion of contract punch all floor nails and clean off
with one cut of machine sanding - fine finish is an extra. Care must be taken during
construction that the floor is not stained by rust marks, tea or coffee, paint etc.

WALL FRAMING:

Assemble walls with studs at 600mm centres and three rows of dwangs. Straighten
bottom plates and fix firmly into joists. Plumb corners both ways and straighten top
plates to a line with temporary bracing. Brace walls with cut in diagonal metal bracing as
per schedule. Install metal meterbox where directed by local authority.
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i ROOF FRAMING:
Construct roof with conventional framing on engineer designed pride or gangnail trusses
fixed plumb’ and secured to the top plate with 'Z' nail framing anchors. Position trusses
directly over studs or supporting dwang fixed between studs directly under plate. DBrace
each end truss. Fix ceiling braces at 1800mm from corners on the diagonal.

EXPOSED RAFTER/BEAM CEILINGS:

All exposed rafters or beams will be of rough sawn N.Z. Oregon stained. Fix 9.5mm
gibraltar board on top of rafters and cover with clear polythene sheet sufficiently lapped
and taped with polythene tape. All exposed rafters shall be checked 12mm into main
ridge beam. Exposed beam ceilings shall be lined with 9.5mm gibraltar board fixed
between beams.

A 2.2kw wall mounted fan heater will be supplied by the Builder. The heater will be
installed in the living area unless directed otherwise by the owner.

ROOFER

Provide suitable protection to the prefinished metal fascia during the fixing of any roofing
materials.

GALVANIZED IRON:

Minimum pitch shall be 12 degrees.

Cover roof area with (50 x 1mm) Galvanized wire mesh, stretched taut and securely fixed
with (25 x 2.5mm) galvanized staples. Over-lay with breather type building paper.

Fix (45mm - 26 gauge) galvanized corrugated iron in single lengths with one and one half
corrugations side lap. Secure with lead head nails in accordance with standard practice.
Allow 50mm overhang into gutters.

Flash ridges and hips to be covered with lead edged ridging in long lengths with the lead
edge dressed down into the corrugations of the iron. Paint all laps before securing with

calcium plumbate.

GALVANIZED IRON ROOFS ARE NOT PAINTED.

MONIER CONCRETE TILES:

Minimum pitch shall be 18 degrees.
To be fixed to the manufacturers and or Housing Corporation or other lending institutions

specifications by approved fixers.

METAL TILES AND COLOUR STEEL ROOFING:

Minimum pitch shall be 12 degrees.
To be fixed to the manufacturers and or Housing Corporation or other lending institutions

specifications by approved fixers.

FLAT ROOFS:

Fix galvanized iron tray roofing over netting and building paper to manufacturers
specifications.

BRICK & BLOCKLAYER

All work shall conform with N.Z.S.S. 1900 chapter 6.2 x 9.2. All blocks must be of an
approved manufacturer. N.Z.S.5. 595 class A or class B where plastered for exterior use
with flush floated joints.
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MORTAR:

shall have a minimum compressive strength of 12.5 MPa at 28 days.

The mix proportions shall be 4-6 parts sand, 2/3-1 part lime and 1 part cement.

Colouring of the mortar by the addition of mineral oxide pigments must not exceed a rate
of 10 per cent by volume of the cement.

JOINTS:

All mortar joints must be straight and of uniform 10mm thickness. They must be tooled
after the initial stiffening has occured to ensure a smooth weatherproof finish.

Precautions shall be taken to prevent mortar falling into cavities or penetrating into grout
spaces. Mortar falling onto ties shall be cleaned off immediately.

VENEER:

The cavity between masonry veneer and timber frame shall not be less than 40mm.

Provide vent holes in top course and weepholes in bottom course 50mm high spaced at
1200mm centres.

Supply and fix concrete vents only to local body requirements.

No veneer shall exceed 4 metres in height measured from the top of the foundation to the
top of the veneer except in the case of a gable where the measurement is from half the
height of gable. No section of Veneer shall be less than 390mm long except at corners
where a minimum return of 300mm is accepted.

All veneer must be kept hard up the soffit linings as no moulds are used.

TIES:

Build in approved wall ties not exceeding 350mm vertically and not more than 660mm
horizontally, staggered fix with only hot-dipped nails.

SPLIT STONE:

For size and colour refer to the addendum.

Bolstering is an extra if required and will include the 4 sides of the split units.

Sills are to be 50 series purpose made units.

