01 A total overhaul

The cost of inspecting and repairing a pantograph is about half the cost 
of investing in new equipment.

We consider the surface finish particularly important. We powder-paint to 
avoid spray shadow and to ensure optimal corrosion protection. All fixings 
are stainless steel and tubing and bellows are UV resistant.

04 Spare parts
