2. Place the treadmill on a level surface, with at
least 8 feet of clearance behind it. To protect
the floor or carpet from damage, place a mat
under the treadmill.

3. Do not place the treadmill near water, out-
doors, or on a surface that blocks any air open-
ings.

4. Do not operate the treadmill where aerosol
products are used or where oxygen is being
administered.

5. Keep small children and pets away from the
treadirill at all times.

6. The treadmill should be used only by persons
seighiiig 250 pounds or less.

7. Never allow more than one person on the
treadmill at a time.

When connecting the power cord (see HOW TO
PLUG IN THE POWER CORD on page 7), plug
the power cord directly into a grounded circuit
capable of carrying 12 or more amps. No other
appliance should be on the same circuit. Keep
the power cord away from heated surfaces.

ASSEMBLY

Assembly requires two people. Set the treadmill in a cleared area and remove all packing materials. Do not
dispose of the packing materials until the treadmill is fully assembled.

Assembly can be completed using the included 7/32” allen wrench Q

1. Find the Right Upright (15), which contains the Upright Wire
Harness (12) (see the inset drawing). Hold an Upright Spacer
(25) inside the lower end of the Right Upright. Insert a 3/8"* x
3 1/2" Bolt (27), with one of the four Upright Washers (26), into
the lower hole in the Right Upright, and through the Upright
Spacer. Slide a Star Washer (49) onto the Bolt. Finger tighten
the Bolt into the indicated hole in the Frame (50).

Insert a 3/8" x 3 1/2" Bolt (27), with an Upright Washer (26),
through the other hole in the lower end of the Right Upright (15).
Finger tighten the Bolt into the Frame (5G).

Attach the Left Upright (not shown) in the same manner.

2. Hold the right end of the Console Crossbar (6) near the Right 2 7 10
Upright (15). Connect the Console Wire Harriess (10) to the 30
Upright Wire Harness (12). The small latch on the Console
Wire Harness should snap onto the Upright Wire Harness (see
the inset drawing). If the Wire Harnesses do.act fit together -
easily, turn them; do not force the Wire riuri;2sses togeiher.

Slide the 24" Cable Loom (11) and the 6" Cable Loom (30)
against the ends of the Wire Hamesses (10, 12). Insert the
Cable Looms into the Right Upright (15). Be careftil not to
damage the Wire Harnesses.

3. Slide the ends of the Console Crossbar {8) into-the Right and
Left Uprights (15, 2) as shown. Insert a Console Knob (3) into
each Upright, and thread the Console Knobs into-the ends of
the Console Crossbar. Rotate the Console (9) to the desired
angle, and tighten the Console Knobs.

4. Tap an Upright Endcap (4) into each of the Uprights (15, 2).

See assembly step 1. Using the included 7/32" allen wrench,
tighten the four 3/8” x 3 1/2” Bolts (27).




5. Plug the lower end of the Upright Wire Harness (12) into the
20" Wire Harness (45). The small latch on the Upright Wire
Harness should snap onto the 20™ Wire Harness (see the
upper inset drawing). If the Wire Harnesses do not fit together
easily, turn them; do not force the Wire Harnesses together.

= Slide the ends of the 6" Cable Loom (30) and the 12" Cable
. Loom (36) against the ends of the Wire Harnesses (12, 45) (see
the lower inset drawing). Be careful not to damage the Wire
Harnesses. ' :

6. Press the Belt Tool (86) into the opening in the Left Rear
" Endcap (82). The use of the Belt Tool is explained on page 19.

Make sure that all parts are tightened before using the treadmill.

Note: Cover the floor under the treadmill for
protection.

HOW TO OBTAIN ACCURATE PULSE READINGS

The instructions on page 10 explain how the pulse
sensor is used with the console (see HOW TO USE
THE PULSE DISPLAY). For the best results, remem-
ber the following important guidelines:

Before putting on the headband, rub your forehead
to stimulate circulation.

Make sure that the headband is properly adjusted;
if the headband is too loose or 00 tight, your puise
may not be detected.

The headband must be worn properly, with the
senscr window centered on your forehead. The
smali bution next 1o the sensor window must be
depressed. Make sure that there is no hair in front
of the pulse sensor or between the sensor window
and your forehead. Make-up applied to the fore-
head may also interfere with pulse readings.

Note: If the pulse sensor does not detect your
pulse when the sensor window is centered on your
forehead, try positioning the sensor window above .
your rignt i l2ft wyeprow. Depending on the shape
of your forehead, your puise may be detected more
easily from a slightly ditferent position.

Avoid turning your head more than 30"away from
the console, or the console may not pick up the
signal from the pulse sensor.

The sensor w;ngw should be cleaned weekly when
the treadmill is used regularly. Moisten a cotton swab
with water, and carefully wipe the sensor window.

Because your pulse constantly changes, the pulse
sensor will sample and average your pulse every
few seconds. When you first put on the pulse sen-
sor, it may take up to ten seconds before an accu-
rate pulse is shown,

If the pulse sensor does not function properly,
check the batteries (see HOW TO INSTALL BAT-
TERIES on this page).

HOW TO CLEAN THE PULSE SENSOR

To clean the pulse sensor, first remove the headband.
Wipe the pulse sensor clean with a damp cloth; never
immerse the pulse sensor in water.

To clean the headband, hand wash it in mild deter-
gent and gently wring it out.

