ASSEMBLY

Assembly requires two people. Set the treadmill in a cleared area and remove the packing materials. Do not
dispose of the packing materials until assembly is completed. Assembly requires a crescent wrench
wire cutters @ and a phillips screwdriver =" (not included).

This will cause the cabinet to lean back
slightly. Make sure that all four Base Feet (147) are
firmly resting on the floor.

Attach three Stabilizer Pads (93) to the Stabilizer (162)
in the indicated locations. Note: One extra Stabilizer Pad
may be included.

Attach the Stabilizer (162) to the Base (75) with the four
Screws (140).

Each of the four cabinet doors is attached with two
adjustable Hinge Plates (159). If the doors are not prop-
erly aligned, adjust them by turning the screws in the
Hinge Plates.

To raise or lower a door slightly, loosen screw A in the
Hinge Plates (159); to adjust a door forward or back,
loosen screw B; to adjust a door from side to side, turn
screw C.

Hold the treadmill firmly with both hands as shown, and
lower the treadmill to the floor. Caution: You must be
able to safely lift 45 pounds (20 kg) in order to raise
or lower the treadmilii. To avoid pinching your hands,
do not hoid the treadmili in the locations indicated
by the arrows. To decrease the possibiiity of injury,
bend your legs and keep your back straight.

Insert two Shelf Pins (152) into the small holes in the
Left Side Board (172), and two Shelf Pins into the small
holes in the Right Side Board (not shown). Raise the
Shelf Board (168) inside the cabinet and remove the in-
dicated packing material and the plastic bag covering the
television.

Voltage surges, spikes, and noise interference can re-
sult from weather conditions or from other appliances

This product is 'equipped with a cord
having an equipment-grounding conductor and a
grounding plug. Plug the power cord into a surge
protector, and plug the surge protector into an ap-
propriate outlet that Is properly installed and
grounded in accordance with all iocal codes and
ordinances.

By pressing the SCREEN OPTIONS and HIDE but-
tons, you can modify the way that exercise feedback
is shown on the TV. The different options are de-

scribed on page 12 (see F and G). Note: The white in-
dicators and other program information will be shown

on the TV only when screen option 1 is selected.

When you are finished exercising, stop the walk-
ing belt and remove the key.

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HOW TO FOLD THE TREADMILL

Before folding the treadmill, adjust the incline to the lowest
position. If the Incline is not at the lowest position, the
treadmlll will be permanently damaged. Next, unplug the
power cord.

Hold the treadmill firmly with both hands as shown at the
right. Caution: You must be able to safely lift 45 pounds
(20 kg) In order to ralse or lower the treadmill. To avold
pinching your hands, do not hold the treadmlll In the lo-
catlons Indicated by the arrows. To decrease the possi-
bility of Injury, bend your legs and keep your back
stralght. As you ralse the treadmlll, make sure to lift with
your legs rather than your back. Raise the treadmill to the
vertical position.

To protect the floor or carpet from damage, place a mat
under the treadmill. Keep the treadmlil out of direct sun-
light. Do not leave the treadmill in the storage position in
temperatures above 85° Fahrenheit.




TROUBLE-SHOOTING

Most treadmill problems can be solved by following the steps below. Find the symptom that applles, and
follow the steps listed. If further assistance is needed, please call our Customer Service Department toll-

free at 1-800-999-3756, Monday through Friday, 6 a.m. until 6 p.m. Mountain Time (excluding holidays).

1. SYMPTOM: THE POWER DOES NOT TURN ON

a. Make sure that the power cord is plugged into a surge protector, and that the surge protector is plugged into
a properly grounded outlet. (See HOW TO PLUG IN THE POWER CORD on page 10.) Use only a UL-listed

surge protector, rated at 15 amps, with a 14-gauge cord of five feet or less in length.

b. After the power cord has been plugged in, make sure that the key is fully inserted into the console. (See step

1 on page 13))

c. Check the circuit breaker located on the treadmill near the
power cord. If the switch protrudes as shown, the circuit
breaker has tripped. To reset the circuit breaker, wait for five
minutes and then press the switch back in.

d. Check the on/off switch located at the front of the treadmill
near the power cord. The switch must be in the “on” position.

2. SYMPTOM: THE POWER TURNS OFF DURING USE

a. Check the circuit breaker located on the treadmill frame near the power cord (see 1. c. above). If the circuit

6. SYMPTOM: THE CABINET DOORS ARE NOT PROPERLY ALIGNED

a. Each of the four cabinet doors is attached with two adjustable
Hinge Plates (159). If the doors are not properly aligned, adjust
them by turning the screws in the Hinge Plates. To raise or lower
a door slightly, loosen screw A in the Hinge Plates; to adjust a
door forward or back, loosen screw B; to adjust a door from side
to side, turn screw C.

7. SYMPTOM: TV RECEPTION IS POOR

a. Antenna—For the console and television to operate properly, good reception is necessary. If you are using an
antenna, make sure that it is properly connected and that it is adjusted for optimal reception. (See ANTENNA
CONNECTIONS on page 18.) In addition, refer to the information below.

b. Ignition—Black spots or horizontal streaks appear or the picture may flutter or drift. Usually this is caused by
interference from automobile ignition systems, neon lamps, electric drifts, or other electric appliances.
Changing the position of the treadmiill or other electric appliances may correct the problem.

c. Ghosts—Ghosts are caused by the television signal following two paths—one is the direct path and the
other is refiected from tall buildings, hills, or other objects. Changing the direction or position of the antenna
may improve reception.

d. Snow—f the TV is located in the fringe area of a television station where the signal is weak, the picture may
be marred by the appearance of small dots. When the signal is weak, it may be necessary to install an exter-
nal antenna to improve the picture.

e. Radio Frequency interference—This interference produces moving ripples or diagonal streaks and in some
cases causes loss of contrast in the picture.

f. Picture Size Variation—A slight picture size variation is normal when you adjust the CONTRAST or
BRIGHTNESS control.

