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1.	 It is the responsibility of the owner to ensure 
that all users of this treadmill are adequately 
informed of all warnings and precautions.

2.	 Before beginning any exercise program, 
consult your physician. This is especially 
important for persons over age 35 or persons 
with pre-existing health problems.

3.	 Use the treadmill only as described in this 
manual.

4.	 The treadmill is intended for home use only. 
Do not use the treadmill in any commercial, 
rental, or institutional setting.

5.	 Keep the treadmill indoors, away from mois-
ture and dust. Do not put the treadmill in a 
garage or covered patio, or near water.

6.	 Place the treadmill on a level surface, with 
at least 8 ft. (2.4 m) of clearance behind it 
and 2 ft. (0.6 m) on each side. Do not place 
the treadmill on any surface that blocks air 
openings. To protect the floor or carpet from 
damage, place a mat under the treadmill.

7.	 Do not operate the treadmill where aerosol 
products are used or where oxygen is being 
administered.

8.	 Keep children under age 12 and pets away 
from the treadmill at all times.

9.	 The treadmill should be used only by per-
sons weighing 400 lbs. (181 kg) or less.

10.	Never allow more than one person on the 
treadmill at a time.

11.	Wear appropriate exercise clothes while 
using the treadmill. Do not wear loose 
clothes that could become caught in the 
treadmill. Athletic support clothes are recom-
mended for both men and women. Always 
wear athletic shoes. Never use the treadmill 
with bare feet, wearing only stockings, or in 
sandals.

12.	Plug the power cord into a surge suppressor 
(not included), and plug the surge suppres-
sor into an appropriate outlet (see page 22). 
To avoid overloading the circuit, do not plug 
other electrical devices, except for low-power 
devices such as cell phone chargers, into 
the surge suppressor or into an outlet on the 
same circuit.

13.	Use only a surge suppressor that meets all 
of the specifications described on page 22. 
To purchase a surge suppressor, see your 
local FREEMOTION dealer, call the telephone 
number on the front cover of this manual, or 
see your local electronics store.

14.	Failure to use a properly functioning surge 
suppressor could result in damage to the 
control system of the treadmill. If the control 
system is damaged, the walking belt may 
slow, accelerate, or stop unexpectedly, which 
may result in a fall and serious injury.

15.	Keep the power cord and the surge suppres-
sor away from heated surfaces.

16.	Never move the walking belt while the power 
is turned off. Do not operate the treadmill 
if the power cord or plug is damaged, or if 
the treadmill is not working properly. (See 
MAINTENANCE AND TROUBLESHOOTING 
on page 40 if the treadmill is not working 
properly.)

17.	Read, understand, and test the emergency 
stop procedure before using the treadmill 
(see HOW TO TURN ON THE POWER on  
page 24). Always wear the clip while using the 
treadmill.

18.	Always stand on the foot rails when starting 
or stopping the walking belt. Always hold the 
handrails while using the treadmill.

19.	When a person is walking on the treadmill, 
the noise level of the treadmill will increase.

    WARNING: To reduce the risk of burns, fire, electric shock, or injury to persons, read 
all important precautions and instructions in this manual and all warnings on your treadmill before 
using your treadmill. ICON assumes no responsibility for personal injury or property damage sus-
tained by or through the use of this product.

IMPORTANT PRECAUTIONS
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20.	Keep fingers, hair, and clothing away from 
the moving walking belt.

21.	The treadmill is capable of high speeds. 
Adjust the speed in small increments to 
avoid sudden jumps in speed.

22.	The heart rate monitor is not a medical 
device. Various factors, including the user’s 
movement, may affect the accuracy of heart 
rate readings. The heart rate monitor is 
intended only as an exercise aid in determin-
ing heart rate trends in general.

23.	Never leave the treadmill unattended while 
it is running. Always remove the key, press 
the power switch into the off position (see 
the drawing on page 8 for the location of the 
power switch), and unplug the power cord 
when the treadmill is not in use.

24.	Do not attempt to move the treadmill until 
it is properly assembled. (See ASSEMBLY 
on page 10 and HOW TO FOLD AND MOVE 
THE TREADMILL on page 39.) You must be 
able to safely lift 45 lbs. (20 kg) to move the 
treadmill.

25.	When folding or moving the treadmill, make 
sure that the storage latch is holding the 
frame securely in the storage position.

26.	Do not change the incline of the treadmill by 
placing objects under the treadmill.

27.	Never insert any object into any opening on 
the treadmill.

28.	Inspect and properly tighten all parts of the 
treadmill regularly.

29.	DANGER: Always unplug the power 
cord immediately after use, before clean-
ing the treadmill, and before performing the 
maintenance and adjustment procedures 
described in this manual. Never remove the 
motor hood unless instructed to do so by an 
authorized service representative. Servicing 
other than the procedures in this manual 
should be performed by an authorized ser-
vice representative only.

