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ASSEMBLY

Set the treadmill in a cleared area and remove all packing materials. Do not dispose of the packing materials until
assembly is completed. Refer to the drawings below to identify small parts used in assembly.

Raise the Upright (11) to the vertical position. Slide the 3/8" x
1 1/2” Washer (28) onto a 3/8" x 1" Bolt (2). Insert the Bolt into
the lower end of the Upright and finger tighten the Bolt into
the Frame (59).

If there are plastic cable ties in the upper ends of the Handrails
(1), cut them off. Insert the upper end of one of the Handrails into
the Console Housing (3). (Note: The two Handrails are ideniical.
Due to the manufacturing process, there is a dimpie near the
lower end of each Handrail. It makes no difference which side
the dimple is on when the Handrails are assembled.) Insert a
3/8” x 1”7 Bolt (2), with a 3/8” Washer (50), up into the plate under
the Console Housing, and finger tighten the Bolt into the
Handrail. .

Attach the other Handrail (1) in the same manner.

Insert a 3/8" x 2 3/4" Bolt (49), with a 3/8” Washer (50), into the
lower end of the right Handrail (1) and the Frame (59). Reach
under the Frame and tighten a 3/8” Flange Nut (21) onto the
Bolt.

Attach the other Handrail (1) (not shown) in the same manner.
Tighten all Bolts used In steps 1 through 3.




4. The Console (3) requires three "AA" batteries (not included); alka-
line batteries are recommended. Slide up the Battery Cover (77).
Pressthree batteries intothe battery compartment, with the nega-
tive (-) ends of the batteries touching the springs. Close the Battery
Cover.

5. Remove the paper backing from the Wrench Clip (64). Press the
Wrench Clip onto the Right Endcap (63) in the indicated loca-
tion. Press the Allen Wrench (65) into the Wrench Clip.

PERFORMANT LUBE™, a high-performance lubricant.

IMPORTANT: Never apply silicone spray or other
substances to the walking belt or the walking plat-
form. They will deterlorate the walking belt and
cause excessive wear.

HOW TO PLUG IN THE POWER CORD - -

Your treadmill, like any other type of sophisticated
electronic equipment, can be seriously damaged by
sudden voltage changes in your home’s power.
Voltage surges, spikes, and noise interference can
result from weather conditions or from other appli-

ances being tumed on

risk of electric shock. This product is equipped with a
cord having an equipment-grounding conductor and a
grounding plug. Plug the power cord into a surge
protector, and plug the surge protector into an
appropriate outlet that Is properly Installed and
grounded In accordance with all local codes and
ordinances.

This product is for use on a nominal 120-volt circuit,

-and has a grounding plug that looks like the plug illus-

trated in drawing 1 below. A temporary adapter that
looks like the adapter illustrated in drawing 2 may be
used to connect the surge protector to a 2-pole recep-
tacle as shown in drawing 2 if a properly grounded out-
let is not available.

The temporary adapter should be used only until a
properly grounded outlet (drawing 1) can be installed
by a qualified electrician.

The green-colored rigid ear, lug, or the like extending
from the adapter must be connected to a permanent
ground such as a properly grounded outlet box cover.
Whenever the adapter is used it must be held in place
by a metal screw. Some 2-pole receptacle outlet box
covers are not grounded. Contact a qualified elec-
trician to determine if the outlet box cover is
grounded before using an adapter.

Next, slightly raise your thumb until the heart-
shaped indicator in the CALORIES/PULSE display
(or the CAL/FAT CAL/PULSE display) flashes
steadily. Hoid your thumb at this level. After 5 to 10
seconds, your puise will be displayed. Hold your
thumb on the sensor for another 15 seconds for the
most accurate reading. If the displayed pulse
appears to be too high or too low, or if your puise is
not displayed, lift your thumb off the sensor and
allow the display to reset. Press down again on the
sensor as described above. Make sure that your
thumb is positioned as shown, and that you are
applying the proper amount of pressure. Try the
sensor several times until you become familiar with
it. Always stand still while measuring your pulse.

