LECTIO

DIVINA

LECTIO DIVINA ,
EXPLAINED!

Lectio divina (“divine reading”) is a practice of
praying through the reading of Scripture, opening
oneself to the inspiration and communication of
the Holy Spirit.

The practice of Lectio divina dates to ancient
monastic communities, but it has gained popularity
in modern times as a way to meaningfully engage
with the word of God.

The formula for Lectio divina is simple and

follows four steps. The text of the Scripture is read
(lectio) multiple times, and the reader takes note of
any words or phrases that resonate with him in a
particular way. The reader then

reflects deeply on the passage

(meditatio) and the words that he / //
noticed, turning them over in his <\>L' I
mind. Following this, the reader prays

with the passage (oratio), and

dialogues with God, inviting him to
illuminate the reader’s understanding

of the text. Finally, there is rest and x
contemplation (contemplatio).
