Once again, post-COVID, we are starting all over again, having just a few Altar Servers on our Roster to serve three masses weekly. So, training for third grade and older students who have received First Communion to be Altar Servers at St. Rose liturgies will begin Sunday, October 16, 2022. Six training sessions are scheduled 2:30 – 4:00 Sunday afternoons Oct 16th, 23rd, 30th and Nov 6th, 13th and 20th. Servers-in-Training must complete at least FOUR of six sessions to be added to the active schedule to serve Mass with an experienced server. Trainees may attend more than four or all sessions, and experienced servers are also welcome to attend. 
If your child wants to volunteer as an Altar Server, please email the information requested on the form at the bottom of this page to thecolombos@aol.com or fill out the form and return it to the Parish office ASAP.
Serving at the altar is a privilege, allowing us to be near to Jesus in the Eucharist and through our service to draw the congregation into the Sacrament of Love. Students who commit to serving Mass also assume responsibility to find replacements, in the event they cannot serve an assigned Mass. Servers may also contact Mr. Colombo by email, and he will request other Servers to help. Students will be scheduled to serve Masses their families regularly attend. Quarterly seasonal schedules will be emailed along with weekly reminders. Servers can expect to serve once every two months, or more frequently, depending on how many Servers sign up for each of the masses.
Thank you for supporting your child in the St. Rose Altar Server ministry, one way we know, love and serve our God and Neighbor. Altar Servers are closest to the altar and the celebrant, who stands in the place of Jesus Christ during Holy Mass and the administration of the Sacraments. With verbal responses and actions, Altar Servers speak and act on behalf of the entire congregation. Parishioners at St. Rose of Lima Catholic Church highly value Altar Servers, and dedicated, proficient Altar Servers help promote major attention to, respect for and understanding of how parishioners fulfil personal liturgical roles as worshippers.
