2007 – 2016 

The Melissa Ann Friedges Memorial Fund was founded in 2007.  We host an annual softball & 

bean bag tournament in June to raise money for the development and maintenance of youth 

baseball fields in south metro communities. Due to field shortages, hundreds of youth are able to 

utilize these fields.  We are a 501(c)(3) corporation, and we give all the proceeds back to 

surrounding communities. Funds were also used for sports equipment, jerseys, nets, hoops, gym 

flooring, families in need, Make a Wish Foundation, various schools for sports-related projects 

and much more.  Since 2012, The Fund has given over $300,000 back to local communities and 

over $30,000 in college scholarships to numerous local high school students to be used toward 

college education.
