From Fr. Q’s Desk 
 

"Christ is risen, alleluia! Truly he is risen, al-
leluia!" 

 

From the earliest 
days of our faith, 
this was the greet-
ing that Catholics 
gave one another in 
this happy Easter 
season. It's almost a 
Creed in miniature, 
distilling our faith 
into its most com-
pelling assertion: 
that a man rose 
from the dead, nev-
er to die again, and 
that in fact he is 
alive even today. 
We know that he is 
alive at the Father's 
right hand in heav-
en, in a way that is 
not yet visible to us. 
The Resurrection is 
not a strictly histori-
cal event, but trans-
historical, because it 
continues in our 
own day. That is what we know as the Paschal 

Mystery - the suffering, death and Resurrec-
tion of Jesus which unlike any other historical 
event, are perennially present to us. 

 

How do we unlock the events of the Paschal 
Mystery in our own day and time? The secret 
is in the liturgy. Precisely in the celebration of 
Mass and the other sacraments, you and I enter 
through the Holy Spirit into the timeless phe-
nomenon of the Paschal Mystery. We are 
drawn into the pattern of our Lord's own life. 
And so Jesus' invisible life in heaven becomes 
visible to you and me, in the sacraments, in the 

life of the Church, and in the pursuit of daily 
holiness in our own lives. 

 

At the Easter Vigil this Saturday, our parish 
lights the large paschal candle that will stand 
at the front of our sanctuary throughout the 

upcoming year. 
Every time you see 
it, you might be re-
minded of the pow-
er of the Paschal 
Mystery at work in 
the world, and at 
work in your own 
life. As St. Paul 
says, May I know 
him and the power of 
his resurrection, and 
may I share his suf-
ferings, becoming like 
him in his death, that 
by any means possible 
I may attain the res-
urrection from the 
dead. (Phil 3:10-11)

Catechism of the Catholic Church 
 
Article 1 

CELEBRATING THE CHURCH'S LITURGY 

II. How is the Liturgy Celebrated? 

Signs and symbols 

1157 Song and music fulfill their function as 
signs in a manner all the more significant when 
they are "more closely connected . . . with the li-
turgical action," according to three principal cri-
teria: beauty expressive of prayer, the unani-
mous participation of the assembly at the desig-
nated moments, and the solemn character of the 
celebration. In this way they participate in the 
purpose of the liturgical words and actions: the 
glory of God and the sanctification of the faith-
ful:  How I wept, deeply moved by your hymns, 
songs, and the voices that echoed through your 
Church! What emotion I experienced in them! 
Those sounds flowed into my ears distilling the 
truth in my heart. A feeling of devotion surged 
within me, and tears streamed down my face - 
tears that did me good. 

1158 The harmony of signs (song, music, words, 
and actions) is all the more expressive and fruit-
ful when expressed in the cultural richness of the 
People of God who celebrate. Hence "religious 
singing by the faithful is to be intelligently fos-
tered so that in devotions and sacred exercises as 
well as in liturgical services," in conformity with 
the Church's norms, "the voices of the faithful 
may be heard." But "the texts intended to be 
sung must always be in conformity with Catholic 
doctrine. Indeed they should be drawn chiefly 
from the Sacred Scripture and from liturgical 
sources."

A Happy Ending Isn’t the Whole Story 

 

“Is there a happy ending?” 

When my kids were young, we never made it 
past the first whiff of any narrative tension be-
fore I got this question. As soon as whatever 
princess or furry woodland animal who was the 
hero of the story got into any small scrape, they 
wanted that reassurance, “Is there a happy end-
ing?” 

I can’t say I blame them. Don’t we all feel that 
way sometimes? We enter into a relationship 
with someone or some situation, and we just 
want to protect ourselves. We want to know it’s 
not going to go badly — or, if it does, that we 
will be able to come back from it. It’s a human 
instinct, a reflex. Our inclination to protect our-
selves makes it so that we sometimes want to 
press fast-forward on the bad stuff and skip 
straight ahead to the happily-ever-after. 

Easter is the ultimate happy ending. It’s the day 
of miracles. The day when all the stones roll 
away and all the sins are forgiven. It’s the day 
that puts everything right. 

But if we learned anything from this week — 
from the Passion and death of the Lord — it’s 
that we can’t press fast-forward on the hard-
ships of life. That tension, that loss, that fear — 
it’s crucial, isn’t it? As Catholics, we are who we 
are because of Easter. But Easter doesn’t happen 
without Good Friday. 

So, does the story of salvation have a happy 
ending? We know it does. But we also remem-
ber that the ending isn’t all that matters.

EASTER AND DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 

Easter, also called Pascha 
or Resurrection Sunday, is 
a holiday commemorating 
the resurrection of Je-
sus from the dead, described 

in the New Testament as having occurred on the 
third day after his burial following his crucifix-
ion by the Romans at Calvary c. 30 AD.   The res-
urrection established Jesus as the Son of God and 
is cited as proof that God will righteously judge 
the world. For those who trust in Jesus's death 
and resurrection, "death is swallowed up in vic-
tory." Any person who chooses to follow Jesus 
receives "a new birth into a living hope through 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the 
dead". Through faith in the working of God 
those who follow Jesus are spiritually resurrect-
ed with him so that they may walk in a new way 
of life and receive eternal salvation, being physi-
cally resurrected to dwell in the Kingdom of 
Heaven. 

Divine Mercy Sunday is cele-
brated on the Second Sunday of 
Easter.  The feast of Divine Mer-
cy, according to the diary of 
Kowalska,  in particular that if     
a p e r s o n  g o e s 
to sacramental confession (the 
confession may take place some days before) and 
receives holy communion on that day, shall ob-
tain the total expiation of all sins and punish-
ment. That means each person would go imme-
diately after death to heaven without suffering 
in purgatory.

The twenty-three men and women who tell their 
conversion stories in these pages were not drawn 
to the Church by sound evangelization programs, 
beautiful buildings and liturgies, or saintly wit-
nesses among the clergy.
