
How to Participate:
1.  Call/text/email Sally Hein to let her know how many baskets you would like to assemble. You

will need to provide your name, phone # (for calling or texting), and an email address that
you check frequently (for important updates).

   2. Select, from a Master list, the specific child (children) for whom you would like to create a 
        basket(s). The Master list will include the age and gender of each child.  

   3. Pick up the exterior wrapping (“Basket bag”) for your basket(s). This will ensure that 
       that all the baskets look similar upon delivery to the children and the pattern on the 
       bag will identify the shelter to which that basket will be delivered. We also have some 
       assorted toys and arts & crafts kits that can be included.  “Basket bags” can be obtained 
       after Mass the weekend of March 7/8 OR by stopping by Sally’s house. 
                If you pick up your bag at Sally’s home, you can also select additional Easter basket 
                items that were purchased this past year (e.g. jump ropes, bubbles. sidewalk chalk, 
                etc.). There is not nearly enough to fill all the baskets but you are welcome to select a 
                few items that might be appropriate for the basket you are creating.

    4. Return the completed basket(s) in the provided “basket bag” to Sally’s house no later than 
        Sunday, March 29th.

Drivers with a truck, Van or SUV are needed to transport the baskets on March 31st. 
Drivers must be able to carry baskets up or down a flight of stairs. 

Operation Easter Basket

This is the third year St. Pius X has volunteered to make Easter Baskets for children who
live in two local shelters. The number of children living in the shelter has increased from 75
last year to 95 this year. Children range in age from 3 months to 16 years of age.  Baskets
will include age-appropriate toys and treats for the child you select from our Master List.