On completion clean down all surfaces and leave free from defects and mortar stains.
Weatherproofing with silicone or painting will be done by others.

CONCRETE BLOCKS:

Refer to addendum for type and size.

All blocks must be kept dry before and during laying and until the mortar is set.

If veneer, sills and waterproofing will be as for split stone.

If reinforced concrete block masonry, reinforcement shall conform te N.Z.S. 1900 chapter
9.3a.

Use purpose made sill blocks and slotted blocks for window and door openings.

Interior finish to outer walls in living and bedrooms can be left flush jointed for strapping
and lining or gibfoam. Service areas will be painted.

Build in any holding down bolts required at the intersection of internal timber walls.

BRICKWORK:

All bricks shall be hard, square, well burnt and free of any chipped edges.

Where coloured joints are called for, add mineral oxide to mortar (mix as listed under
MORTAR). All joints to be weather-struck as work proceeds.

Sills shall be bricks on edge or purpose made tiles.
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On cofmpletion clean down all exposed surfaces with a weak solution of hydrochloric acid
(except cream or other light toned bricks).

CHIMNEYS:

May be of unit-masonry, precast pumice concrete, or reinforced concrete.

Keep timber framing at least 1 inch clear from masonry (and plaster coating) at all points.
Build in splayed lintel with soffit 25mm maximum above arch of surround.

Where a change of material is made in the stack, use a horizontally rienforced adaptor
block with provision for continuous vertical reinforcing.

Reinforce all chimneys with 4 continuous vertical 12mm rods (from gathering to top for
precast and unit masonry: from foundation to top for r.c.). Properly grout rods for their

full length.
Firebricks must be laid on flat for the fireback, but may be on edge for return sides.

From dished soot shelf.

Where slab surrounds are used, they must have at least 6 inches of vertical surface
grouted (from above) in contact with the lintel, keyed where necessary with tightly
rammed netting, and pointed from below fireclay.

UNIT MASONRY: Lay one course of 225mm headers above lintel and gather at no more
than 55mm per course. Plaster stack front and back, from gathering to top of ceiling
joists.

Veneer masonry, if used as a flue wall, must be connected by bonding.

PLUMBER

All work shall be carried out in accordance with the Plans and Specifications, Local
Authority and Public Health By-Laws. All materials shall be of their best respective kind
and of N.Z. Manufacture wherever possible. The builder shall obtain all necessary permits
and pay all fees in connection with the said work. Water pipes and tubes shall be set out
in straight runs or even gradients, by the shortest practical route, avoiding sharp bends
which may cause airlocks. Temporary water will not be supplied unless requested and paid

for by the builder.
FLASHINGS:

Take all necessary precautions to prevent the corrosion caused by the contact of

dissimilar metals.
Provide and fix all flashings as required.
Flash all chimneys and upstands through roof with 1.8 Kg lead. On tile roofs the flashings

shall cover the whole tile and be turned down.
Valley Iron will be supplied and fixed by the carpenter.

SPOUTING AND DOWNPIPES:

Where a metal fascia and gutter system has not been fixed, provide and fix Stormcloud
P.V.C. Spouting to manufacturers specifications. Provide and fix all stopped ends, mitred
returns, outlets, droppers, downpipes and any other special members required to complete

the spouting.
Fix Coloursteel downpipes with all metal fascia and gutters in accordance with the

manufacturers specifications. Galvanized spouting and downpipes will be an extra if
required.

WASTES, TRAPS, VENTS AND SOIL STACKS:

Provide and fix polypropylene traps in such positions that they may easily be removed.
All waste pipes, vents and soil stacks shall be approved rigid P.V.C. Any pipework
embedded in concrete floor shall be wrapped with ‘benso’ tape.
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COLD WATER SUPPLY:

Allow to lay 20mm Gold Ribbon Alkathene from the local body point, or section b;;:undary,
to the house, buried not less than 450mm. A maximum of ten metres will Be supplied in
this quotation. Any supply in excess of ten metres will be an extra to the client. Provide
gate value at foundation base. Encircle with cover for easy access.

All inside cold water service pipes shall be 15mm P.V.C. Class E, supported at 900mm
centres with purpose made saddles.

Service to Bath, Vanity, Shower, W.C., Tub, Sink, Hot Water Cylinder, provision for
Automatic Washing Machine and two exterior hose taps - one at front and one at rear.
Where high pressure is not available an extra will be charged for a low pressure system to
be determined.