A temporary adapter that looks like the adapter illus-
trated in drawing 2 may be used to connect this plug
to a 2-pole receptacle as shown in drawing 2 if a
properly grounded outlet is not available. The tempo-
rary adapter should be used only until a properly

* grounded outlet (drawing 1) can be instailed by a

qualified electrician. The green-colored rigid ear, lug,
or the like extending from the adapter must be con-
nected to a permanent ground such as a properly
grounded outlet box cover. Whenever the adapteris
used it must be held in place by a metai screw.

c. Error code “E3" may appear in the SPEED display if the speed of the walking belt surges above the selected
speed setting.

d. Error code “E4” may appear in the SPEED display if the walking belt is moving at a slow speed, and there is
excessive stress on the motor. Remove the key, wait for ten seconds, and then reinsert the key. If you weigh
over 200 pounds, it may be helpful fo increase the incline of the treadmill. If the error code appears again, call
our Customer Service Department. Do not operate the treadmill until the problem is corrected.

The following guidelines will help ydu to plan your
exercise program. Remember—these guidelines are

wgeneral in nature. For more detailed information about

exercise, obtain a reputable book or consult your
physician.

AWARN'NG: Before t;eginning thisor

any exercise program, consult your physiclan.
This is especially important for individuals over
the age of 35 or individuals with pre-existing health
problems.

EXERCISE INTENSITY

Whether you want to burn fat or to strengthen your car-
diovascular system, you can tailor your exercise to
your specific goals. The key to achieving the desired
results is to exercise with the proper intensity.

Burning Fat
To burn fat effectively, you must exercise at a relatively

low intensity level for a sustained period of time.
During the first few minutes of exercise, your body

-.uses easily accessible carbohydrate calories for ener-

gy. Only after the first few minutes of exercise does
your body begin to use stored fat calories for energy.

If your goal is to burn fat, the console’s built-in Fat
Calorie Monitor will help you to maintain the proper
intensity level. As you exercise, the Fat Calorie Monitor
_will show you when your exercise intensity is too low,
too high, or perfect for burning fat. (See HOW TO USE
THE FAT CALORIE MONITOR on page 11.)

Cardiovascular Exercise

if your goal is to strengthen your cardiovascular sys-
tem, your exercise must be “aerobic.” Aerobic exercise
is activity that requires large amounts of oxygen for
prolonged periods of time. Aerobic exercise increases
the demand on the heart to pump blood to the mus-
cles, and on the lungs to oxygenate the blood. The
proper intensity level for aerobic exercise can be found
by using your pulse as a guide. As you exercise, your
pulse should be kept at a level between 70% and 85%
of your maximum possible heart rate. This is known as
your training zone. You can find your training zone in
the table at the top of this page. Training zones are
listed according to age and physical condition.

During the first few months of your exercise program,
keep your pulse near the low end of your training zone
as you exercise. After a few months of regular exer-
cise, your pulse can be gradually increased until it is
near the middle of your training zone as you exercise.

Exercise for about four minutes, and then measure
your pulse immediately. if your pulse is too high,
decrease the intensity of your exercise. If your pulse is
too low, increase the intensity of your exercise.

A WARNING: The pulse sensor is not a

medical device. Various Tactors, including your
movement during exércise, may affect the accura-
cy of heart rate readings. The sensor is intended
only as an exerclse aid in determining heart rate
trends in general.

WORKOUT GUIDELINES

When exercising, wear loose-fitting, comfortable cloth-
ing. Do not wear clothing that could become
caught in the treadmill. Always wear athletic shoes
for foot protection.

Each workout should include three basic parts: (1) a
warm-up, (2) training zone exercise, and (3) a cool-down.

Warming Up

Warming up prepares the body for exercise by increas-
ing circulation, delivering more oxygen to the muscles
and raising the body temperature. Begin each workout
with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching and light exercise to
warm up (see SUGGESTED STRETCHES on page 21).



Training Zone Exercise

After warming up, increase the intensity of your exer-
cise until your pulse is in your training zone for 20 to
60 minutes. (During the first few weeks of your exer-
cise program, do not keep your pulse in your training
zone for longer than 20 minutes.) Breathe regularly
and deeply as you exercise—never hold your breath.

Cooling Down

Finish each workout with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching

to cool down. This will increase the flexibility of your

muscles and will help to prevent post-exercise problems.

Exercise Frequency

To maintain or improve your condition, complete three
workouts each week, with at least one day of rest
between workouts. After a few months, you may com-
plete up to five workouts each week if desired.

The key to success is to make exercise a regular and
enjoyable part of your everyday life.

SUGGESTED STRETCHES

The correct form for several basic stretches is shown in the
drawings below. Move slowly as you stretch—never bounce.

1. Toe Touch Stretch

Stand with your knees bent slightly and slowly bend forward
trcm your hips. Allow your back and shoulders to relax as you
reach down toward your toes as far as possible. Hold for 15
counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times. Stretches: Hamstrings,

2. Hamstrihg Stretch

3. Calt/Achilles Stretch

With one leg in front of the other, reach forward and place your 4

hands against a wall. Keep your back leg straight and your
back foot flat on the floor. Bend your front leg, lean forward and
move your hips toward the wall. Hold for 15 counts, then relax.
Repeat 3 times for both legs. To cause further stretching of the
achilles tendons, bend your back leg as well. Stretches:

Calves, achilles tendons and ankles.

4. Quadriceps Stretch

With one hand against a wall for balance, reach back and
grasp one foot with your other hand. Bring your heel as close to
your buttocks as possible. Hold for 15 counts, then relax.
Repeat 3 times for both legs. Stretches: Quadriceps and hip

muscles.

5. Inner Thigh Stretch

Sit with the soles of your feet together and your knees outward.
Pull your feet toward your groin area as far as possible. Hold

for 15 counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times. Stretches:
Quadriceps and hip muscles.