Note: If one of these symptoms appears when the cable from a CATV company is connected, the symptom may

8. SYMPTOM: AN ERROR CODE APPEARS ON THE TV SCREEN

If you weigh
over 200 pounds, it may be helpful to increase the incline of the treadmill. if the
error code appears again, call our toll-free Customer Service Department. Do not
operate the treadmill until the problem is corrected.

on. Remove the key from the console, unplug the power cord, and wait for thirty
seconds. Plug in the power cord and reinsert the key. If the error code appears
again, call our toll-free Customer Service Department.

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CONDITIONING GUIDELINES

The following guidelines will help you to plan your ex-
ercise program. Remember that proper nutrition and
adequate rest are essential for successful results.

EXERCISE INTENSITY

Whether your goal is to bum fat or to strengthen your
cardiovascular system, the key to achieving the desired
results is to exercise with the proper intensity. The
proper intensity level can be found by using your heart
rate as a guide. For effective exercise, your heart rate
should be maintained at a level between 70% and 85%
of your maximum heart rate as you exercise. This is
known as your training zone. You can find your training
zone in the table below. Training zones are listed ac-
cording to age and physical condition.

Burning Fat

To bum fat, you must exercise at a low intensity level
for a sustained period of time. During the first few min-
utes of exercise, your body uses easily accessible car-

bohydrate calories for energy. Only after the first few
minutes does your body begin to use stored fat calories
for energy. If your goal is to bumn fat, adjust the intensity
of your exercise until your heart rate is near the low end
of your training zone.

Aerobic Exercise

If your goal is to strengthen your cardiovascular sys-
tem, your exercise must be “aerobic.” Aerobic exercise
is activity that requires large amounts of oxygen for
prolonged periods of time. This increases the demand
on the heart to pump blood to the muscles, and on the
lungs to oxygenate the blood. For aerobic exercise,
adjust the intensity of your exercise until your heart
rate is near the middle of your training zone.

HOW TO MEASURE YOUR HEART RATE

To measure your
heart rate, stop exer-
cising and place two
fingers on your wrist
as shown. Take a six-
second heartbeat
count, and multiply
the result by ten to
find your heart rate.
(A six-second count is
used because your
heart rate drops quickly when you stop exercising.) If
your heart rate is too high, decrease the intensity of
your exercise. If your heart rate is too low, increase the
intensity of your exercise.

WORKOUT GUIDELINES

Each workout should include three parts: (1) a warm-
up, (2) training zone exercise, and (3) a cool-down.

Warming-up

Warming up prepares the body for exercise by increas-
ing circulation, delivering more oxygen to the muscles
and raising the body temperature. Begin each workout
with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching and light exercise to
warm up (see SUGGESTED STRETCHES on page 29).

Training Zone Exerclse

After warming up, increase the intensity of your exer-
cise until your heart rate is in your training zone for 20
to 60 minutes. (During the first few weeks of your exer-
cise program, do not keep your heart rate in your train-
ing zone for longer than 20 minutes.) Breathe regularly
and deeply as you exercise—never hold your breath.



A Cool-down

Finish each workout with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching
to cool down. This will increase the flexibility of your
muscles and will help to prevent post-exercise prob-
lems.

Exercise Frequency

To maintain or improve your condition, complete three
workouts each week, with at least one day of rest be-
tween workouts. After a few months of regular exer-
cise, you may complete up to five workouts each week
if desired. The key to success is to make exercise a
regular and enjoyable part of your everyday life.

SUGGESTED STRETCHES

The correct form for several basic stretches is shown in the
drawings below. Move slowly as you stretch—never bounce.

1. Toe Touch Stretch

Stand with your knees bent slightly and slowly bend forward
from your hips. Allow your back and shoulders to relax as you
reach down toward your toes as far as possible. Hold for 15
counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times. Stretches: Hamstrings,

back of knees and back.

2. Hamstring Stretch

Sit with one leg extended. Bring the sole of the opposite foot
toward you and rest it against the inner thigh of your extended
leg. Reach toward your toes as far as possible. Hold for 15
counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times for each leg. Stretches:

Hamstrings, lower back and groin.

3. Calf/Achilles Stretch

With one leg in front of the other, reach forward and place your
hands against a wall. Keep your back leg straight and your
back foot fiat on the floor. Bend your front leg, lean forward and
move your hips toward the wall. Hold for 15 counts, then relax.
Repeat 3 times for each leg. To cause further stretching of the
achilles tendons, bend your back leg as well. Stretches:

Calves, achilles tendons and ankles.

4. Quadriceps Stretch

With one hand against a wall for balance, reach back and
grasp one foot with your other hand. Bring your heel as close
to your buttocks as possible. Hold for 15 counts, then relax.
Repeat 3 times for each leg. Stretches: Quadriceps and hip

muscles.

5. Inner Thigh Stretch

Sit with the soles of your feet together and your knees outward.
Pull your feet toward your groin area as far as possible. Hold

for 15 counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times. Stretches:
Quadriceps and hip muscles.