30.	Over exercising may result in serious injury 
or death. If you feel faint, if you become short 
of breath, or if you experience pain while 
exercising, stop immediately and cool down.

31.	Do not store the television in temperatures 
below -40° F (-40° C) or above 140° F (60° C).  
Do not operate the television in temperatures 
below 23° F (-5° C) or above 90° F (32° C). 

32.	To protect the treadmill and television dur-
ing lightning storms, unplug the power cord 
from the wall outlet and disconnect the cable 
system. This will prevent damage due to 
lightning and power line surges.

33.	If an outside antenna or cable system is 
connected, make sure that the antenna or 
cable system is grounded to provide some 
protection against voltage surges and built-
up static charges. Section 810 of the National   
Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA No. 70-1984, or 
your local codes and ordinances provide 
information with respect to proper ground-
ing of the mast and supporting structure, 
grounding of the lead-in wire to an antenna 
discharge unit, size of grounding conduc-
tors, location of antenna discharge unit, 
connection to grounding electrodes, and 
requirements for the grounding electrode.

34.	An outside antenna system should not be 
located in the vicinity of overhead power 
lines or other electric light or power circuits, 
or where it can fall into such power lines or 
circuits. When installing an outside antenna 
system, use extreme care to keep from 
touching such power lines or circuits, as 
contact with them might be fatal.

35.	To reduce the risk of electric shock, do not 
remove the cover or the back of the televi-
sion. There are no user serviceable parts 
inside. Refer servicing to qualified service 
personnel.
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36.	Upon completion of any service or repairs to 
the treadmill or the television, ask the ser-
vice technician to perform safety checks to 
confirm that the unit is in proper operating 
condition.

37.	Use No. 10 AWG (5.3 mm2) copper, No. 8 AWG 
(8.4 mm2) aluminum, No. 17 AWG (1.0 mm2) 
copper-clad steel or bronze wire, or larger as 
a ground wire.

38.	Secure an antenna lead-in and ground wires 
to the house with stand-off insulators spaced 
from 4 to 6 feet (1.22 to 1.83 m) apart.

39.	Mount an antenna discharge unit as close 
as possible to where the lead-in enters the 
house.

40.	Use a jumper wire not smaller than No. 6 
AWG (13.3 mm2) copper, or the equivalent, 
when a separate antenna-grounding elec-
trode is used. See NEC Section 810-21 (j) or 
your local codes and ordinances.

41.	Note to CATV system installer: This reminder 
is provided to call the CATV system install-
er’s attention to Article 820-40 of the NEC or 
your local codes and ordinances that provide 
guidelines for proper grounding and, in par-
ticular, specifies that the cable ground shall 
be connected to the grounding system of the 
building, as close to the point of cable entry 
as practical.

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HOW TO PUT ON THE HEART RATE MONITOR

If the heart rate monitor looks like the one shown 
in drawing 1, press the transmitter (A) onto the snap 
fasteners on the chest strap (B). If the heart rate 
monitor looks like the one shown in drawing 2, 
insert the tab (C) on one end of the chest strap (D) into 
one end of the transmitter (E). Then, press the end of 
the transmitter under the buckle (F) on the chest strap; 
the tab should be flush with the transmitter.

Next, wrap the heart 
rate monitor around 
your chest in the loca-
tion shown; the heart 
rate monitor must be 
under your clothes, 
tight against your skin. 
Make sure that the logo 
is right-side-up. Then, attach the other end of the chest 
strap. Adjust the length of the chest strap, if necessary.

Next, pull the trans-
mitter and the chest 
strap away from your 
body a few inches 
and locate the two 
electrode areas (G). 
Using saliva or con-
tact lens solution, wet the electrode areas. Then, return 
the transmitter and the chest strap to a position against 
your chest. 

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

•	 Thoroughly dry the electrode areas with a soft towel 
after each use. Moisture may keep the heart rate 
monitor activated, shortening the life of the battery.

•	 Store the heart rate monitor in a warm, dry place. Do 
not store the heart rate monitor in a plastic bag or 
other container that may trap moisture.

•	 Do not expose the heart rate monitor to direct sun-
light for extended periods of time, and do not expose 
it to temperatures above 122° F (50° C) or below 14° 
F (-10° C). 

•	 Do not excessively bend or stretch the heart rate 
monitor when using or storing it.

•	 To clean the transmitter, use a damp cloth and a 
small amount of mild soap. Then, wipe the transmit-
ter with a damp cloth and thoroughly dry it with a soft 
towel. Never use alcohol, abrasives, or chemicals 
to clean the transmitter. Hand wash and air dry the 
chest strap.

TROUBLESHOOTING

•	 If the heart rate monitor does not function when posi-
tioned as described at the left, move it slightly lower 
or higher on your chest.