If the walking belt is overtightened, treadmill per-
formance may decrease and the walking belt may
be permanently damaged. Remove the SAFEKEY
and UNPLUG THE POWER CORD. Using the
allen wrench, tum both rear roller adjustment bolts
counterclockwise, 1/4 of a turn (see the drawing
below). When the walking belt is properly tight-
ened, you should be able to lift each side of the
walking belt 2 to 3 inches off the walking platform.
The center of the walking belt should just touch
the walking platform. Be careful to keep the walk-
ing belt centered. Plug in the power cord, insert
the SAFEKEY and run the treadmill for a few min-
utes.

CONDITIONING GUIDELINES

The following guidelines will help you to plan your exer-
cise program. Remember—these are general guide-
lines. For more detailed information about exercise,
obtain a reputable book or consult your physician.

EXERCISE INTENSITY

Whether you want to burn fat, strengthen your cardio-
vascular system, or increase your athletic perfor-
mance, you can tailor your exercise to your specific
goals. The key to achieving the desired results is to
exercise with the proper intensity.

Burning Fat

To bumn fat effectively, you must exercise at a relatively
low intensity level for a sustained period of time.
During the first few minutes of exercise, your body
uses easily accessible carbohydrate calories for ener-
gy. Only after the first few minutes of exercise does
your body begin to use stored fat calories for energy.

If your goal is to bumn fat, set the speed control on the
console to FAT BURN to help you maintain the proper
intensity level. (See step 3 on page 9.)



Aerobic Exercise

If your goal is to strengthen your cardiovascular system,
your exercise must be “aerobic.” Aerobic exercise is
activity that requires large amounts of oxygen for pro-
longed periods of time. This increases the demand on
the heart to pump blood to the muscles, and on the
lungs to oxygenate the blood. The proper intensity level
for aerobic exercise can be found by using your pulse
as a guide. As you exercise, your pulse should be kept
at a level between 70% and 85% of your maximum pos-
sible heart rate. This is known as your training zone.
You can find your training zone in the table below.
Training zones are listed according to age and physical
condition.

During the first few months of your exercise program,
keep your pulse near the low end of your training zone
as you exercise. After a few months of regular exercise,
your pulse can be gradually increased until it is near the
middle of your training zone as you exercise. You can
measure your pulse using the pulse sensor. Exercise for
about four minutes, and then measure your pulse imme-
diately. If your pulse is too high or too low, adjust the
intensity of your exercise. It may also be helpful to set
the speed control on the console to AEROBIC to help
you maintain the proper intensity level. (See step 3 on

page 9.)

Performance Training

If your goal is high performance athletic conditioning,
set the speed control on the console to PERFOR-

MANCE to help you maintain the proper intensity level,

(See step 3 on page 9.)
WORKOUT GUIDELINES

When exercising, wear appropriate attire. Always wear
athletic shoes for foot protection. Each workout should
include three basic parts: (1) a warm-up, (2) training
zone exercise, and (3) a cool-down.

Warming Up

Warming up prepares the body for exercise by increas-
ing circulation, delivering more oxygen to the muscles
and raising the body temperature. Begin each workout
with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching and light exercise to
warm up.

Training Zone Exercise

After warming up, increase the intensity of your exer-
cise until your pulse is in your training zone for 20 to
60 minutes. (During the first few weeks of your exer-
cise program, do not keep your pulse in your training
zone for longer than 20 minutes.) Breathe regularly
and deeply as you exercise—never hold your breath.

Cooling Down

Finish each workout with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching
to cool down. This will increase the flexibility of your

muscles and will help to prevent post-exercise problems.

Exercise Frequency

To maintain or improve your condition, complete three
workouts each week, with at least one day of rest
between workouts, After a few months, you may com-
plete up to five workouts each week if desired.

The key to success is to make exercise a regular and
enjoyable part of your everyday life.