HOT WATER SUPPLY:

Provide and fix 270 litre lagged electric Hot Water Cylinder with necessary exhaust pipe.
Connect cylinder to cold water system via a filter stop cock and 'Nefa' (or similar type)
pressure reducing valve. Provide element and thermostat to cylinder.

All copper tube for hot water supply shall be supported with 25mm straps or clips spaced
at 1300mm centres.

Lagg hot water pipes and fittings with approved 'Plumbers Felt' tightly wrapped and
secured with copper wire.

To be encased in a galvanised iron meter box supplied and fixed by builder where directed
by local authority.
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POWER SUPPLY: s

The first ten metres of underground power cable is allowed in the quotation and‘shall be
16mm single phase. Any larger phase required by the wiring requlations or poles will be an
extra to the owner Any supply in excess of the above metioned allowances will an extra to
the client

SWITCHBOARD:

Fix where directed inside the house.
Provide and set up as required on meter board and case with all necessary equipment

thereon neatly labelled.
Provide and set up where directed a switchboard panel with all necessary fuses, switches

and main switches properly mounted and labelled and hinged on one side.

LIGHTS:

Provide and install specified number of light points complete with lamps and shades as
shown on plan and provide 100 watt lamps in living rooms and 60 watt lamps to all other

points.
Extra light points at quoted price.

POWER POINTS:

Provide and fix specified nummber of points as shown on plan, 1200mm above floor in
kitchen and laundry, 300mm above floor elsewhere.
Extra power points at quoted price.

HOT WATER CYLINDER:

Connect element and thermostat supplied by plumber to hot water cylinder. (270 litre).
Place control switch (10 AMP MIN.) on outside of cupboard using 1.5mm T & E cable for
wiring installation.

ELECTRIC RANGE:

Connect electric ranae supplied by builder using 6.0mm T & E cable for wiring
installation. Where ranges are prepluged supply & fit a 30amp outlet & box.

ELECTRIC HEATER:

2kw Fan Heater Supplied by builder.

PAINTER & DECORATOR

All materials shall be of the best quality and supplied by Tradesmen according to trade
practice. Provide suitable cover to baths, basins, sink bench and dresser tops, electric
ranges etc, during process of the work. Protect all floors from stains resulting from paint
and oil tins ete.

EXTERIOR WOODWORK:

Builder will prime all exterior woodwork with a suitable primer. Painter will then stop all
nail holes and surface cracks with first grade putty and supply and apply one undercoat
and one finishing coat of high gloss enamel.

Apply two coats of unthinned acrylic paint.

STAINED WORK:

Builder will apply one coat of stain prior to fixing. Painter shall then stop all nail holes
etc, with coloured putty followed by one further coat of stain.

All galvanised spoutings, downpipes, flashings etc shall receive one coat of approved
galvanized primer, followed by one undercoat and one finishing coat.

INTERIOR:

Paint inside of wardrobes except timber cleats and galvanised rails, with two coats of
acrylic latex paint. The inside of kitchen cupboards are not painted.

WOODWORK: Apply two undercoats stopping all nail holes between each coat. Finish
with one unthinned coat of gloss enamel paint.

DOORS:

All flush panel doors to be given one coat of sealer and two coats of clear varnish. To be
sanded between coats. Paint grade doors to be painted as per interior woodwork.All
kitchen cupboard doors and sliding wardrobe doors are pre-finished from the factory.

WALLS:

Properly prepare all walls and apply one sealer coat. Mix 25g of 'Sanitabrite’ to each litre
of approved paste. Hang wallpaper plumb and true in single lengths with neatly butted
joints registering any patterns in accordance with best trade practice. Leave all surfaces
flush, uniform in colour and free from wrinkles, blisters, lumps, tears, stains or any other
imperfection. All wallpaper is to be selected by the owner.

FLOORSANDING:

All partical board and or timber floors shall receive one machine coarse sand. Scrape out
all corners not accessable by machine.
Fine sanding and Polyurathene coating is an extra where required.

All surfaces must be well cleaned and soaked before applying plaster. “Render and
straighten all work with 3:1 ratio sand and cement.

FOUNDATIONS:

Shall be plastered with one 12mm thick smooth coat and finished with a dash coat to give
an even regular surface.

ERRACES, PORCHES AND STEPS:
Render with one 12mm thick coat and finish with a wooden float to a fine surface.

Provide expansion 'V' joints to align with concrete top.
Allow sufficient fall away from building to prevent surfaces holding water.