•	 If heart rate readings are not displayed until you 
begin perspiring, re-wet the electrode areas.

•	 For the console to display heart rate readings, you 
must be within arm’s length of the console.

•	 If there is a battery cover on the back of the trans-
mitter, replace the battery with a new battery of the 
same type.

•	 The heart rate monitor is designed to work with 
people who have normal heart rhythms. Heart rate 
reading problems may be caused by medical condi-
tions such as premature ventricular contractions 
(pvcs), tachycardia bursts, and arrhythmia.

•	 The operation of the heart rate monitor can be 
affected by magnetic interference from high power 
lines or other sources. If you suspect that magnetic 
interference is causing a problem, try relocating the 
fitness equipment.

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HOW TO USE THE TREADMILL
HOW TO CONNECT THE POWER CORD

Use a Surge Suppressor

Your treadmill, like other electronic equipment, can be 
damaged by sudden voltage changes in your home’s 
power. Voltage surges, spikes, and noise interfer-
ence can result from weather conditions or from other 
appliances being turned on or off. To decrease the 
risk of damaging the treadmill, always use a surge 
suppressor with the treadmill. To purchase a surge 
suppressor, see precaution 13 on page 3.

Use only a surge suppressor that is UL 1449 listed as a 
transient voltage surge suppressor (TVSS). The surge 
suppressor must have a UL suppressed voltage rating 
of 400 volts or less and a minimum surge dissipation of 
450 joules. The surge suppressor must also be electri-
cally rated for 120 volts AC and 15 amps. There must 
be a monitoring light on the surge suppressor to indi-
cate whether it is functioning properly. Failure to use a 
properly functioning surge suppressor could result 
in damage to the control system of the treadmill 
and serious injury to users.

Plug in the Power Cord

The treadmill must be grounded. If it should malfunc-
tion or break down, grounding provides a path of least 
resistance for electric current to reduce the risk of elec-
tric shock. The treadmill power cord has a plug with a 
grounding pin (see drawing 1 on this page).

Plug the power cord into a surge suppressor, and plug 
the surge suppressor into an appropriate outlet that is 
properly installed and grounded in accordance with all 
local codes and ordinances. The outlet must be on a 

nominal 120-volt circuit capable of carrying 15 or 
more amps. To avoid overloading the circuit, do 
not plug other electrical devices, except for low-
power devices such as cell phone chargers, into 
the surge suppressor or into an outlet on the same 
circuit. IMPORTANT: If the treadmill is connected to 
an AFCI-equipped outlet and your circuit breaker 
trips repeatedly when the treadmill is used, see the 
front cover of this manual to purchase an arc filter.

A temporary 
adapter may 
be used to 
connect the 
surge sup-
pressor to 
a 2-pole 
receptacle 
if a properly 
grounded 
outlet is not 
available.
 
The lug or wire extending from the adapter must 
be connected with a metal screw to a permanent 
ground such as a properly grounded outlet box cover. 
Some 2-pole receptacle outlet box covers are not 
grounded. Before using an adapter, contact a quali-
fied electrician to determine whether the outlet box 
cover is grounded. The temporary adapter should 
be used only until a properly grounded outlet can 
be installed by a qualified electrician.

      DANGER: Improper connection 
of the power cord increases the risk of elec-
tric shock. Do not modify the plug—if it will 
not fit an outlet, have a proper outlet installed 
by a qualified electrician. If you are unsure 
whether the treadmill is properly grounded, 
contact a qualified electrician.

The advanced treadmill console offers an array of fea-
tures designed to make your workouts more effective 
and enjoyable.

When you use the manual mode, you can change the 
speed and incline of the treadmill with the touch of a 
button. As you exercise, the console will display instant 
exercise feedback. You can also measure your heart 
rate using the handgrip heart rate monitor or the chest 
heart rate monitor.

In addition, the console features a selection of onboard 
workouts. Each workout automatically controls the 
speed and incline of the treadmill as it guides you 
through an effective exercise session. In addition, you 
can set a calorie, time, distance, or pace goal.

You can even watch the digital TV, browse the Internet 
or listen to your favorite workout music or audio books 
with the console’s sound system while you exercise.

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HOW TO TURN ON THE POWER

IMPORTANT: If the treadmill has been exposed to 
cold temperatures, allow it to warm to room tem-
perature before you turn on the power. If you do 
not do this, you may damage the console displays 
or other electrical components.

Plug in the power cord 
(see page 22). Next, 
locate the power switch on 
the treadmill frame near 
the power cord. Press the 
power switch into the reset 
position. 

�IMPORTANT: The console features a display demo 
mode, designed to be used if the treadmill is dis-
played in a store. If the demo mode is turned on, 
the screen will show a demo presentation after you 
plug in the power cord and press the power switch 
into the reset position, before you insert the key. To 
turn off the demo mode, see step 7 on page 31. 

�Next, stand on the 
foot rails of the 
treadmill. Locate 
the clip attached to 
the key, and slide 
the clip securely 
onto the waistband 
of your clothes. 
Then, insert the key 
into the console. Note: It may take a minute for the 
console to be ready for use. IMPORTANT: In an 
emergency, the key can be pulled from the console, 
causing the walking belt to slow to a stop. Test the 
clip by carefully taking a few steps backward; if the 
key is not pulled from the console, adjust the posi-
tion of the clip.

Note: The console can display speed and distance in 
either miles or kilometers. To find which unit of mea-
surement is selected, see step 4 on page 31. For 
simplicity, all instructions in this section refer to miles.

HOW TO USE THE TOUCH SCREEN

The console features a tablet with a full-color touch 
screen. The following information will help you become 
familiar with the tablet’s advanced technology: 

•	 	�The console functions similarly to other tablets. You 
can slide or flick your finger against the screen to 
move certain images on the screen, such as the 
displays in a workout (see step 5 on page 26). 
However, you cannot zoom in and out by sliding your 
fingers on the screen. 

•	 	�The screen is not pressure sensitive. You do not 
need to press hard on the screen.

•	 	�To type information into a text box, touch the text box 
to view the keyboard. To use numbers or other char-
acters on the keyboard, touch the ?123 button. To 
view more characters, touch the Alt button. Touch the 
Alt button again to return to the number keyboard. To 
return to the letter keyboard, touch the ABC button. 
To use a capital character, touch the button with an 
upward-facing arrow. To use multiple capital charac-
ters, touch the arrow button again. To return to the 
lowercase keyboard, touch the arrow button a third 
time. To clear the last character, touch the button 
with a backward-facing arrow and an X.

	� Use the buttons on the con-
sole to navigate the tablet.

	� To measure your heart rate, stand on the foot 
rails and hold the contacts with your palms for 
approximately ten seconds; avoid moving your 
hands. When your pulse is detected, your heart 
rate will be shown. For the most accurate heart 
rate reading, continue to hold the contacts for 
about 15 seconds.

7.	 Turn on the fan if desired.

	� The fan features several speed settings and an 
auto mode. When the auto mode is selected, 
the speed of the fan will automatically increase 
and decrease as the speed of the walking belt 
increases and decreases.

	� Press the small fan button repeat-
edly to select a fan speed or to 
turn off the fan. Press the large 
fan button to select a fan speed or 
the auto mode.

To listen to the digital TV audio with your personal 
headphones or ear buds, plug your headphones into 
the headphones jack on the console. Note: This audio 
jack is for audio output only.

HOW TO CHANGE THE AUDIO INPUT

To select a different audio source, touch the music 
notes button at the bottom of the screen. Then, choose 
an audio source from the list.

Note: To use the browser, you must have access to a 
wireless network including an 802.11b/g/n router with 
SSID broadcast enabled (hidden networks are not 
supported).

To navigate the Internet browser, touch the Back, 
Refresh, and Forward buttons on the screen.

	 See step 1 on page 31.

2.	 Select the maintenance mode.

	� In the settings main menu, touch the Maintenance 
button to enter the maintenance mode.

	� The mainte-
nance mode 
main screen 
will show infor-
mation about 
the model and 
version of the 
treadmill.

3.	 Update the console firmware.

	� For the best results, regularly check for firm-
ware updates.

	� Touch the Firmware Update button to check for 
firmware updates using your wireless network. The 
update will begin automatically.

	� To avoid damaging the treadmill, do not turn off 
the power or remove the key while the firmware 
is being updated.

	� The screen will show the progress of the update. 
When the update is complete, the treadmill will turn  
off and then turn back on. If it does not, press the 
power switch into the off position. Wait for several 
seconds, and then press the power switch into the 
reset position. Note: It may take a few minutes for 
the console to be ready for use.

	� Note: Occasionally, a firmware update may cause 
your console to function slightly differently.

4.	� Calibrate the incline system of the treadmill.

	� IMPORTANT: Keep pets, feet, and other objects 
away from the treadmill while the incline sys-
tem is calibrating.

	� When a list of networks appears, touch the desired 
network. Note: You will need to know your network 
name (SSID). If your network has a password, you 
will also need to know the password.

	� An information box will ask if you want to connect 
to the wireless network. Touch the Connect button 
to connect to the network or touch the Cancel but-
ton to return to the list of networks. If the network 
has a password, touch the password entry box. A 
keyboard will appear on the screen. To view the 
password as you type it, touch the Show Password 
checkbox.

�Press the Display button to view information about the 
current program and the broadcast or cable signal.

�Press the CC button repeatedly to turn on or turn off 
closed captioning. See step 6 on page 38 to adjust 
closed captioning settings.

�Press the Source button repeatedly to select the input 
source. Select TV for cable or antenna input, AV for a 
device connected to the TV with an AV cable, or HDMI 
for a device connected with an HDMI cable.

�Press the MTS button repeatedly to select English or 
Spanish as the audio setting language. 

�Press the Aspect button repeatedly to select normal, 
wide, cinema, or zoom image as the display format.

Press the Fav button to select the Favorite List of 
channels. See step 4 on page 37 to create a favorite 
channels list.

HOW TO REPLACE THE BATTERIES IN THE

To replace the batteries, 
first locate the battery 
cover on the back of the 
remote control.

2.	 �Adjust the image settings. 

	�� The Picture menu offers numerous features for 
adjusting the TV display. Use the arrow buttons to 
navigate through the various settings and person-
alize the image settings.

3.	 �Adjust the audio settings. 

	�� The Audio menu offers numerous features for 
adjusting the TV audio output. Use the arrow but-
tons to navigate through the various settings and 
personalize the audio settings.

4.	 �Adjust the channel settings. 

	� The Channel menu allows you to save channels 
in the TV memory and select settings for chan-
nels. Note: You can only access this menu if TV is 
selected as the input source.

	� First, scroll to the bottom of the Channel menu and 
highlight Auto Channel Search. Press the Enter 
button to start the auto scan. The television will 
begin scanning all of the channels available in your 
area. When no signal is detected on a channel, the 
channel will be skipped. When a signal is detected, 
the channel will be saved into memory and the next 
channel will be selected. This process will continue 
until the highest channel is reached. The television 
will renumber the channels in the order in which it 
locates them. Do not remove the key while the 
television is scanning channels. Note: If a televi-
sion channel disappears, scan for channels again.

	� Next, select Channel Settings to view a list of chan-
nels saved in the TV memory. Select a checkbox 
in the Skip column and press Enter to have the 
TV not use a channel.

	� Select Favorite List to view a list of your favor-
ite channels. Note: You must first select favorite 
channels to create this list. Highlight a channel and 
press Enter to select the channel.
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5.	 �Adjust the parental control settings. 

	� The Parental menu allows you to block or allow 
various settings on the TV.

	� First, enter the Lock Parental Code password, 
which is a 4-digit PIN. Note: The default pass-
word is 0000. Once the password has been 
entered, the Parental menu will be unlocked.

	� Select V-CHIP to control which television and 
movie ratings are blocked or allowed. Note: The 
lock icon will indicate whether a rating has been 
blocked or allowed.

	� Select Change Password to change the Lock 
Parental Code password. Enter the old password 
once, then enter the new password twice to con-
firm. You will now have to enter the new password 
to enter the Parental menu. Note: If you forget 
your password, enter the following master 
password to access locked menus: 1470.

	� Select Keypad Lock to lock the keypad.

	� Select Source Lock to lock a specific audio/video 
input source, such as TV, AV, or HDMI.

6.	 �Set up the basic television settings. 

	� The Setup menu allows you to adjust the closed 
caption settings, the language used in the menus, 
or the clock settings.

	� To enter the closed caption submenu, highlight 
Closed Caption and press the Enter button. In the 
closed caption submenu, adjust the caption display, 
caption type, and the digital preset and style.

	� Select Menu Language to change the language 
used in the menus.

	� Select Clock to adjust the TV clock’s time zone, 
auto setting, time setting, day of the week setting, 
and daylight saving time setting.

7.	 Adjust the advanced television settings.

	� The Others menu offers several advanced televi-
sion settings. You can also restore the original 
television settings.

	� Select the Blue Back to have the TV screen display 
blue when no signal is detected.

	� Select No Signal Power Off to have the TV shut off 
if no signal is detected for 10 minutes.

	� Select No Operation Power Off to have the TV shut 
off if no buttons are pressed on the remote con-
trol, on-screen control, or console TV control for 3 
hours.

	� When you highlight All Reset, a warning will appear 
in the display. Make sure to read the warning, then 
press Enter to restore the original television set-
tings. Note: All of your favorite channels, labels, 
and personal adjustments will be erased.

8.	 Exit the menu.

	� When you have finished adjusting the settings, 
press the Exit button.
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�HOW TO FOLD AND MOVE THE TREADMILL
�HOW TO FOLD THE TREADMILL

To avoid damaging the treadmill, adjust the incline 
to zero before you fold the treadmill. Then, remove 
the key and unplug the power cord. CAUTION: You 
must be able to safely lift 45 lbs. (20 kg) to raise, 
lower, or move the treadmill.

1. 	� Hold the metal frame firmly in the location shown 
by the arrow below. CAUTION: Do not hold the 
frame by the plastic foot rails. Bend your legs 
and keep your back straight.

2.	� Raise the frame until the storage latch locks in the 
storage position. CAUTION: Make sure that the 
storage latch locks.

	� To protect the floor or carpet, place a mat under the 
treadmill. Keep the treadmill out of direct sunlight. 
Do not leave the treadmill in the storage position in 
temperatures above 85° F (30° C).

HOW TO MOVE THE TREADMILL 

Before moving the treadmill, fold it as described at the 
left. CAUTION: Make sure that the storage latch is 
locked in the storage position. Moving the treadmill 
may require two people.

1. 	� Hold the frame and one of the handrails, and place 
one foot against a wheel.

2. �	� Pull back on the handrail until the treadmill will roll 
on the wheels, and carefully move it to the desired 
location. CAUTION: Do not move the tread-
mill without tipping it back, do not pull on the 
frame, and do not move the treadmill over an 
uneven surface.

3. 	� Place one foot against a wheel, and carefully lower 
the treadmill.

HOW TO LOWER THE TREADMILL FOR USE

1. �	� Push the upper end of 
the frame forward, and 
gently press the upper 
part of the storage latch 
with your foot at the same 
time.

2. �	� While pressing the stor-
age latch with your foot, 
pull the upper end of the 
frame toward yourself.

3.	� Step back and let the 
frame lower to the floor.

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MAINTENANCE AND TROUBLESHOOTING
MAINTENANCE

Regularly clean the treadmill and keep the walking 
belt clean and dry. First, press the power switch into 
the off position and unplug the power cord. Wipe 
exterior parts of the treadmill with a damp cloth, and a 
small amount of mild soap. IMPORTANT: Do not spray 
liquids directly onto the treadmill. To avoid damage 
to the console, keep liquids away from the console. 
Then, thoroughly dry the treadmill with a soft towel.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Most treadmill problems can be solved by following 
the simple steps below. Find the symptom that 
applies, and follow the steps listed. If further assis-
tance is needed, see the front cover of this manual. 

SYMPTOM: The power does not turn on

a.	� Make sure that the power cord is plugged into a 
surge suppressor, and that the surge suppressor 
is plugged into a properly grounded outlet (see 
page 22). Use only a surge suppressor that meets 
all of the specifications described on page 22. 
IMPORTANT: If the treadmill is connected to an 
AFCI-equipped outlet and your circuit breaker 
trips repeatedly when the treadmill is used, see 
the front cover of this manual to purchase an 
arc filter.

b.	� After the power cord has been plugged in, make 
sure that the key is inserted into the console. 

c.	� Check the power switch located on the treadmill 
frame near the power cord. If the switch protrudes 
as shown, the switch has tripped. To reset the 
power switch, wait for five minutes and then press 
the switch back in. 

SYMPTOM: The power turns off during use

a.	� Check the power switch (see drawing c at the left). 
If the switch has tripped, wait for five minutes and 
then press the switch back in.

b.	� Make sure that the power cord is plugged in. If the 
power cord is plugged in, unplug it, wait for five 
minutes, and then plug it back in.

c.	� Remove the key from the console, and then  
reinsert it.

d.	� If the treadmill still will not run, please see the front 
cover of this manual.

SYMPTOM: The console displays remain lit when 
you remove the key from the console

a.	� The console features a display demo mode, 
designed to be used if the treadmill is displayed in 
a store. If the displays remain lit when you remove 
the key, the demo mode is turned on. To turn off the 
demo mode, hold down the Stop button for a few 
seconds. If the displays are still lit, see step 7 on 
page 31 to turn off the demo mode.

SYMPTOM: The displays of the console do not 
function properly

a.	� Remove the key from the console and UNPLUG 
THE POWER CORD. Remove the five #8 x 3/4" 
Screws (5). Carefully pivot off the Motor Hood (62).

ResetTripped
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	� Locate the Reed Switch (47) and the Magnet (45) 
on the left side of the Pulley (51). Turn the Pulley 
until the Magnet is aligned with the Reed Switch. 
Make sure that the gap between the Magnet 
and the Reed Switch is about 1/8 in. (3 mm). If 
necessary, loosen the #8 x 3/4" Tek Screw (10), 
move the Reed Switch slightly, and then retighten 
the Screw. Reattach the Motor Hood (not shown) 
with the #8 x 3/4" Screws (not shown) and run the 
treadmill for a few minutes to check for a correct 
speed reading.

SYMPTOM: The incline of the treadmill does not 
change correctly

a. �	�� Calibrate the incline system (see step 4 on page 
33).

SYMPTOM: The iFit workouts do not function 
correctly

a.	� If the iFit workouts are not functioning correctly, 
make sure that the treadmill has the most current 
firmware available (see step 3 on page 33).

SYMPTOM: The treadmill will not connect to the 
wireless network

a.	� Make sure that the wireless settings on your con-
sole are correct (see step 4 on page 34).

b.	� Make sure that the settings for your wireless net-
work are correct.

c.	� If you still have questions, see the front cover of 
this manual.

SYMPTOM: The walking belt slows when walked on

a.	� Use only a surge suppressor that meets all of the 
specifications described on page 22. 

b.	� If the walking belt is overtightened, treadmill perfor-
mance may decrease and the walking belt may 

	� become damaged. Remove the key and UNPLUG 
THE POWER CORD. Using the hex key, turn both 
idler roller screws counterclockwise, 1/4 of a turn. 
When the walking belt is properly tightened, you 
should be able to lift each edge of the walking belt 
2 to 3 in. (5 to 7 cm) off the walking platform. Be 
careful to keep the walking belt centered. Then, 
plug in the power cord, insert the key, and run the 
treadmill for a few minutes. Repeat until the walk-
ing belt is properly tightened.

c.	� Your treadmill features a walking belt coated with 
high-performance lubricant. IMPORTANT: Never 
apply silicone spray or other substances to 
the walking belt or the walking platform unless 
instructed to do so by an authorized service 
representative. Such substances may deterio-
rate the walking belt and cause excessive wear. 
If you suspect that the walking belt needs more 
lubricant, see the front cover of this manual.

d.	� If the walking belt still slows when walked on, see 
the front cover of this manual.

SYMPTOM: The walking belt is off-center or slips 
when walked on

a.	 �If the walking belt is off-center, first remove the 
key and UNPLUG THE POWER CORD. If the 
walking belt has shifted to the left, use the hex 
key to turn the left idler roller screw clockwise 1/2 
of a turn; if the walking belt has shifted to the 
right, turn the left idler roller screw counterclock-
wise 1/2 of a turn. Be careful not to overtighten the 
walking belt. Then, plug in the power cord, insert 
the key, and run the treadmill for a few minutes. 
Repeat until the walking belt is centered. 
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b.	 �If the walking belt slips when walked on, first 
remove the key and UNPLUG THE POWER 
CORD. Using the hex key, turn both idler roller 
screws clockwise, 1/4 of a turn. When the walk-
ing belt is correctly tightened, you should be able 
to lift each edge of the walking belt 2 to 3 in. (5 to 
7 cm) off the walking platform. Be careful to keep 
the walking belt centered. Then, plug in the power 
cord, insert the key, and carefully walk on the tread-
mill for a few minutes. Repeat until the walking belt 
is properly tightened.

SYMPTOM: The digital TV is not receiving a signal 

a.	� Make sure that the correct input source is selected. 
See step 2 on page 35 to select an input source.

b.	� Make sure that the antenna cable or CATV cable is 
connected securely to the treadmill. See page 19 to 
connect a CATV cable to your fitness equipment.

c.	� Scan for broadcast or cable signals. See step 4 on 
page 37 to scan for signals.

d.	� Due to an FCC requirement, analog signals are no 
longer broadcast over the air in the United States 
as of June 12, 2009. If you wish to view television 
signals through an antenna, you must have an 
antenna capable of receiving digital signals. Cable 
television has not been affected.

SYMPTOM: Digital TV reception is poor

a.	� Make sure that the digital TV settings are set cor-
rectly. See HOW TO ADJUST THE TV SETTINGS 
on page 37.

b.	�� For the digital TV to operate properly, good recep-
tion is necessary. If you are using an antenna, 
make sure that it is properly connected and 
adjusted for optimal reception. See HOW TO 
CONNECT AN ANTENNA on page 19.

c.	� Check for the problems listed below and follow the 
applicable instructions:

	 •	� Ignition (black spots or horizontal streaks that 
appear or a picture that flutters or drifts)—
Usually this is caused by interference from 
automobile ignition systems, neon lamps, electric 
drifts, or other electric appliances. Try changing 
the position of your fitness equipment or other 
electric appliances to correct the problem.

	 •	� Ghosts—Ghosts are caused by the TV signal fol-
lowing two paths—one is the direct path and the 
other is reflected from tall buildings, hills, or other 
objects. Change the direction or position of the 
antenna to improve reception.

	 •	� Blue Screen—If your fitness equipment is 
located in the fringe area of a TV station where 
the signal is weak, the picture may be of poor 
quality or a blue screen may appear. If the signal 
is weak, it may be necessary to install an exter-
nal antenna to improve the picture.

	 •	� Fading—If blocks of the picture are missing, the 
picture moves around the screen, or the picture 
disappears, the signal may be weak. Change the 
direction or position of the antenna to improve 
reception. Make sure the digital TV settings 
are set correctly (see HOW TO ADJUST TV 
SETTINGS on page 37). Do not use a splitter. 

	� Note: If one of these problems appears when the 
cable from a CATV company is connected, the 
problem may be caused by the cable company 
broadcast.

SYMPTOM: The digital TV needs to be cleaned

a.	 �UNPLUG THE POWER CORD. To clean the digital 
TV, wipe the digital TV and screen using a soft 
cloth with a small amount of soft detergent. Do 
not use a polishing cloth, solvent, or any type of 
propellant or chemical detergent such as alcohol or 
benzene.

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EXERCISE GUIDELINES

These guidelines will help you to plan your exercise 
program. For detailed exercise information, obtain a 
reputable book or consult your physician. Remember, 
proper nutrition and adequate rest are essential for 
successful results. 

EXERCISE INTENSITY

Whether your goal is to burn fat or to strengthen your 
cardiovascular system, exercising at the proper inten-
sity is the key to achieving results. You can use your 
heart rate as a guide to find the proper intensity level. 
The chart below shows recommended heart rates for 
fat burning and aerobic exercise.

To find the proper intensity level, find your age at the 
bottom of the chart (ages are rounded off to the near-
est ten years). The three numbers listed above your 
age define your “training zone.” The lowest number is 
the heart rate for fat burning, the middle number is the 
heart rate for maximum fat burning, and the highest 
number is the heart rate for aerobic exercise.

Burning Fat—To burn fat effectively, you must exer-
cise at a low intensity level for a sustained period of 
time. During the first few minutes of exercise, your 
body uses carbohydrate calories for energy. Only after 
the first few minutes of exercise does your body begin 
to use stored fat calories for energy. If your goal is to 
burn fat, adjust the intensity of your exercise until your 
heart rate is near the lowest number in your training 
zone. For maximum fat burning, exercise with your 
heart rate near the middle number in your training 
zone.

Aerobic Exercise—If your goal is to strengthen your 
cardiovascular system, you must perform aerobic 
exercise, which is activity that requires large amounts 
of oxygen for prolonged periods of time. For aerobic 
exercise, adjust the intensity of your exercise until your 
heart rate is near the highest number in your training 
zone. 

WORKOUT GUIDELINES

Warming Up—Start with 5 to 10 minutes of stretch-
ing and light exercise. A warm-up increases your body 
temperature, heart rate, and circulation in preparation 
for exercise. 

Training Zone Exercise—Exercise for 20 to 30 min-
utes with your heart rate in your training zone. (During 
the first few weeks of your exercise program, do not 
keep your heart rate in your training zone for longer 
than 20 minutes.) Breathe regularly and deeply as you 
exercise; never hold your breath. 

Cooling Down—Finish with 5 to 10 minutes of stretch-
ing. Stretching increases the flexibility of your muscles 
and helps to prevent post-exercise problems.

EXERCISE FREQUENCY

To maintain or improve your condition, complete three 
workouts each week, with at least one day of rest 
between workouts. After a few months of regular exer-
cise, you may complete up to five workouts each week, 
if desired. Remember, the key to success is to make 
exercise a regular and enjoyable part of your everyday 
life.

    WARNING: Before beginning this 
or any exercise program, consult your physi-
cian. This is especially important for persons 
over age 35 or persons with pre-existing 
health problems.

The heart rate monitor is not a medical device. 
Various factors may affect the accuracy of 
heart rate readings. The heart rate monitor is 
intended only as an exercise aid in determin-
ing heart rate trends in general.
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SUGGESTED STRETCHES

The correct form for several basic stretches is shown at the right. Move slowly as you stretch—never bounce.

1. Toe Touch Stretch

Stand with your knees bent slightly and slowly bend forward from your 
hips. Allow your back and shoulders to relax as you reach down toward 
your toes as far as possible. Hold for 15 counts, then relax. Repeat 3 
times. Stretches: Hamstrings, back of knees and back.

2. Hamstring Stretch

Sit with one leg extended. Bring the sole of the opposite foot toward 
you and rest it against the inner thigh of your extended leg. Reach 
toward your toes as far as possible. Hold for 15 counts, then relax. 
Repeat 3 times for each leg. Stretches: Hamstrings, lower back and 
groin.

3. Calf/Achilles Stretch

With one leg in front of the other, reach forward and place your hands 
against a wall. Keep your back leg straight and your back foot flat on 
the floor. Bend your front leg, lean forward and move your hips toward 
the wall. Hold for 15 counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times for each leg. To 
cause further stretching of the achilles tendons, bend your back leg as 
well. Stretches: Calves, achilles tendons and ankles.

4. Quadriceps Stretch

With one hand against a wall for balance, reach back and grasp one 
foot with your other hand. Bring your heel as close to your buttocks as 
possible. Hold for 15 counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times for each leg. 
Stretches: Quadriceps and hip muscles.

5. Inner Thigh Stretch

Sit with the soles of your feet together and your knees outward. Pull 
your feet toward your groin area as far as possible. Hold for 15 counts, 
then relax. Repeat 3 times. Stretches: Quadriceps and hip muscles.
